They morph over the centuries,
from oils to acrylics to photographs, gray to Kodachrome to digital. What
stays the same are the expressions: distant, arrogant, and frankly, unhappy.
Not a healthy thing, power.



The only Lark I recognize from personal experience is the one closest to
Father’s office. My grandfather was already old and a little demented by the
time Owen and I were born, and my most vivid memory of him is from that
one time I woke up in the middle of the night to find him in my bedroom,
pointing at me with trembling hands and yelling in the Tongue, something
about me being destined for a grisly death.

In fairness, he wasn’t wrong.
“In here,” Vania says with a soft knock to the door. “The councilman is

waiting for you.”
I scan her face. Vampyres are not immortal; we grow old the same as

every other species, but  .  .  . damn. She looks like she hasn’t aged a day
since she escorted me to the Collateral exchange ceremony. Seventeen years
ago.

“Is there something you need?”
“No.” I turn and reach for the doorknob. Hesitate. “Is he sick?”
Vania seems amused. “You think he’d call you here for that?”
I shrug. I can’t think of a single other reason he’d want to see me.
“For what? To commiserate? Or find solace in your filial affection? You

have been among the Humans far too long.”
“I was thinking more along the lines of him needing a kidney.”
“We are Vampyres, Misery. We act for the good of the most, or not at

all.”
She’s gone before I can roll my eyes, or serve her that “fuck off” I’ve

been meaning to. I sigh, glance at the stone-faced guards she left behind,
and then walk into my father’s office.

The first things I notice are the two walls of windows, which is exactly
what Father wants. Every Human I’ve talked with assumes that Vampyres
hate light and relish darkness, but they couldn’t be more wrong. The sun
may be forbidden to us, toxic always and deathly in large quantities, but
that’s precisely why we covet it with such intensity. Windows are a luxury,
because they need to be treated with absurdly expensive materials that filter
everything that might harm us. And windows this large are the most



bombastic of status symbols, in a full display of dynastic power and
obscene wealth. And beyond them . . .

The river that slices The City into North and South—us, and them. Only
a few hundred feet separate the Nest from Were territory, but the riverbank
is littered with outlook towers, checkpoints, and guard posts, heavily
monitored twenty-four seven. A single bridge exists, but access to it is
closely surveilled in both directions, and as far as I know, no vehicle has
traveled across it since well before I was born. Past that, there are a few
Were security areas, and the deep green of an oak forest that stretches south
for miles.

I always thought it smart of them not to build civilian settlements next to
one of the most sanguinary borders in the Southwest. When Owen and I
were children, before I was sent away, Father walked in on us wondering
why the Vampyre headquarters had been placed so close to our most lethal
enemies. “To remember,” he explained. “And to remind.”

I don’t know. Twenty years later, it still seems pretty fucked up to me.
“Misery.” Father finishes tapping at the touch screen monitor and stands

from his luxury mahogany desk, unsmiling but not cold. “It’s good to see
you here again.”

“It sure is something.” The past few years have been kind to Henry
Lark. I examine his tall frame, triangular face, and wide-set eyes, and I’m
reminded of how much I take after him. His blond hair is a little grayer, but
still perfectly slicked back. I’ve never seen it anything but—never seen
Father less than impeccably put together. Tonight the sleeves of his white
button-down may be rolled back, but meticulously so. If they’re meant to
trick me into thinking that this is a casual meeting, they’ve failed.

And that’s why, when he points at the leather chair in front of his desk
and says, “Sit,” I decide to lean back against the door.

“Vania says you’re not dying.” I’m aiming for rude. Unfortunately, I
think I just sound curious.

“I trust that you’re healthy, too.” He smiles faintly. “How have the last
seven years treated you?”



There is a beautiful vintage clock behind his head. I watch it tick eight
seconds before saying, “Just peachy.”

“Yes?” He gives me a once-over. “You’d better remove them, Misery.
Someone might mistake you for a Human.”

He’s referring to my brown contacts. Which I considered taking out in
the car, before deciding not to bother. The problem is, there are many other
signs that I’ve been living among the Humans, most not so quickly
reversible. The fangs I shave to dull points every week, for instance, are
unlikely to escape his notice. “I was at work.”

“Ah, yes. Vania mentioned you have a job. Something with computers,
knowing you?”

“Something like that.”
He nods. “And how is your little friend? Once again safe and sound, I

trust.”
I stiffen. “How do you know she—”
“Oh, Misery. You didn’t really think that your communications with

Owen went unmonitored, did you?”
I clench my fists behind my back and seriously debate slamming the

door behind me and returning home. But there must be a reason he brought
me here, and I need to know it. So I take my phone out of my pocket, and
once I’m sitting across from Father, I lay it face up on his desk.

I tap on the timer app, set it for exactly ten minutes, and turn it toward
him. Then I lean back in the chair. “Why am I here?”

“It’s been years since I last saw my only daughter.” He presses his lips
together. “Is that not enough reason?”

“Nine minutes and forty-three seconds left.”
“Misery. My child.” The Tongue. “Why are you angry at me?”
I lift my eyebrow.
“You should not feel anger, but pride. The right choice is the one that

ensures happiness for the largest number of people. And you were the
means to that choice.”

I study him calmly. I’m positive that he really does believe this bullshit.
That he thinks he’s a good guy. “Nine minutes and twenty-two seconds.”



He looks briefly, genuinely sad. Then he says, “There is to be a
wedding.”

I jerk my head back. “A wedding? As in . . . like the Humans do?”
“A marriage ceremony. Like the Vampyres used to have.”
“Whose? Yours? Are you going to  .  .  .” I don’t bother finishing the

sentence—the sheer thought is ludicrous. It’s not just weddings that have
gone out of fashion hundreds of years ago, but the entire idea of long-term
relationships. As it turns out, when your species sucks at producing
children, encouraging sexual walkabouts and the search for reproductively
compatible partners takes precedence over romance. I doubt Vampyres were
ever particularly romantic, anyway. “Whose?”

Father sighs. “Yet to be decided.”
I don’t like this, not any of it, but I’m not sure why yet. Something

prickles in my ear, a whisper that I should get the hell out now, but as I’m
about to stand, Father says, “Since you chose to live among the Humans,
you must have been following their news.”

“Some of it,” I lie. We could be at war with Eurasia and on the verge of
cloning unicorns, and I’d have no clue. I’ve been busy. Searching.
Scouring. “Why?”

“The Humans recently had an election.”
I had no idea, but I nod. “Wonder what that’s like.” A leadership

structure that’s not an unattainable council whose membership is restricted
to a handful of families, passed down from generation to generation like a
chipped china set.

“Not ideal. As Arthur Davenport was not reelected.”
“Governor Davenport?” The City is divided between the local Were

pack and the Vampyres, but the rest of the Southwest region is almost
exclusively Human. And for the last few decades, they’ve chosen Arthur
Davenport to represent them—as far as I can recall, with little hesitation.
That jerk. “Who’s the new guy?”

“A woman. Maddie Garcia is the governor-elect, and her term will start
in a few months.”



“And your take on her . . . ?” He must have one. Father’s collaboration
with Governor Davenport is the driving force behind the amicable
relationship between our two people.

Well. Amicable might be too strong of a word. The average Human still
thinks that we’re gagging to suck their cattle dry and mind-scramble their
loved ones; the average Vampyre still thinks that Humans are cunning but
feckless, and that their main talent is for procreating and filling the universe
with more Humans. It’s not like our species hang out, aside from very
limited, highly artificial diplomatic events. But we haven’t been overtly
murdering each other in cold blood for a while, and we’re allies against the
Weres. A win is a win, right?

“I have no opinion,” he tells me, impassible. “Nor will I have the
opportunity to form one soon, as Ms. Garcia has refused all my requests for
meetings.”

“Ah.” Ms. Garcia must be wiser than I am.
“However, I am still tasked with guaranteeing the safety of my people.

And once Governor Davenport is gone, in addition to the Were threat that
we constantly face at the southern border, there might be one at the north.
From the Humans.”

“I doubt she wants trouble, Father.” I pick at my nail polish. “She’ll
probably just leave the current alliance as it is and cut down on the
ceremonial bullshit—”

“Her team has informed us that as soon as she takes office, the Collateral
program will be no more.”

I freeze. And then slowly look up. “What?”
“We have been formally asked to return the Human Collateral. And they

will send back the girl who’s currently serving as the Vampyre Collateral
—”

“Boy,” I correct him automatically. My fingertips feel numb. “The
current Vampyre Collateral is a boy.” I met him once. He had dark hair and
a constant frown and said “No, thank you” when I asked if he needed help
carrying a stack of books. By now he might very well be as tall as me.



“Whatever it might be, the return will happen next week. The Humans
have decided not to wait for Maddie Garcia to take office.”

“I don’t see . . .” I swallow. Gather myself. “It’s for the best. It’s a stupid
practice.”

“It has been ensuring peace between the Vampyres and the Humans for
over one hundred years.”

“Seems a little cruel to me,” I counter calmly. “Asking an eight-year-old
to relocate alone inside enemy territory to play hostage.”

“ ‘Hostage’ is such a crude, simplistic word.”
“You hold a Human child as a deterrent for ten years, with the mutual

understanding that if the Humans violate the terms of our alliance, the
Vampyres will instantly murder the child. That seems crude and simplistic,
too.”

Father’s eyes narrow. “It’s not unilateral.” His voice grows harder. “The
Humans hold a Vampyre child for the same reason—”

“I know, Father.” I lean forward. “I was the previous Vampyre
Collateral, in case you have forgotten.”

I wouldn’t put it past him—but no. He might not recall the way I tried to
hold his hand as the armored sedan drove us north, or me trying to hide
behind Vania’s thigh when I first got a glimpse of the Humans’ oddly
colored eyes. He might not know how it felt, growing up with the
knowledge that if the ceasefire between us and the Humans broke down, the
same caregivers who’d taught me how to ride a bike would come into my
room and drive a knife through my heart. He might not dwell on the fact
that he sent his daughter to be the eleventh Collateral, ten years a prisoner
among people who hated her kind.

But he does remember. Because the first rule of the Collateral, of course,
is that they have to be closely tied to those in power. Those who make
decisions concerning peace and war. And if Maddie Garcia doesn’t want to
throw a member of her family under the bus in the name of public safety,
that only makes me respect her more. The boy who took over when I turned
eighteen is the grandson of Councilwoman Ewing. And when I served as
the Vampyre Collateral, my Human counterpart was the grandson of



Governor Davenport. I used to wonder if he felt like I did—sometimes
angry, sometimes resigned. Mostly expendable. I’d sure love to know if,
now that years have passed, he gets along with his family better than I do
with mine.

“Alexandra Boden. Do you remember her?” Father’s tone is back to
conversational. “You were born the same year.”

I sit back in my chair, unsurprised by the abrupt change of topic. “Red
hair?”

He nods. “A little more than a week ago, her little brother, Abel, turned
fifteen. That night, he and three friends were out partying, and found
themselves near the river. Emboldened by their youth and feeble-
mindedness, they challenged each other to swim across it, touch the
riverbank that belongs to Were territory, and then swim back. A show of
bravery, if you will.”

I’m not invested in the fate of Alexandra Boden’s bratty brother, but my
body goes icy cold nonetheless. All Vampyre children are taught about the
danger of the southern border. We all learn where our territory ends and the
Weres’ begins before we can speak. And we all know not to mess with
anything Were.

Except for these four idiots, clearly.
“They’re dead,” I murmur.
Father’s lips curl up in something that looks very little like compassion,

and a lot like annoyance. “It’s what they deserved, in my frank opinion. Of
course, when the boys couldn’t be found, the worst was assumed. Ansel
Boden, the boy’s father, has strong ties to several council families, and
petitioned for a retaliatory act. He argued that their disappearance would
justify it. He was reminded that the good of our people as a whole comes
before the good of the one—the basic principle Vampyre society relies on.
Birth rates are at our lowest, and we are facing extinction. This is not the
time to stoke conflict. And yet, in an unbecoming display of weakness, he
continued to beg.”

“Disgusting. How dare he grieve for his son.”



Father gives me a scathing look. “Because of his relationship to the
council, he came close to having his way. Just last week, while you were
busy pretending to be Human, we were closer to an interspecies war than
we’ve been in a century. And then, two days after their dull-witted
stunt  .  .  .” Father stands. He walks around the desk and then leans back
against its edge, the picture of relaxation. “The boys reappeared. Intact.”

I blink, a habit I picked up while pretending to be Human. “Their
corpses?”

“They are alive. Shaken, of course. They were interrogated by Were
guards—treated as spies, at first, and then as unruly nuisances. But they
were eventually returned home, whole and healthy.”

“How?” I can think of half a dozen incidents in the past twenty years in
which borders were breached and whatever was left of the offenders got
sent back in pieces. It mostly happens outside city limits, in the
demilitarized woodlands. Regardless, Weres have been merciless to our
people, and we have been merciless toward Weres. Which means that  .  .  .
“What changed?”

“An intelligent question. You see, most of the council assumed that
Roscoe was growing tender in his old age.” Roscoe. The Alpha of the
Southwest pack. I’ve heard Father talk about him ever since I was a child.
“But I’ve met Roscoe once. Just once—he was always clear about his
disinterest in diplomacy, and people like him are like skull bones. They only
harden with time.” He turns toward the window. “The Weres are as
secretive as ever about their society. But we do have some ways to obtain
intel, and after sending over some inquiries—”

“There was a change in their leadership structure.”
“Very good.” He seems pleased, as though I’m a student who mastered

the transitive property well ahead of expectations. “Maybe I should have
chosen you as my successor. Owen has shown little commitment to the role.
He appears to be more interested in socializing.”

I wave my hand. “I’m sure that when you announce your retirement
he’ll stop carousing around with his councilman heir friends and become



the perfect Vampyre politician you always dreamt he’d be.” Not. “The
Weres. What kind of change?”

“It appears that a few months ago, someone . . . challenged Roscoe.”
“Challenged?”
“Their succession of power is not particularly sophisticated. Weres are

most closely related to dogs, after all. Suffice to say, Roscoe is dead.”
I refrain from pointing out that our dynastic, hereditary oligarchies seem

even more primitive, and that dogs are universally beloved. “Have you met
them? The new Alpha?”

“After the boys were returned safely, I requested a meeting with him. To
my surprise, he accepted.”

“He did?” I hate that I’m invested. “And?”
“I was curious, you see. Mercy isn’t always a sign of weakness, but it

can be.” His eyes take a sudden faraway bent, then slide to a piece of art on
the eastern wall—a simple canvas painted a deep purple, to commemorate
the blood spilled during the Aster. Similar art can be found in most public
spaces. “And betrayal is born of weakness, Misery.”

“Is it, now?” Always thought betrayal was just betrayal, but what do I
know?

“He is not weak, the new Alpha. On the contrary. He is . . .” Father pulls
back into himself. “Something else. Something new.” His eyes settle on me,
waiting, patient, and I shake my head, because I cannot imagine what
reason he might have to tell me all of this. Where I could possibly come
into play.

Until something worms its way through the back of my head. “Why did
you mention a wedding?” I ask, without bothering to hide the suspicion in
my voice.

Father nods. I think I must have asked the right question, especially
because he doesn’t answer it. “You grew up among the Humans, and did not
have the advantage of a Vampyre education, so you may not know the full
history of our conflict with the Weres. Yes, we have been at odds for
centuries, but attempts at dialogue were made. There have been five
interspecies marriages between us and the Weres, during which no border



skirmishes were recorded, nor Vampyre deaths at the hands of Weres. The
last was two hundred years ago—a fifteen-year marriage between a
Vampyre and his Were bride. When she died, another union was arranged,
one that did not end well.”

“The Aster.”
“The Aster, yes.” The sixth wedding ceremony ended in carnage when

the Weres attacked the Vampyres, who, after decades of peace, had become
a little too trusting, and made the mistake of showing up to a wedding
mostly unarmed. Between the Weres’ superior strength and the element of
surprise, it was a bloodbath—mostly ours. Purple, with a sprinkling of
green. Just like an aster. “We don’t know why the Weres decided to turn on
us, but ever since our relationship with them irreparably broke down, there
has been one constant: we had an alliance with the Humans, and the Weres
did not. There are ten Weres for every Vampyre, and hundreds of Humans
for both our species combined. Yes, Humans may lack Vampyres’ talents, or
Weres’ speed and strength, but there is power in numbers. Having them on
our side was . . . reassuring.” Father’s jaw clenches. Then, after a long time,
relaxes. “Certainly, you can see why Maddie Garcia’s refusal to meet with
me is a concern. Even more so because of her relative warmth toward the
Weres.”

My eyes widen. I may be a bit checked out of the Human cultural
landscape, but I didn’t think diplomatic relationships with the Weres would
be on their statecraft bucket list for the year. As far as I know, they’ve
always ignored each other—not too difficult, since they don’t share
important borders. “The Humans and the Weres. In diplomatic talks.”

“Correct.”
I remain skeptical. “Did the Alpha tell you this when you met?”
“No. This is intel we obtained separately. The Alpha told me other

things.”
“Such as?”
“He is young, you see. Around your age and built of a different stock. As

savage as Roscoe, perhaps, but more open-minded. He believes that peace



in the region is possible. That alliances among all three species should be
cultivated.”

I snort out a laugh. “Good luck with that.”
Father’s head tilts to the side, and his eyes zero in on me, assessing.

“You know why I chose you to be the Collateral? And not your brother?”
Oh, no. Not this conversation. “Tossed a coin?”
“You were such a peculiar child, Misery. Always uninterested in what

went on around you, locked in a vault inside your head, hard to reach.
Withdrawn. The other children would try to become your friends, and you’d
stubbornly leave them hanging—”

“The other children knew that I’d be the one sent to the Humans, and
they started calling me fangless traitor as soon as they could form full
sentences. Or have you forgotten when I was seven, and the sons and
daughters of your fellow councilmen stole my clothes and pushed me out in
the sun right before midday? And those same people spat on me and
mocked me when I returned from ten years serving as their Collateral, so
I’m not—” I exhale slowly, and remind myself that this is fine. I am fine.
Untouchable. I’m twenty-five and I have my fake Human IDs, my
apartment, my cat (fuck you, Serena), my . . . Okay, I probably don’t have a
job right now, but I’ll find another soon, with 100 percent fewer Pierces. I
have friends—a friend. Probably.

Above all, I’ve taught myself not to care. About anything.
“The wedding you mentioned. Whose is it?”
Father presses his lips together. Several moments tick by before he

speaks again. “When a Were and a Vampyre stand in front of each other, all
they see is—”

“The Aster.” I glance down at my phone, impatient. “Three minutes and
forty-seven seconds—”

“They see a wedding between a Vampyre and an Alpha that was
supposed to broker peace, but ended in death. The Weres are animals, and
always will be, but we are on the road to extinction, and the good of the
most must be considered. If we let the Humans and Weres form an alliance
that excludes us, they could completely wipe us out—”



“Oh my God.” It suddenly dawns on me, the crazy, ridiculous place
where he’s heading, and I cover my eyes. “You are joking, right?”

“Misery.”
“No.” I let out a laugh. “You . . . Father, we cannot marry our way out of

this war.” I don’t know why I’ve switched to the Tongue, but it takes him
aback. And maybe that’s good, maybe this is what he needs. A moment to
think this madness through. “Who would agree to this?”

Father looks at me so pointedly, I know. I just know.
And I burst into laughter.
I only ever laughed out loud with Serena, which means that it must have

been well over a month since I last did it. My brain nearly hiccups, startled
at these newfangled, mysterious sounds my voice box is producing. “Did
you drink rotten blood? Because you’re unhinged.”

“What I am is charged with ensuring the good of the most, and the good
of the most is the furthering of our people.” He seems somewhat offended
by my reaction, but I cannot help the laughter bubbling in my throat. “It
would be a job, Misery. Compensated.”

This is— God, this is funny. And mental. “No amount of legal tender
would convince me to— Is it ten billion dollars?”

“No.”
“Well, no lower amount of legal tender would convince me to marry a

Were.”

“Vampyres cannot.” I shoot to my feet and begin pacing away from him,
massaging my temple.

“You aren’t,” he says flatly. He has plenty of faults, but lack of honesty
was never among them. “Nor our second. The council is in agreement that
we must act, and several members have offered their relatives. Originally,
Councilman Essen’s daughter agreed. But she had a change of heart—”



“Oh, God.” I stop pacing. “You’re treating this as a Collateral
exchange.”

“Of course. And so are the Weres. The Alpha will send a Were to us.
Someone important to him. She will be with us for as long as you are with
him. Ensuring your reciprocal safety.”

Bonkers. This is absolutely bonkers.
I take a grounding breath. “Well, I . . .” Think everyone involved has lost

their mind, and whoever shows up to that wedding is going to get
slaughtered, and I cannot believe your sheer presumption in asking this of
me. “. . . am honored that you eventually thought of me, but no. Thanks.”

“Misery.”
I walk to the desk to pick up my phone—one minute, thirteen seconds

left—and for a brief moment, I’m so close to Father, I feel the rhythm of his
blood in my bones. Slow, steady, painfully familiar.

Heartbeats are like fingerprints, one of a kind, distinctive, the easiest
way to tell people apart. Father’s was pressed into my flesh on the day I was
born, when he was the first person to hold me, the first person to care for
me, the first person to know me.

And then he washed his hands of me.
“No,” I say. To him. To myself.
“Roscoe’s death is an opportunity.”
“Roscoe’s death was murder,” I point out evenly. “By the hand of the

man you’d have me marry.”
“You know how many Vampyre children were born this year in the

Southwest?”
“I don’t care.”
“Fewer than three hundred. If the Weres and the Humans join forces to

take our land from us, they will wipe us out. Completely. The good of the
most—”

“—is a cause I’ve already donated to, and no one is showing me much
gratitude.” I meet his eyes squarely. Slide my phone into my pocket with
determination. “I’ve done enough. I have a life and I’m going back to it.”

“Do you?”



I stop halfway through turning around. “Excuse me?”
“Do you have a life, Misery?” He looks at me when he says it, pointed,

careful, like he’s pushing a sharp weapon a mere millimeter into my neck.
I need you to care about one single fucking thing, Misery, one thing

that’s not me.
I push the memory away and swallow. “Good luck finding someone

else.”
“You feel unwelcome among your people. This could rehabilitate you in

their eyes.”
A frisson of anger runs through my spine. “I think I’ll hold off on that,

Father. At least until they have rehabilitated themselves in mine.” I take a
few steps backward, cheerfully waving my hand. “I’m leaving.”

“My ten minutes aren’t up yet.”
My phone chooses that very moment to beep. “Exquisite timing.” I flash

him a smile. If my blunt fangs bother him, that’s his problem. “I can safely
say that no amount of time will change the outcome of this conversation.”

“Misery.” A pleading edge is creeping into his tone, which is almost
entertaining.

Too bad. So sad. “See you in . . . seven years? Or when you decide that
the key to peace is a joint Were-Vampyre MLM scheme and try to sell me
dietary supplements. Do have Vania fetch me at home, though. I do not look
forward to reorganizing my résumé.” I turn around to find the doorknob.

“There won’t be another opportunity in seven years, Misery.”
I roll my eyes and open the door. “Goodbye, Father.”
“Moreland is the first Alpha who—”
I slam the door shut, without first walking out of the office, and turn

around, back toward Father. My heart slows to a crawl and thuds in my
chest. “What did you just say?”

He straightens up from the desk, full of confusion and something that
could be hope. “No other Were Alpha—”

“The name. You said a name. Who . . . ?”
“Moreland?” he repeats.
“His full name—what’s his first name?”



Father’s eyes narrow suspiciously, but after a few seconds, he says,
“Lowe. Lowe Moreland.”

I look down at the floor, which appears to be shaking. Then at the
ceiling. I take a series of deep breaths, each one slower than the other, and
then run a trembling hand through my hair, even though my arm weighs a
thousand pounds.

would choose to name their child Misery?”
I don’t consider myself a sensitive person. As a rule, I’m not

opposed to people implying that I am a disappointment to my family and
my species. But I do ask for one thing: that they keep that shit away from
me.

And yet, here I am. With Governor Davenport. Leaning on my elbows
over the balcony that overlooks the courtyard where I just got married.
Biting back a sigh before explaining:

“The council.”
“Pardon?”
Gauging intoxication levels in Humans is always a struggle, but I’m

fairly sure the governor is not not drunk. “You asked who gave me my
name. It was the Vampyre council.”

“Not your parents?”
I shake my head. “That’s not how it works.”
“Ah. Are there . . . magic rituals involved? Sacrificial altars? Seers?”
So self-centeredly Human, the assumption that everything that’s other

must be shrouded in the supernatural and the arcane. They nurse their myths
and legends, in which Vampyres and Weres are creatures of magic and lore,
capable of curses and mystical acts. They think us able to see the future, to



fly, to make ourselves invisible. Because we’re different from them, our
existence must be governed by otherworldly forces—and not simply, like
theirs, by biology.

And maybe a couple of thermodynamics laws.
Serena was like that, too, when I first met her. “So crucifixes burn you?”

she asked me a couple of weeks into our cohabitation, after I failed to
convince her that the viscous red liquid I kept in my fridge was tomato
juice.

“Only if they’re, like, very hot.”
“But you guys do hate garlic?”
I shrugged. “We don’t really eat food in general, so . . . sure?”
“And how many people have you killed?”
“Zero,” I told her, appalled. “How many people have you killed?”
“Hey, I’m Human.”
“Humans kill all the time.”
“Yeah, but indirectly. By making health insurance too expensive or

stubbornly opposing gun control. You guys suck people dry to survive?”
I scoffed. “Drinking directly from a person is kinda gross and no one

ever does it.” It was a bit of a lie, but at the time I wasn’t sure why. All I
knew was that a few years earlier Owen and I had walked into the library to
find Father latched onto the neck of Councilwoman Selamio. Owen, who’d
been more precocious and less of a social pariah, had covered my eyes with
his hand and insisted that the trauma would stunt our growth. He’d never
explained the reason, though. “Plus, blood banks are right there. So that we
don’t need to hurt Humans.” I wondered if it had more to do with the fact
that killing someone would be a lot of exhausting work, what with the
thrashing around, and the burying of the corpse, and the Human police
potentially showing up in the middle of the day, when all we want is to
crawl into a dark space.

“The what?”

way that made her at once awesome and approachable. I was ten, and I
already liked her more than anyone I’d ever met. “Can you at least read my
mind?

“Not fair, I’m always thinking about that book. What number am I

thinking?”
“Ah . . . seven?”

“Did I get it right?” Holy crap.

The thing is, Humans and Weres and Vampyres might be different

species, but we’re closely related. What sets us apart has less to do with the
occult, and more with spontaneous genetic mutations thousands of years
down the line. And, of course, the values we developed in response. A loss
of a purine base here, a repositioning of a hydrogen atom there, and ta-da:
Vampyres feed exclusively on blood, are wimps with the sun, and are
constantly on edge about extinction; Weres are faster, stronger, (I assume)
hairier, and they worship violence. But neither of us can whip out our magic
wand and lift a sixty-pound suitcase on top of a rack, or find out the
Powerball numbers in advance—or turn into bats.

At least, Vampyres don’t. I don’t know enough about the Weres to get
offended on their behalf.

jumpsuit.

—my husband, who was on the edge of murdering me at our altar of
connubial bliss because I stink—could be off somewhere discussing
important matters with my father, I, too, could sneak away.

I made my way up to the mezzanine balcony to be alone. Unfortunately,
the governor had the same idea, and brought along a watering can’s worth
of alcohol. He decided to join me—heartbreaking—and seems intent on
making conversation—a fucking cataclysm. His eyes keep straying to
Maddie Garcia’s table, as though he’s trying to incinerate her ahead of her
inauguration next month. I should probably join him in his resentment
toward the Human governor-elect, since her choices are what made this
sham of a marriage necessary, but I cannot help admiring the way she has
been expertly avoiding my father.

I’m just glad
I managed to explain to the planner that one doesn’t sip blood at a party,
that feeding is a private act for Vampyres, never communal or recreational,
and that no, serving blood cocktails with little umbrellas in them was not a
“fun idea.”

I head downstairs, in search of Owen. I think I saw him deep in
conversation with Councilman Cintron earlier—gossiping, which he can do
like a pro. I bet he can find out more about this mate business. Chances are,
he already knew but didn’t say anything because he found the thought of
this poor woman jumping up in the middle of the ceremony to object
hilarious, and wanted to see a rabid wolf eat my pancreas for being a home-
wrecker in front of the upper crust of Vampyre society.

“—never heard of anything like it.”
I halt abruptly, because—
My husband.
My husband is here, at the bottom of the stairs.
He got rid of his jacket, and the sleeves of his white shirt are rolled up.

Two people stand with him: a Were with a ginger beard—the best man, if
I’m not mistaken—and another, older, gray-haired, with a deep white scar
on his neck. Their expressions are somber, and Moreland’s arms are crossed
on his chest.

It’s a scene I’ve come across before, with my father: a powerful man,
hearing important information from people he trusts. The last thing I want is
to walk past them right now, in close competition with the second to last—
reprising my conversation with the governor.

And next to them, clutching their respective sons, are a
Vampyre father and a Were mother. Who, for reasons I cannot divine,
thought that bringing children here would be a good idea, and now are
showing their fangs at each other. Growling. Drawing the attention of the
other guests, who start to gather around them protectively. Or maybe
aggressively.

The music stops when the noise in the room rises to a panicked pitch. A
small crowd surrounds the kids, and the Human guards join it, drawing their
weapons and bringing firearms into the mess. My heart thumps dully in my
chest as the tension grows fat and sticky, the start of another massacre that
will go down in the history books—

“Here.”
Lowe Moreland kneels between the children, and the room drops to a

deafening silence. The Vampyre’s father, whom I now recognize as
Councilman Sexton, pushes his son behind his legs, upper lip peeled back
to reveal his long canines.

child. The boy blinks several times before looking at the ground with a
pout.

“Sorry,” he mumbles, the r’s rounded into w’s. He looks on the verge of
crying, but then dissolves into laughter when Moreland ruffles his hair and



picks him up, effortlessly wedging him under his arm like a football. He
turns around, giving his back to the group of Vampyres assembled around
the Sextons, and returns the little Were to his table.

Just like that, the tension relaxes. Vampyres and Weres return to their
seats with a few lingering looks of distrust. The music resumes. My
husband makes his way back to the bottom of the stairs, without lifting his
eyes or noticing me, and I finally let out the breath I was holding.

Tell the others, too,” he quietly
orders the ginger and the older Were, who nod and leave to mix with the
guests.

“Do we have another interspecies brawl?” I ask.

nervous blabberer, because I’m not usually nervous. One doesn’t serve as
the Collateral for a decade without learning a baffling number of anxiety
management strategies. And yet.

“Did you just joke about your people drinking my people dry?”
I close my eyes. Death would be nice, right now. I’d welcome it with

open arms. “It was in terrible taste. I apologize.” I look up at him, and there
they are. Those eerie, unearthly, beautiful eyes, glowing at me in the dim
lights, a chilling green that borders on feral. I wonder if I’ll get used to
them. If one year from now, when this arrangement is complete, I’ll still
think them bizarrely lovely.

“They’re expecting us,” Moreland says curtly. My apology dangles, not

burns us and it hurts, but it won’t kill us unless the exposure is unfiltered
and prolonged. However, we are pretty useless in the middle of the day,
even inside. Lethargic and weak and crawly and headachy, especially
during late spring and summer, when the rays hit at that pesky steep angle.
“This crepuscularity of yours is really cramping my brunch lifestyle,”
Serena used to say. “Also, the fact that you don’t eat.”

“Is it true that you don’t have a soul?”
It’s goddamn noon. And there is a child here, asking me:

A tinge of guilt penetrates my exhaustion: I’ve evicted a three-

hallway in the grip of horrific, recurring nightmares to reach her . . .

She doesn’t reply. “Do you ever get nightmares?”
“Vampyres don’t dream.” I mean, I can deal with separating true lovers

“Not anymore.”
Fuck. “Where did she go?”
She shrugs. “Lowe said that it’s impossible to tell.”
I rub my eyes. “Is Moreland—is Lowe your dad?”
“Ana’s father is dead.” The voice comes from outside the closet, and we

both turn.

I glance around for another
escape route, but all I find is a giraffe painting of questionable quality.

I might be overreacting.
“Or maybe he hates you, because you force him to remember.”
“Remember what?” This is unsettling. “I don’t want to startle you, but

would you mind if I walked past—”
“Remember what your people have taken from him. It’s almost as much

as they’ve taken from me. And yet he’s making alliances with them like a
common traitor. He married you, and said that you’re not to be harmed.”
Max runs a hand over his dark hair, and then shakes his head in what looks
like disbelief. He looks so deeply lost, I forget my unease and ask:



“Are you okay?”
His eyes sharpen. “How could I be okay?” He takes a step farther, nearly

cornering me against the wall. The smell of his blood sweeps over me, hot,
unpleasant. His heartbeat punches in my ears, booming, impossibly fast.
“How could I be okay, when you’re here, in my Alpha’s home, after your
people have hunted my relatives and mounted their embalmed heads to their
walls.”

The part of me who was once fourteen years old and almost stabbed by
an anti-Vampyre activist posing as a gas inspector kicks in. “Then maybe
we’re even, since your people have made wine out of the blood of mine and
then mixed it with livestock feed.” I slide a hand into the pocket of my
jeans, hoping for any weapon. A key, a toothpick, even some lint—nothing.

Shit.
“Tell me.” He moves closer. I force myself to stand my ground. “Your

father is alive?”
“As far as I know.”
“Mine isn’t. Nor my older sister.” His green eyes are bright and glossy.

“She was murdered when I was nine, while patrolling a border in the
Northeast that the Vampyres sometimes cross just for fun. She died to
protect me and other Were children, and . . .” The words stick in his throat. I
feel a surge of compassion. My heart drops, heavy with certainty that he’s
going to burst into tears.

But I’m dead wrong, and I realize it too late.
He races toward me in a sudden explosion of vicious energy. The impact

of his body against mine briefly knocks the breath out of me—briefly. He’s
a male Were, much stronger, but I’m used to people wanting to assassinate
me, and when his hand clutches my wrist, hours of training spring into
muscle memory. My knee hits his groin and he wails. I use the distraction to
push him away, and it’s not easy, it hurts, but by the time I can breathe
again, my forearm is pinning his throat to the wall, and our faces are only
inches apart.

I don’t want to hurt him. I’m not going to hurt him, even if he’s
screaming abuse at me—“I will end you” and “Murderer” and “You leech.”



So I peel back my lips, and show him my fangs.
The rumble in his throat instantly dulls into a whimper. His eyes lower

to the ground, and the tension in his muscles loosens. I take a deep breath,
making sure that he’s not faking this, that he’s really calmed down and he
won’t attack me the second I pull back, and—

A pair of hands a million times stronger than Max’s yanks me away.
What happens next is too blurry to parse, but a moment later, I’m the one
sandwiched against the opposing wall. My back digs into the frame of the
giraffe painting, and my front presses against something just as unyielding,
but warm.

What the fuck, I think, or maybe I say it out loud.
I’m just not sure. Because when I open my eyes, all I can focus on is the

way Lowe Moreland is staring down at me.
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She is resilient. He tries to imagine how he’d feel if he were
in her position—alone, removed, used, and discarded. He has
nothing but reluctant respect for her, and that angers him.

nlike max’s grip, lowe’s doesn’t hurt.
It’s tight, though. And the way he presses me against the wall,

like he’s trying to put his big body between me and the rest of the
world, makes it difficult to breathe in without plastering my entire front to
his.

“Miss Lark,” he says. Hoarse. A growl, nearly.
I swallow against the sudden drought in my throat, which makes me

realize where his hand is: wrapped around my neck. Almost entirely. His
fingers are so long, they touch the valleys behind my ears.

“What do you think you’re doing?” he asks, low and deep. Those offbeat
eyes of his bore into mine. My heartbeat, which remained miraculously
steady during my scuffle with Max, suddenly pounds louder—then whisks
into slow flutters when Lowe lowers his head to murmur against my temple,
“We haven’t even been married for twenty-four hours. Praying mantises
have longer honeymoon periods.”

Max, I could take, fairly easily. Lowe, no way. It’s the difference
between a puppy and a dire wolf.

“Just, you know.” My words sound wobbly. I’m not proud of that.
“Trying to avoid getting killed.”



Lowe stiffens for a millisecond, then pushes away. But he sticks close,
palms flat against the wall on each side of my head—one still bandaged
from yesterday’s wound. It feels like a cage. A makeshift prison that he’s
building, made of his body and his glare, to keep me pinned in place as he
turns around to ask Max, “You okay?”

Max looks up and nods, lips trembling. By now there are several Weres
gathered around him. Alex, who glances between Lowe and me with an
expression so guilty he’d probably admit to mortgage fraud if pressed ever
so slightly. But also Juno, thoroughly inspecting Max for any mortal
wounds I might have inflicted, and the older man and the ginger from the
ceremony, who stare at me as though I just told the orphanage kids that
Santa isn’t real.

Everyone in this hallway looks very ready to shatter my kneecaps,
maybe eat the marrow after. Which, nope.

“Excuse me.” I try to dip out of Lowe’s cage to leave. He lowers one
arm, locking me in more tightly.

“What happened?” he asks me.
Juno beats me to the answer. “She was about to drink him dry. We all

saw it.” She runs a hand over Max’s clammy forehead. He looks briefly
adrift, and then stammers out,

“Sh-she was on me. Before I could do anything about it. And  .  .  .” He
bends his head, as if lost for words.

Every pair of eyes in the room turns to me. “Oh, come on,” I snort.
“Her fangs were so close,” he whispers feebly, and now I’m getting

annoyed. Clearly method acting is his passion, but he did try to assault me.
“Yeah, okay.” I roll my eyes. “Please, leave me out of your

erotomaniacal delusions—”
“Have a doctor check Max,” Lowe barks, and then his hand closes

around my wrist, at once gentle and unyielding. It happens so fast, I nearly
lose my balance. Before I know it, I’m scrambling to keep up with his
longer legs as he drags me inside his office.

I immediately look around. I am worried about what he’s going to do
with me, but this is a great opportunity. He didn’t use a key, which means



that he must have some kind of smart lock—
“What happened?” Lowe asks. He let go of me, but still stands way too

close, when there’s plenty of space in the room to not crowd me. It’s giving
me flashbacks to our wedding, and this time I’m not even wearing heels,
which means that he gets to loom over me in a way almost no one ever
does.

The door opens suddenly. Juno enters, but Lowe’s eyes stay on me.
“Misery,” he growls, “how about you fucking answer me, for once?”
“Max came over, saw me, decided to indulge in some light afternoon

murder.” I shrug. “That, I’m used to. It’s the subsequent lying that—”
“Bullshit,” Juno says.
I turn to her. “I’m not asking you to believe me. But reason it out—why

would I attack a Were, on my first day in your territory, when the
consequences would be my death at best, and full-on war between the
Weres and the Vampyres at worst?”

“I think you can’t help yourself. I think you saw him, and you wanted to
feed, and you—”

“—and I was too lazy to stop by the blood-dedicated fridge fifty feet
away?” I step in front of her, forgetting all about Lowe. “That’s not how
feeding works. Let’s just acknowledge that we know nothing about each
other’s species. Max came in, started telling me about how a bunch of
people I share some distant DNA with killed his family, that Lowe’s a
traitor for marrying me, and then he . . . what?”

Juno isn’t listening to me anymore. Her eyes meet Lowe’s. A whole
conversation passes between them in a split second.

Then she looks back at me. Furious. “If you are trying to imply that Max
is working with the Loyals—”

“I’m not. Because I have no idea what the Loyals are.”
“Max is not a Loyal.”
“Sure. He’s not a brook trout, either. I’m not making any ontological

claims on him, but he did attack me.”
“You are”—she takes an angry step closer—“a liar.”



“Leave us.” Lowe’s sharp voice reminds us that we’re not alone in the
room. We turn at once. And we’re equally shocked to see that he’s
addressing Juno.

“She’s lying,” Juno insists. It’s getting a little ridiculous, the way she
points at me like I’m a mugger who yanked her purse away. “You should
punish her.”

I snort out a laugh. “Yes, Lowe. Spank me and take away my TV
privileges.”

“You blade-eared leech.”
“Juno. Out.”
However the hierarchy works among the Weres, it must be strict.

Because Juno clearly wants to stay and ground me with her claws, but she
dips her head once in something akin to a salute, and then murmurs a soft
“Alpha,” before stalking out of the office.

It feels like respite, the door closing behind her, the blessed quiet. Until
Lowe moves closer, and I suddenly mourn not having a third person in the
room. The bad, as it turns out, is still better than the worse.

“Misery,” he says. There is reproach in his voice, and a bit of a rough
edge, and the tone of someone who has lots of problems keeping him busy,
and is used to solving most of them with a look and maybe a tiny threat of
violence.

We regard each other, just me and him, and yes, I feel it loud in my
blood: we’re alone. For the first time—though not of many to come. I doubt
Lowe was planning to spend quality time with me ever again after
yesterday.

Aside from a layer of stubble, he looks like he did at the ceremony, his
harsh face all structure. Clearly, as my makeup artist was painting the
Sistine Chapel redux, his found nothing to improve on. I notice his eyes dip
to my collarbone, where a faint shadow of the forest-green markings still
lingers behind the riot of waves left over from the braids. Once again, that
muscle in his jaw jumps, pupils get fat all of a sudden.

This situation is a problem. The Collateral is supposed to be a
nonplayable character in a video game. For the next year, I need to be



invisible, unobtrusive as I search for Serena. Not the kind of nuisance who
gets caught murdering a young Were.

God, I bet they call them pups.
“You don’t believe me, do you?” I ask.
He blinks, like he forgot we were in the middle of a conversation. He

clears his throat, but his voice stays gravelly. “Believe what?”
“That I didn’t attack Max.”
He presses his full lips together. “You were showing him your fangs.”
“You jealous?” I bat my eyes at him, not sure where this recklessness

comes from. I don’t think I want to provoke him. “Wanna see them?”
His eyes rocket down to my lips and stay for a beat too long. It’s almost

funny, how repulsive Weres find our teeth. “What I am is worried that my
Vampyre wife will get herself killed. I’d have to bury her corpse in the
raised bed under the plumbago, and the next batch will sprout ugly.”

I gasp theatrically. “Not the plumbago.”
“They are my sister’s favorite.”
“And she is very cute.”
He abruptly leans so close, I feel his breath on my lips. “Is this a threat?”
“No.” I frown, bewildered. “No.” I let out a choked laugh. “There was

no ‘would be a shame if something happened to her’ implied. Despite the
fan fiction Max and Juno have been writing about me, I do not usually plot
the demise of children.” I think about my conversation with Alex. Who’s
probably off somewhere biting his cuticles to little stumps. “Plus, you’re the
one who decided I should be living here.”

His eyebrow lifts. “I’m sure you have some excellent advice on where
else I should house the daughter of the most powerful Vampyre in the
council, who’s apparently a fearsome fighter in her own right.”

“Fearsome?” I’m . . . flattered?
“For a non-Were,” he adds, a tad begrudgingly, like he regrets the

compliment. I bet this man thrives on grudges. He has a questionable
temperament, stern and autocratic, and I’ve always thought of myself as too
much of a survivor to be in any way mouthy, but here I am. Nettlesome.



“Still. It feels like committing to the bit a little too much, giving me the
bedroom next to yours.”

“I’ll decide what’s too much.” He’s condescending. And inflexible. A
dick, probably.

“By all means, then, let’s embrace tradition. Should we slice my palm
and drip some blood on the sheets? Hang them from the public square?”

His eyes close briefly and he grits out, “I doubt there are any
expectations of virginity on your part.”

“Fantastic. I love surprising people.”
I see the confusion in his parted lips, before he subdues it and shifts back

to his default austere expression.
It’s amusing to me, the idea that someone who has skimmed a synopsis

of my life would assume I’ve had any sort of romantic entanglement. With
whom? A Vampyre, when they only see me as a traitor? A Human, who
would consider me a monster?

The birth control shot I was given before coming here was a joke, not
just because Lowe and I are as likely to have sex as we are to start a podcast
together, but also because he’s a Were and I a Vampyre, and we couldn’t
reproduce even if we wanted to. Interspecies relationships are unheard of—
if not unseen, judging by all the Human-produced porn Serena and I would
watch. We’d eat popcorn and laugh at the untalented actors in purple
contacts and fake teeth engaging in acts that proudly showcased their
ignorance of Vampyre anatomy. Were, too. I’m no expert, but I’m fairly
sure their dicks wouldn’t get stuck in an orifice like that.

“Where did you learn how to fight?” Lowe asks. Probably to change the
topic from sex with his least favorite sentient species.

“Was it not listed in your briefing memo?”
He shakes his head. “I did wonder how you could still be alive, after

seven attempts on your life.”
“So did I. And there were more than that, though most were half-assed.

We got tired of reporting them.”
“We?”



“My foster sister and I.” I cross my arms, and now I’m mirroring his
pose. Here we are, too close once again, my elbows almost brushing his.
“We took self-defense classes together.”

You know her, don’t you? She knows you. Tell me something. Anything.
He does, but not what I want to hear. “No fighting in Were territory.”
“Sure. So, next time someone attacks me, I let them help themselves?

Then again, you could be the next one to attack me. Since you’re not
exactly a fan.”

The pause that follows is not encouraging. “For as long as you live in
Were territory, you are under my protection. And under my authority.”

I let out a silent, breathy laugh. “What are your orders for me, then?”
He takes one step closer, and the tension in the room instantly changes,

shifting to something tighter, more dangerous. Fear stabs my stomach, that
maybe I pushed too much. That’s why a Were is bending over me: to
remind me how insignificant I am and say, “I need you to behave, Misery.”

His voice is all hard consonants and narrow eyes, and a shiver runs up
my spine, cold and electric. My mind jumps back to Alex’s words: Even his
scent was right. Everyone knew that he had the making of an Alpha. I’m no
Were, and if I inhale, all I can smell is clean sweat and strong blood, but I
think I know what he meant. Somehow I feel it, the compulsion to nod,
agree. To do as Lowe wants.

I have to actively stop myself. And shiver in the process.
“At least you are clever enough to be afraid,” he murmurs.
I grit my teeth. “Just cold. You keep the temperature far too low.”
His nostrils flare. “Do as I fucking tell you, Misery.”
“But of course.” My voice is steady, but he knows how rattled I am. Just

as I know I’m rattling him. “May I be excused?”
He nods brusquely, and I dart for the door. But then I remember

something important I’ve been meaning to ask.
I turn back to him. “Can my cat—”
I stop, because Lowe’s eyes are closed. He’s inhaling deeply, as though

gathering every possible air molecule within the room inside his lungs. And
he looks . . .



Tormented. In pure, absolute agony. He straightens his expression when
he notices that I’m looking, but it’s too late.

My stomach twists with something slimy and unpleasant. Guilt. “I took
a bath. Did that not make it better?”

His stare is blank. “Make what better?”
“My scent.”
He swallows visibly. His tone is sharp. “The situation hasn’t improved

for me.”
“But how—”
“What were you going to ask, Misery?”
Oh. Right. “I have a cat.”
He scowls like I told him I keep pet centipedes. “You have a cat.”
“Yup.” I stop at that, because Lowe hasn’t earned the right to any

explanation for my life choices. Not that anything about Serena’s damn
fucking cat was a choice. “He’s currently locked in my room, if your sister
didn’t let him out with her pilfered key. Can I let him roam around the
house, or will Max try to frame him for racketeering?”

“Your cat is welcome among us,” Lowe says. If that’s not a jab, nothing
else is.

“Wonder how that feels,” I say breezily, and slip out of the room without
glancing at him again.
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Being gone is a relief. And sheer agony.

ll in all, it’s not the most auspicious of starts.
In the week following my arrival, I spend an unhealthy amount of

time mentally slapping myself over the way I handled the kerfuffle
with Max. I don’t care whether the Weres think I’m a deranged monster, but
I do mind that whatever crumb of freedom they might have been inclined to
give me has been swiftly vacuumed up.

I’m escorted everywhere: as I take a stroll by the lake; to grab a blood
bag from the fridge; when I sit in the garden at dusk, just to experience
something that’s not my en suite. I am but a cornucopia of regret. Because
we’re all bad bitches—till a scowling Were stands outside the bathroom
door while we’re washing our hair.

Till we lose our chance to snoop around.
So much time on my hands, and so little to spend it on. It’s the Collateral

life I’m familiar with, just with significantly fewer Serenas to keep me
busy. I should be bored to death, but the truth is, this is not too different
from my routine in the Human world. I have no friends, no hobbies, and no
real purpose aside from earning enough money to pay rent in order to .  .  .
exist, I guess.

It’s like you’re—I don’t know, suspended. Untethered from everything
around you. I just need to see you go toward something, Misery.

There might be something stunted about me. After the Collateral term
was over, Serena and I were free to venture into the outside world, to be



with people who weren’t our tutors or our caregivers, to fall in love and
make friends. Serena jumped right into that, but I could never bring myself
to. Partly because the closer I’d let someone get to me, the harder it’d be to
hide who I was. Or maybe spending the first eighteen years of my life
becoming acquainted with the cruelty of all species didn’t quite set me up
for a bright future.

Who knows.
So I sleep during the day, and spend my nights napping. I take long

baths, first for Lowe’s sake, then because I grow to truly enjoy them. I
watch old Human movies. I walk around my room, marveling at how pretty
it is, wondering who the hell thought of this beamed ceiling, sophisticated
and cozy and stunning at once.

I do miss the internet. There is a concern that I might want to moonlight
as a spy, and to prevent me from transferring classified and confidential
information I could come across while in Were territory, I don’t really have
access to technology—with the exception of my weekly check-in call with
Vania, which is heavily monitored and lasts just long enough for her to
sneer at me as she ascertains that I’m still alive. Of course, this is not my
first rodeo, and I did try to smuggle in a cell phone, plus a laptop and a
bunch of pen testing gadgets.

Your honor, I got caught. Whoever went through my stuff had the gall to
confiscate half of it—and to pluck out all the antenna points and Wi-Fi
cards from the rest. When I realized it, I lay on the floor for two hours, like
a thwarted jellyfish beached in the sun.

Lowe is rarely around, and never within sight, although sometimes I’ll
feel his low voice vibrate through the walls. Firm orders. Long hushed
conversations. Once, memorably, right as I slid into my closet for my
midday rest, a deep laugh followed by Ana’s delighted screams. I drifted
asleep moments later, second-guessing what I heard.

On the fifth evening, someone knocks on my door.
“Hi, Misery.” It’s Mick—the older Were who was talking with Lowe at

the ceremony. I like him a lot. Mostly because, unlike my other guards, he
doesn’t seem to want me to go stand outside and get struck by lightning. I



love to think that we bonded when he took his first night shift: I noticed him
slumping against the wall, pushed my rolling chair into the hallway, and
bam—instantly BFFs. Our three-minute conversation about water pressure
was the apogee of my week.

“What’s up, friendly neighborhood warden?”
“The politically correct name is ‘protective detail.’ ” There is something

off about his heartbeat—something dull, a slight drag that’s almost
despondent. I wonder if it’s related to the big scar on his throat, but I might
be imagining it altogether, because he smiles at me in a way that turns his
eyes into a web of crow’s feet. Why can’t everyone be this nice? “And
there’s a video call for you, from your brother. Come with me.”

Any hope I have that Mick will take me to Lowe’s office and leave me
alone to snoop around dies when we head for the sunroom.

“Ready to come back?” Owen says before “Hi.”
“I don’t think that’s an option, if we want to avoid . . .”
“Pissing off Father?”
“I was thinking full-on war.”
Owen waves his hand. “Ah, yes. That, too. How’s marital life?”
I’m very aware of Mick sitting across from me, intently monitoring

everything I say. “Boring.”
“You got hitched to a guy who could kill you any second of any day.

How are you bored?”
“Technically, anybody could kill anybody, anytime. Your obnoxious

friends could pull out a garrote on you tonight. I could have poured
triazolopyrimidines in your blood bags a million times over in the past
twenty years.” I tap my chin. “As a matter of fact, why did I not?”

Something flickers in his eyes. “And to think that we used to like each
other,” he murmurs darkly. He’s not wrong. Before I left for Human
territory, every Vampyre child who chose to be a dick about my soon-to-be
Collateralship tended to encounter curiously karmic events. Mysterious
bruises, spiders crawling in backpacks, mortifying secrets bared to the
community. I’d always suspected it was Owen’s doing. Then again, maybe I



was wrong. When I returned home at eighteen, he seemed less than happy
to see me, and he certainly didn’t want to associate with me in public.

“Can you please just be terrified to be living among the Weres?” he asks.
“So far, Humans are worse. They do shit like burning the Amazon

rainforest or leaving the toilet seat up at night. Anyway, anything you need
from me?”

He shakes his head. “Just making sure you’re still alive.”
“Oh.” I wet my lips. I doubt he gives a fuck about whether I continue to

exist on this metaphysical plane, but this is a good opportunity. “I’m so glad
you called, because . . . I miss you so much, Owen.”

A stutter of incredulity flashes on his grainy face. Then understanding
dawns on him. “Yeah? I miss you, too, honey.” He leans back in his chair,
intrigued. “Tell me what ails you.”

Every Vampyre in the Southwest knows that we are twins, if only
because our arrival was originally celebrated as a dazzling source of hope
(“Two babies at once! In the prestigious Lark family! When conception has
been so difficult, and so few of our young come by! All hail!”) and later
briskly swept under a thick rug of truculent stories (“They murdered their
own mother during a two-night labor. The boy weakened her, and the girl
dealt the final blow—Misery, they named her. More blood flowed on that
bed than during the Aster.”). Serena had known, too, when I first introduced
her to him after she pestered me to meet “The guy who could have been my
roomie for years, if you’d played your cards better, Misery.” They’d
surprisingly hit it off, bonding over their love for roasting my appearance,
my clothes, my taste in music. My general vibe.

And yet, even Serena wasn’t able to shut up about how unbelievable it
was that Owen, with his dark complexion and already receding hairline,
was even related to me. It’s because where I take after Father, he . . . well, I
suppose he looks like Mother. Hard to say, since no pictures seem to have
survived her.

But whatever the differences between Owen and me, those months
sharing a womb must have left some mark on us. Because despite growing



up with fewer interactions than a pair of pen pals, we do seem to understand
each other.

“Remember when we were children?” I ask. “And Father would take us
to the forest to watch the sun set and feel the night begin?”

“Of course.” Neither Father nor the army of nannies who looked after us
ever did anything like it. “I think of it often.”

“I’ve been reminiscing about the things Father would say. Like: That
thing I lost. Do you have any news about it?” I shift smoothly between
English and the Tongue, making sure not to change intonation. Mick’s eyes
glance up from his phone, more curious than suspicious.

“Ah, yes. You used to laugh for minutes and say, I have not. She hasn’t
returned to her apartment—I’ll be alerted if she does.”

“But then you’d get mad because Father and I weren’t paying attention
to you, and wander off on your own, grumbling about the oddest things. Let
me know if that changes. Have you been talking with the Were Collateral?
Has she mentioned anything about Loyals?”

He nods and sighs happily. “I know you’ll never believe it, but I always
say: I have no contact with her. But I’ll see what I can do. Father always
loved you best, darling.”

“Oh, darling. I think he loves us equally.”
Back in my room, I pull out my computer, wondering if I could pilfer a

Wi-Fi chip off someone’s phone. I fuck around a bit, writing a flexible
script to scour Were servers that I might never be able to use. Like always
while coding, I lose track of time. When I look up from my keyboard, the
moon is high, my room is dark, and a small, creepy creature stands in front
of me. It’s wearing owl leggings with a chiffon tutu, and stares at me like
the ghost of Christmas past.

I yelp.
“Hi.”
Oh my God. “Ana?”
“Hello.”
I clutch my chest. “What the fuck?”
“Are you playing?”



“I  .  .  .” I glance down at my laptop. I’m building a fuzzy logic circuit
seems like the wrong kind of answer. “Sure. How did you get in here?”

“You always ask the same questions.”
“And you always get in here. How?”
She points at the window. I stride there with a frown, bracing myself

against the sill to look out. I’ve explored it before, in my desperate quest for
some unsupervised espionage. The bedrooms are on the second floor, and
I’ve checked multiple times whether I could climb down (no, unless I got
bit by a radioactive spider and developed suction cups on my fingers) or
jump out (not without breaking my neck). It never occurred to me to
look . . . up.

“Through the roof?” I ask.
“Yes. They took away my key.”
“Does your brother know you’ve been climbing like a spider monkey?”
She shrugs. I shrug, too, and go back to my bed. It’s not like I’m gonna

tattle her out. “Which one is it?” she asks.
“What?”
“A spider monkey. Is it a spider that looks like a monkey, or a monkey

that looks like a spider?”
“Hmm, not sure. Let me google and—” I pull my computer onto my lap,

then remember the Wi-Fi situation. “Fuck.”
“That’s a bad word,” Ana says, giggling in a delighted, tickled way that

has me feeling like an improv genius. She’s flattering company. “What’s
your name?”

“Misery.”
“Miresy.”
“Misery.”
“Yes. Miresy.”
“That’s not . . . whatever.”
“Can I play with you?” She eyes my laptop eagerly.
“No.”
Her pretty mouth curves into a pout. “Why?”
“Because.” What are we even going to do? Long division?



“Alex lets me play.”
“Alex? The blond guy?” I haven’t seen him since the Max incident. I’m

assuming it was filed as “under his watch,” and got him plucked out of
jailer rotation.

“Yes. We steal cars and talk with the beautiful ladies. But Alex says that
Juno isn’t supposed to know.”

“You play Grand Theft Auto with Alex?”
She shrugs.
“Is that appropriate for a . . . three-year-old?”
“I’m seven,” she declares haughtily. Holding up six fingers.
I let that slide. “Not gonna lie, pretty proud that it was within my range

of estimation.”
Another shrug, which seems like her default response. Relatable,

honestly. She settles on the bed next to me and I’m briefly worried that she
might pee on it. Does she have a diaper? Is she housebroken? Should I burp
her? “I want to play,” she repeats.

I’m not a soft person. After living the first eighteen years of my life in
function of a long list of very nebulous others, I perfected assertiveness. I
have no issue with producing a firm, final no and never revisiting a request
again. So I must be suffering a major cerebral event when I sigh, and pull
up my editor, and quickly use JavaScript to whip up a Snake-like game.

“Is this edu .  .  . Edu .  .  . ?” she asks, after I’m done explaining how it
works. “Edutacional?”

“Educational.”
“Juno says it’s important that the games are edu . . .”
“I don’t know if it is, but at least no major felonies are involved.”
There is something disarming about the way she leans against me, soft

and trusting, as though our people haven’t been hunting each other for sport
in the last couple of centuries. Her tongue sticks out between her teeth as
she tries to snatch apples, and when a dark curl slips in front of her right
eye, I catch myself with my fingers hovering right there, tempted to fold it
behind her ear.

“Shit,” I mutter, pulling back my hand.



“What?”
“Nothing.” I trap my arms between my back and the wall, horrified.
It feels like the middle of the night when Ana yawns and decides it’s

time to go back to her room. “My cat is waiting for me, anyway.”
Wait. “Your cat?”
She nods.
“Does your cat happen to be gray? Long hair? Smushed face?”
“Yes. Her name is Sparkles.”
Oh, fuck. “First of all, he’s a boy.”
She blinks at me. “His name is Sparkles, then.”
“No, his name is Serena’s damn fucking cat.”
Ana’s expression is pitying.
“And he’s actually my cat.” Serena’s. Whatever.
“I don’t think so.”
“You do realize that he arrived when I did.”
“But he sleeps with me.”
Ah. So that’s where he disappears to all the time. “That’s just because he

hates me.”
“Then maybe he’s not your cat,” she says, with the delicate somberness

of a therapist who’s letting me know that I don’t have a diagnosable
disorder, I’m just a bitch.

“You know what? I don’t care. It’s between you and Serena.”
“Who’s Serena?”
“My friend.”
“Your best friend?”
“I only have the one, so . . . yeah?”
“My best friend is Misha. She has red hair, and she’s the daughter of my

brother’s best friend, Cal. And Juno is her aunt. And she has a little brother,
his name is Jackson, and a little sister, and her name—”

“This is not The Brothers Karamazov,” I interrupt. “I don’t need the
family tree.”

“—is Jolene,” she continues, undeterred. “Where is Serena?”
“She . . . I’m trying to find her.”



“Maybe my brother can help you? He’s real good at helping people.”
I swallow. I just can’t with children. “Maybe.”
She studies me for several seconds. “Are you like Lowe?”
“I’m not sure what you mean, but no.”
“He doesn’t sleep, either.”
“I do sleep. Just during the day.”
“Ah. Lowe doesn’t sleep. At all.”
“Never? Is it a Were thing? An Alpha thing?”
She shakes her head. “He has pneumonia.”
Seriously? When did he get it? He seemed healthy to me. Maybe for

Weres, pneumonia is not a big— “Wait!” I call when I see Ana heading for
the window. “How about you go through the door?”

She doesn’t even stop to say no.
“It would be more fun. You could stop by Lowe’s room on your way,” I

offer. Because if this child dies, it’s on me. “Say hi. Hang out.”
“He’s not here. He’s gone to deal with the lollipops.”
I trail after her. “With the lollipops.”
“Yes.”
“There’s no way he is dealing with— Do you mean the Loyals?”
“Yes. The lollipops.” She’s already climbing upward, and spider monkey

doesn’t even begin to describe how agile she is. But still.
“Don’t. Come back! I . . . forbid you from continuing.”
She keeps scaling. “You’re a Vampyre. I don’t think you can tell me

what to do.” She sounds more matter-of-fact than bratty, and all I can think
of replying is:

“Shit.”
I follow her progress, terrified, wondering if this is motherhood:

anxiously picturing your child with her skull cracked open. But Ana knows
exactly what she’s doing, and when she has hoisted herself on top of the
roof and disappeared from my view, I’m left alone with two separate pieces
of knowledge:

I’m befuddlingly invested in the survival of this tiny pest of a Were.
And Lowe, my husband, my roomie, is gone for the night.



I slip inside the bathroom, find one of my hairpins, and do what I have
to do.
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The scent is growing into more than just a problem. It
invades. It swirls. It travels. It sticks to his nose. It
concentrates, sometimes.

They rarely touch. When they did, her wrist accidentally
brushed against the front of his shirt, and he found himself
tearing off the piece of fabric where her smell was most
intense. He slipped it in his pocket, and now carries it
everywhere.

Even as he leaves to avoid her.

reaking in takes longer than i expected, but not by much. the

lock clicks and I stop, wondering if my guard—a no-bullshit Were
named Gemma, I believe—will check in on me. After a minute I

decide that I’m safe and push the door open.
Lowe’s room is as beautiful and interesting as mine, the accent wall and

beamed ceiling setting a snug, mellow atmosphere. It has less furniture,
though, and even though Lowe must have been living here far longer than
me, I see two moving boxes stacked in a corner, and a couple of framed
paintings leaning against the wall, waiting to be put up.

The soles of my feet are cold as I step on the herringbone hardwood
floors. I know exactly what I’m looking for—a phone, a laptop, possibly a
diary titled “That Time I Abducted Serena Paris” with an easily breakable
lock—but can’t help indulging in some snooping. There are several shelves,
lined with classics, fiction, but mostly art books, tall and thick and glossy,



the pages full of beautiful sculptures and odd buildings and paintings I’ve
never seen before. The bathroom is spotless all over, except for the corner
where a unicorn toothbrush, strawberry toothpaste, and no-tear shampoo
have been placed. His closet is martial in its orderliness, every shirt
monochrome, every pair of pants neatly folded, always khakis or jeans. The
sole exception is the suit he wore at our wedding.

My husband, I discover, wears size fourteen shoes.
I search for electronics, to no avail. I really did not need to know that

Lowe Moreland hates clutter, that he’s immune to the inevitable
accumulation of useless trinkets we’re all subject to. He owns what he
needs, and all he needs seems to be one charger, a million pairs of
interchangeable boxer briefs, and a bottle of silicone-based lube. I find it in
his bedside nightstand, pick it up, and immediately drop it like it’s a nest of
wasps.

Okay. I didn’t need to know that he  .  .  . But his lady is off frolicking
with my people, and . . . okay. It’s perfectly normal. I’m not going to think
about this any longer.

Starting now.
There is one single picture on the wall: a younger Ana and a beautiful

middle-aged woman who shares Lowe’s distinctive coloring and sharp
cheekbones. The more I study it, the more I notice that aside from the eyes,
Ana doesn’t look like her mother at all, nor like Lowe. If they take after
their father, they must have grabbed different things.

I search under the pillows, behind the headboard, in the desk. Lowe
clearly doesn’t keep a laptop in the bedroom, and this entire break-in is
starting to feel like a useless endeavor. I’ve mostly given up when I try the
bottom drawer of the dresser and find it shut. Hope gurgles. I run back to
my room and retrieve my hairpin.

I’m not sure what I expect from a locked cabinet—maybe Vampyre-fang
necklaces, or extra lube he got wholesale, or a drawerful of Wi-Fi cards
accompanied by a Hallmark greeting card (“Help yourself, Misery!”). Not a
set of pencils and a sketch pad. I frown, picking it up and opening it, gently
pulling the pages apart to avoid any ripping.



Initially, I think I’m looking at a photo. That’s how beautiful the art is,
how accurate and painstaking. But then I notice the smudges, the lines that
sometimes stretch a little too long, and no. This is a drawing—an
architectural drawing of a vault, flawlessly executed.

My heart thuds louder, but I couldn’t say why. With trembling fingers, I
start turning the pages.

There are sketches of rooms, offices, storefronts, piers, houses, bridges,
stations. Large and small buildings, statues, domes, cabins. Some are just
the outside, while others include inside layouts and furniture. Some have
numbers and vectors scribbled in the margins, others colors woven through
them. All of them are perfect.

He’s an architect.
I’d forgotten. Or perhaps I never had a clear idea of what it meant. But

looking at these drawings, I feel it as something solid and heavy in my
stomach—the love Lowe has for beautiful shapes, exquisite places,
interesting sights.

He’s only a few years older than me, but this is not the work of someone
who’s untrained. There is expertise here, and passion, and talent, not to
mention time, time that I cannot imagine he has to dedicate to beauty and
pretty drawings now that he’s the Alpha of his pack, and . . .

It’s too much. I’m thinking about this—about him—way too hard. I shut
the sketch pad too forcefully and place it back where I found it. It causes
something that was at the very end of the notebook to slip out.

A portrait.
My heart halts as I scramble to lift it up, expecting—no, sure— that I’ll

find Serena’s smiling face on it. The pouty lips, upturned eyes, narrow nose,
and pointed chin; they’re all so familiar to me that I think it must be her,
because who else’s face would I know so well? It can only be Serena’s,
or . . .

Mine.
Lowe Moreland has drawn my face, and then stuffed it at the bottom of

his bottom drawer. I’m not sure when he observed it long enough to pluck
this level of detail out of me, the serious, detached air, the tight-lipped



expression, the wispy hair curling around the cusp of an ear. Here’s what I
do know: there is something sharp about the drawing. Something searing
and intense and expansive that’s simply not there in the other sketches.
Force, and power, and lots of feelings were involved in the making of this
portrait. Lots. And I can’t imagine they were positive.

I frown. I swallow. I sigh. Then I whisper, “I’m not a fan, either, Lowe.
But you don’t see me doodling you with horns in my diary.”

I fold everything back in the drawer, making sure it’s exactly how I
found it. On my way out, I let my fingers trail on the bookshelves,
wondering once more just how bad my next year with the Weres is going to
get.

the following day i sleep until late afternoon. i’m tired enough

that I could go longer, but there’s something going on outside, on the
usually calm lakeshore. It involves screaming laughter and charred smells,
and I drag myself to the window to check it out, making sure to avoid the
direct light still filtering in.

It’s a barbecue, or a potluck, or a cookout—I never quite got the
difference, despite Serena’s explanations on the nuances of Human social
get-togethers. Vampyres don’t really build community this way, by
assembling without an agenda. Our friendships are alliances. I didn’t
encounter the concept of hanging out, of spending time with someone for
the sake of it, until my Collateral years.

But I can count over thirty Weres. Hanging around the lakefront,
grilling, eating, swimming. Laughing. The loudest are the children: I spot
several, Ana among them, having a rollicking good time.

I wonder whether I’m invited to partake. What the reaction would be if I
made my way downstairs, waved at the guests. I could borrow a bikini from
Juno. Pour myself some blood on the rocks, sit at a table in the shade, ask
my dinner companions, “So, how about them football players?”



The idea has me chuckling. I settle on the windowsill, still in my pajama
shorts and the worn tank I got from a team-building exercise at work two
years ago, staring at the gathering. And at Lowe, who has returned home.

My eyes are immediately drawn to him. Maybe because he’s  .  .  . well,
big. Most Weres are tall, or athletic, or both, but Lowe takes it a notch
further. Still, I’m not positive his looks are what center him so insistently.

He is  .  .  . not charming, but magnetic. His full lips curve into a small
smile while he chats with some pack members. His dark brows furrow as he
listens to others. The corners of his eyes split into a web of crinkles when he
plays with the children. He lets a young girl beat him at arm wrestling,
gasps in mock pain when another pretends to punch him on his biceps,
shoots a boy into the deep water to his unabashed delight.

He seems beloved. Accepted. Belonging, and I wonder what that feels
like. I wonder if he misses his partner, or mate, or whatever. I wonder if he
gets to draw much these days, or if the pretty houses mostly stay locked in
his head.

He definitely does not look like he is just recovering from being ill, but
what do I know? I’m no pulmonologist.

I’m about to push myself off the sill and start my night when I spot him.
Max.
He’s separate from the rest of the crowd, on the outskirts of the beach,

where the sand first turns into shrubs, then thickens with forest trees. At
first glance, I don’t think much of it: unlike most of the partygoers, he’s
wearing a long-sleeved shirt and jeans, but hey. I’ve been a self-conscious
teen before, trying to hide with clothes the way I’d shot up about six inches
in three months. And melanoma is evil, according to Serena.

But then he goes on his knees. Begins to chat with someone much
shorter than him. And my entire body stiffens.

I tell myself that there’s no reason to be scowling the way I am. Max and
I may have had our differences (Difference. One, if major.), but he has
every right to be interacting with Ana. For all I know, they’re related, and
he’s been babysitting her since she was in diapers. Not my business,



anyway. I’m a very unwanted guest here, and I have my daily hourlong bath
to take.

Except. Something pulls me back to the window. I don’t like it. The way
he’s talking to Ana, pointing at someplace I cannot see, someplace between
the trees. Ana shakes her head—no. But he seems to insist, and . . .

Am I being paranoid? Probably. Ana’s literal brother is right there, a few
dozen feet away, watching her.

But he isn’t. He’s playing something with the ginger best man—Cal, his
name is Cal—and a few other people. Bocce, if I recognize the game from
Serena’s bowling-variants period, and boy, do Weres and Humans have
things in common. Father might be right to fear an alliance between them.
Still, this doesn’t concern me, and—

Max’s hand takes Ana’s, pulling her toward the woods, and my brain
short-circuits. Mick’s on duty, and I barge out of my room barefoot,
meaning to warn him. But his chair is empty, save for a used plate with
some traces of coleslaw on it.

He’s probably in the restroom, and I consider looking for him there.
Then decide there’s no time. A couple of stray neural cells lurch awake to
point out that this is the perfect time for me to break into Lowe’s office and
search for intel on Serena. The remaining 99 percent of my brain, sadly, is
focused on Ana.

God. I hate, hate, hate that I care.
I dash down the stairs, then outside via the kitchen. The heat crashes into

me like a wave, slowing me down as the sunlight stabs my skin like a
million little shark teeth. Fuck, it hurts. It’s way too bright for me to be out.

A couple of Weres see me, but no one notices me. Little jagged stones
dig painfully into the soles of my feet, but I power through, heading for the
forest. By the time I’ve reached the woods, my flesh is burning, I’m
limping, and I’ve almost lost my balance twice, courtesy of a pile of sand
buckets and an arm floatie.

But I see Ana’s bright blue swimsuit amid the green, the dark gray of
Max’s shirt, and yell “Hey!” I wade through the thick of the trees. “Hey,
stop!”



Max keeps on walking, but Ana turns, sees me, and grins, gap-toothed
and delighted. Her heartbeat is sweet and happy. “Miresy!”

“Not my name, we’ve been over this. Yo, Max? Where are you taking
her?”

He must recognize my voice, because he halts. And when he looks at
me, his face is pure hatred. “What are you doing here?”

“I live here.” Fairly sure pine needles are burrowing inside my skin.
Also, I might be in flames. “What are you doing with a six-year-old in the
middle of the forest?”

“Seven.” Ana corrects me cheerfully, letting go of Max’s hand and
holding up six fingers, and damn this child.

“Ana, come with me.” I offer her my hand, and she happily trots my
way, arms open as though she means to hug me—yikes. My heart sinks
when Max scoops her up and starts carrying her in the opposite direction.
“What the hell are you—”

That’s when several things happen at once.
Ana thrashes around and screams.
I charge at Max, ready to free her, ready to tear him to shreds with my

fangs.
And about a dozen Weres jump out of the trees surrounding us.
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It would be easier if he didn’t like her as a person.

s it a vampyre thing, shoving your pointy little fangs into other

people’s business and ruining their plans? Or is it more of a Misery Lark
passion project?”
I’ve been nursing my abused soles on the living room couch for less

than five minutes, but it’s the third time a variation of this question has been
asked of me. So I keep my head bent down and ignore Lowe’s second—the
one who looks like a Ken doll—as I pluck an assortment of detritus from
my toe. I need tweezers, but I didn’t bring any with me. Do Weres use
them? As the original furries, do they find them morally repugnant? Maybe
they hold body hair sacred, and any threat to its rightful dwelling on the
flesh is considered blasphemous.

Food for thought.
“Let me go,” Max whines. Like me, he’s sitting on a couch. Unlike me,

his hands are tied behind his back, and he’s being watched by several
guards with the kind of icy treatment one would reserve for someone who
tried to kidnap a child.

Which is exactly what Max did.
“You can stop asking,” Cal tells him mildly. “Because it ain’t going to

happen.” Out of all the Weres in here, it’s clear that he and Ken Doll are the
highest ranking. They also appear to have a bad cop, even worse cop thing
going on. Cal is affably scary, Ken is snarkily terrifying. Whatever works
for them, I guess.



“I want to see my mother,” Max re-whines.
“Do you, champ? Are you sure? Because your mother is out there,

humiliated by what you just did and the company you’ve been keeping.”
“I dunno, Cal.” Ken fixes his baseball cap. “Maybe we should turn him

over to his mother.” He leans forward. “I’d love to see his face when she
declaws him.”

Max growls, but it turns into a whimper when his Alpha comes in, Juno
and Mick in tow. I mouth a bashful So sorry to Mick, worried that he’ll get
in trouble for taking a piss and leaving me alone for a minute. He waves his
hand at me, and the entire room drops into silence, everyone focusing on
Lowe like his presence is a gravitational pull. Even I cannot look anywhere
else, and abandon my toe to its infected destiny. Lowe looks so stone-cold
pissed, I shiver. Though it could be the blast of the AC on my blistering
flesh.

“Is Ana okay?” Gemma asks.
Lowe nods. “Playing with Misha.” Hands on his hips, he surveys the

room. Every pair of eyes is instantly downcast.
Except for mine.
“Who wants to tell me what the fuck just happened?” he asks, staring at

me. I expect everyone to explode into rushed explanations, but Were
discipline is better than that. A heavy silence stretches, broken only by
Lowe coming to stand in front of me. I’m ready to say my final words, but
all he does is take off his zip-up hoodie, wrap it around my shuddery
shoulders, then admire the result for a beat too long.

Everyone’s eyes are still on the ground.
“Cal,” he says. It’s embarrassing, the sense of relief I feel at not being

called on.
“Everything was going according to plan,” Cal starts. “As expected,

Max was trying to lure Ana away. We were tailing him to see who he would
rendezvous with, when . . .”

He turns to me, and suddenly I am the center of the room. My relief was
premature.



“I’m sorry.” I swallow. “I had no idea this was some kind of cahooty
ambushy plan. If I see a guy who’s been a total dick to me absconding with
a child, it’s only natural for me to  .  .  .” To what? Why did I intervene,
again? Now that the adrenaline has dried up, I cannot recall what my
reasoning was. I’m no hero, nor do I want to be.

Ken Doll snorts. “Were you watching us from the window?”
“I mean . . . yeah?”
“Creepy. You need a hobby.”
“You’re right. I’ve heard amazing things about paragliding, or

competitive duck herding. Maybe I could—oh, wait. I forgot that I’m
literally stuck in a one-hundred-and-thirty-square-foot bedroom twenty-four
seven.”

“Read a book, pointy.”
“Enough.” Lowe stalks across the room to crouch in front of Max, who

instantly tries to scramble away. His tone is firm but surprisingly gentle
when he asks, “Where were you going to take Ana?” Max doesn’t reply, so
he continues, “You are fifteen, and I’m not going to punish you like an
adult. I don’t know who you got mixed up with, or how, but I can help you.
I will protect you.”

Sweat trickles down Max’s temples. He’s much younger than I thought.
“You’re just going to get rid of me. If I tell you, you—”

“I do not hurt my own, especially not children,” Lowe growls. “I am not
Roscoe.”

“No.” Max’s eyes flick to me. “He’d never have made alliances with the
Vampyres or the Humans, would never have taken one in and left her to kill
the Weres—”

“You’re right. Roscoe liked to kill the Weres on his own.” Max lowers
his eyes. He’s just a boy. “Is an alliance with the Vampyres really worse
than more Were deaths at their hands?”

Max seems to grapple with the question, Adam’s apple bobbing. Then he
remembers his rage, and spurts out, “You’re not the rightful Alpha.”

It’s clearly a big faux pas. Because every other Were in the room takes a
step forward to intervene—and then stops at once at Lowe’s lifted hand.



“Who told you that?” he asks. Menacing, ruthless. “Maybe it’s a fair
mistake. Maybe they simply weren’t there when Roscoe lost the challenge
to me. I sent a message to the Loyals, let them know that I’d gladly accept
the challenge from any of them.

He shakes his head. “I don’t know.”
“Did you forget?” Ken Doll comes to stand next to Lowe. Max recoils.

“He’s barely more than a child, though,” Cal points out.
“He chose to work with the Loyals,” Ken says, cracking his knuckles.
Cal, to my shock, shrugs. “I suppose you’re right.” He, too, cracks his

knuckles.
I search Lowe’s face for a sign that he’s not going to let his minions . . . I

don’t know, waterboard a boy. His expression is detached, happy to
delegate. Not what I’d expect from someone who’s planning on
deescalating this.

“Wait!” I yell. Today must be a particularly nosy day for me. “Don’t
hurt him. I can help you.”

All heads whip around to me, with varying degrees of annoyance. “I
think you’ve done enough, leech,” Ken says.

I roll my eyes. “First of all, I grew up among the Humans, and leech,
parasite, sanguisuge, bloodsponge, tick, sucker, bat bitch—they’re not the
groundbreaking insults you think they are.” Vampyres do drink blood to
survive, and we’re not shy about it. “I can find out who sent Max. Without
nail pulling or whatever you’re planning.”

“I dunno,” Cal says. “He deserves some harm.”
But Max is shaking like a leaf. And I must not be the sadist I fancied

myself. “Please,” I plead to Lowe, tuning out the rest of the room. “I can
help.”



“How?” He, for one, seems more curious than irritated.
“It’s easier done than said. Here.” I stand and brush past him to go to

Max. He stops me with his fingers on my wrist. When I crane my neck up
to him, startled, he’s looking straight ahead. “Why?” he asks, without
meeting my eyes. His voice is low, meant only for me.

I’m not quite sure what he wants to know, so I go for what feels right.
“Ana has been visiting,” I say, matching his tone. “She keeps me company,
and even though she’s terrible at pronouncing my name and clearly doesn’t
know whether she’s six or seven . . .” I swallow. “I’d rather she doesn’t get,
you know. Kidnapped and trafficked.”

He finally looks down at me. Scans my face for several long moments,
and whatever his inspection is about, I must pass muster. He nods and lets
go of me. I don’t move.

“Actually, could you help me? I’m not super good at this.” His brows
furrow, and I hasten to add, “But good enough.”

recurring guest star.

Hopefully, I remember how to.
I kneel in front of Max, ignoring his nauseating, fear-drenched heartbeat,

the way he hisses at me to get away. “Dude, I’m trying to help you avoid an
iron chair, or however it is that your people extract information, so—”

Something wet lands on the front of my tank top.
Because Max spit on me.
“Ew.” I gasp, disgusted, but before I can—I don’t know, spit back?—

Lowe’s hand presses against Max’s chest and pins him to the couch.
“What the fuck did you just do?” he grunts.
“She’s a Vampyre!”
“She’s my—” Lowe’s hand jerks up to clutch Max’s jaw. “Apologize to

my wife.”



“Sorry. Sorry. Please don’t— I’m sorry.” Max starts sobbing.
Lowe turns to me. “Do you accept?”
“Accept . . . the spit?”
“His apology.”
“Oh.” Oh my God. What is happening? “Sure, why not? It was so  .  .  .

sincere and spontaneous. Just, hold his head still, and don’t let him move—
yes, hands on the chin. Okay, this will take a second, don’t let him wiggle
away.”

I start with my thumb at the base of Max’s nose, and my index and
forefingers on his forehead. Then I wait for Max to calm down and meet my
eyes.

At the fourth attempt, I get a lock. Max’s brain is soft, and overagitated,
and easy to sink into.

The thrall only works on other species, and
not every brain is equally responsive. And, of course, entering people’s
minds without consent is an act of violence, and deeply unethical. Just
because we can, it doesn’t mean that we should. But Max did try to hurt
Ana, and he might do it again. Plus, my morals are just not that solid.



“Okay.” I lean back, vigorously rubbing my eyes. The thrall requires a
lot of energy. “He’s all yours.”

Everyone stares at me open-mouthed. And my mind might be playing
tricks, but I’m almost positive that they’ve all taken a step back from me.

Except for Lowe, who’s almost too close.
“You guys might wanna hurry. This will only last ten minutes or so.” I

point at Max’s state of unresponsive stupor. “He won’t just word-salad his
life story at you. You need to go ahead and ask him questions.” No one
speaks. Did I accidentally thrall them, too? “Something like, ‘Why were
you trying to take Ana, Max?’ ”

“I was tasked to take her to the Loyals, where she could be used as
leverage, to force Lowe to step down as Alpha,” he recites tonelessly.

The room explodes in a flurry of panicky, suspicious mutters that have
nothing to do with Max’s answer. In fact, I’m pretty sure I catch a
“Microwaved his brain.”

“The thrall,” Lowe murmurs.
“Yup. That’s it. No deep-frying involved.” I stand and grimace at the spit

on my shirt.

“That our elders used to scare

us.”
I can relate, since I grew up fairly sure that if I misbehaved, a Were

would crawl up the toilet to eat my ass. “It’s not. I’m not really good at this,
actually.” It seems best not to disclose what someone like Father could do.

“You look plenty good to me,” Cal says. He actually sounds admiring,
while Ken is glaring suspiciously, and Mick frowns, and Gemma shakes her
head, and some other Weres exchange looks, and Juno seems, as ever,
worried and angry, and Lowe . . .

I’ve given up on understanding Lowe.
“How do we know you’re not planting lies in his head?” Ken asks.
I shrug. “Ask him something I wouldn’t know.”
“What happened when you asked Mary Lakes out for a date?” Juno

says.

could out of him. It’s a tightrope to walk, for Lowe. He won’t go about
interrogating every person he doesn’t like, or he’ll be the same as Roscoe
was toward the end. But the Loyals have been hurting their own, and they
must be stopped.”

“He sure seemed ready to let the others torture Max.”



“That was a show, meant to scare Max. And it would have worked, we
could all smell it. But you did make it easier with your . . .” He smiles and
gestures at my eyes. “Just promise you won’t do it to me, okay? You were
scary in there.”

“I would never. You’re my most beloved jailer.” I smile, close-lipped
and fangless. “Besides, I’m the one who should be scared.”

“Why?”
I point to the scar on his neck. The row of teeth marking his collarbone.

“You’re the one rolling in here with that, like your favorite pastime is
getting into fights.” I cock my head. “Is that how you turned into a Were?”

His eyebrow quirks. “We’re a legitimate species, not an infectious
disease.”

“Just making sure that if someone bites me I won’t turn into you.”
“If you bit someone, would it turn them into a Vampyre?”
I think about it for a moment. “Touché.”
He laughs softly and shakes his head, suddenly wistful. “This is my

mate’s bite.”
Mate. The word, again.
“Do they have one, too? Your mate.”
“Yes, of course.”
“Have I met them?”
He looks away. “She’s not with us anymore.”
“Oh.” I swallow, unsure what to say. I hope it wasn’t one of my people

who did it. “I’m sorry. It sounds like mates are a big deal.”
He nods. “Mating bonds are the core of every pack. But I don’t think it’s

wise for me to discuss Were customs with you.” He gives me a look that
manages to be chiding and soft all at once. “Especially if you’re chatting
with your brother in a language no one else speaks.”

Oh, shit. “It’s not  .  .  . I just missed home. Wanted to hear something
familiar.”

status.
Take muscles in Humans: Was there a time, a bunch of millennia

ago, in which having a mate with inflated, bouncy biceps meant more
protection from . . . the dinosaurs? I’m no history buff; I thrived in math and
zero other subjects. The point is, athletic prowess provided an evolutionary
advantage that’s now, in an era in which atomic bombs exist, fairly
obsolete. And yet, Humans still find it attractive.

Canines are much the same for Vampyres: they’re considered a symbol
of strength and power, because in the olden days we’d hunt our prey and
sink our teeth into their flesh to feast on their blood. The longer, the sharper,
the bigger—the better.

And this wolf’s  .  .  . This wolf’s fangs could win contests. Rule
civilizations. Get their owner engaged, married, and very much laid at any
Vampyre party. And they could shred me into M&M’s.

“Are you an actual wolf?” I ask, fighting to keep my voice steady. “Or
are you a Were who part-times?”

The only reply is a deep, long, panties-shitting growl.
“Would it make things better or worse if I growled back?”



“Wouldn’t change it either way,” a voice says from the entrance.
Lowe. Leaning against the frame, relaxed like a loungewear model

during a photoshoot.
“Thank you, Cal,” he says, coming my way. “That will be all.”
And magically, with one last half-hearted snarl in my direction, the wolf

shakes its beautiful gray fur and trots away. It stops by Lowe and butts its
head against his thigh.

“On it.”
I scrunch my eyes shut, running possible scenarios in my head. I could

knee Lowe in the groin and try to run away, but I don’t know if the crotch
area is as sensitive to them as it is to us, and anyway . .  . there are wolves
prowling around. “You set me up,” I say. It comes out whiny, which is
exactly how I feel. “You asked Mick to leave right in front of me because
you knew I’d take advantage of it.”

“Esther.” L. E. Moreland. “I didn’t . . . I had no idea.”
Lowe nods again, eyes somber. “Misery. You and I need to talk.”
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He is not reckless, or negligent, or quick to trust. But he
recognizes a formidable ally when he sees one.

any rooms in the house would be perfectly adequate for a

discreet conversation, but we find ourselves sitting at the kitchen
table, a mug of black coffee in front of Lowe, steadily steaming as

the sun outside struggles to rise.
My night was sleepless, like most. His, too, going by the dark shadows

under his eyes. His face is etched, as carvingly beautiful as usual. He hasn’t
shaved in a while, and it’s clear that he could use some rest and a two-week
stretch without a coup.

My throat is suddenly dry. “Well, you’re wrong. I would throw Ana
under the bus, if I had to choose between her and Serena.” I have priorities,
very little heart, and find no pleasure in being deceitful when others are
being honest with me. Ana might be growing on me, but she wasn’t the one
who slept next to me for a whole week when I was fourteen and gave
myself seizures by trying to file off my fangs for the first time. With a
cheese grater.

“Yeah?” He doesn’t sound like he believes me. “Hopefully it won’t
come to that.”

“I don’t think it will,” I agree. “And it makes sense for us to collaborate.
As Ana’s brother and Serena’s sister.”

His eyes meet mine, serious and unsettling. “Not as husband and wife?”
Because we’re that, too, even if it’s disturbingly easy to forget. I glance

away, landing on a dollop of peanut butter on the rim of the jar. It’s the
variety without the crunchy bits, which . . . yeah.

I set down my ice pack and lean back in my chair, as far away from it as
possible.

“She’ll be seven next month, by the way,” he tells me. “She’s just better
at lying with words than with her fingers.”

“Are her parents . . . Where are they?”



There is an infinitesimal stutter in his movement, and he sets down the
jelly jar. “Mother’s dead. Father’s somewhere in Human territory.”

“There are Weres in Human territory?”
Lowe’s jaw tenses. “This, Misery, is where I’m taking a leap of faith.”
My heart goes wooden. A memory flashes: my first day alone among the

Humans, after Father and Vania and the rest of the Vampyre convoy had
left. The terrifying smell of their blood, their odd sounds, the weird beings
crowding around me. Knowing I was the only member of my species for
miles and miles. I don’t want it for her. I don’t want it for anyone. “Is Ana
Human? A Collateral?”

He shakes his head. I’m flooded with relief. “Okay. She’s Were. Then
why—” I stop.

Because Lowe shakes his head again.
I know what Vampyres smell like, what their needs and limitations are.

And Ana is not one of us. Which leaves one single other possibility.
“No,” I say.
Lowe says nothing. His knife clinks against the side of the plate, and he

crosses his arms on his chest. His expression remains anchored in a way
that makes me utterly unhinged.

“It’s not possible. They . . . No. Not both.” Why is he silent? Why is he
not correcting me? “Genetically, it’s not . . . Is it?”

“Apparently.”
“How?” There are so many levels of impossibility here. That a Human

and a Were would even want to engage in what’s necessary to produce a
child. That it would work, physically. That it would have consequences.
Weres may not struggle as much as Vampyres, but their reproductive rates
are still lower than Humans’.

I shoot to my feet in a spurt of nervous, incredulous energy. Immediately
sit down again when my abused soles protest. “But she’s related to you,
isn’t she? The eyes . . .”

“My mother’s eyes.” He nods. “She was one of Roscoe’s seconds.
Overseeing the woods between Were and Human territories. Officially,
under Roscoe’s rule there were no diplomatic relationships. In practice,



very limited agreements with Humans were constantly being negotiated,
especially in high-conflict areas. I believe that’s how she first met Ana’s
father, but I wasn’t around at the time.” He sounds regretful, and I
remember the pretty house drawings. The only locked space in his room.

“He’s not your father, is he?”
“My father was a Were, and he died when I was a child.”
I’m not going to ask if my people were involved in that, because I’m

sure I know the answer. “Why are you telling me this?”
He is silent for a while, eyes downcast. It’s not until I follow his gaze

that I realize he’s staring at our wedding band on his ring finger. “You know
what makes Alphas good leaders?” he asks without looking up.

“No clue.”
He huffs out a laugh. “Neither do I. But at times, there are decisions that

feel right, deep in the marrow of my bones.” He wets his lips. “You are one
of them.”

Blood rushes to my cheeks, hot. There’s no way Lowe misses it, which
is mortifying. I’m just grateful that he chooses to continue without
mentioning it.

“I was living in Europe when my mother was injured, but immediately
flew back. When it became obvious that she might not make a recovery, she
told me about Ana’s biological father.”

“Her Human biological father.” Inconceivable.
“I thought she was delirious because of the drugs. Or just mistaken.”
I tilt my head. “What changed?”
“There are things about Ana. Things that had me taking what my mother

said as more than some morphine-induced delusion.”
“Like what?”
“For one, Ana doesn’t shift.”
“Oh. Should she, already?”
“A Were child would. In fact, during the full moon, they’d have trouble

not shifting. Her blood is a deep red instead of green. At the same time, she
has Were traits. She’s more agile, stronger than a Human. Her vitals are all
over the place. After my mother passed, and very discreetly, I had her DNA



tested. Juno is a geneticist, and she was able to help.” He picks up the knife
again, slathers more jelly. The peanut butter jar is still there. Open. “At the
time, Roscoe was the Alpha; it was easy to predict what he’d do if he found
out that he had a half Human in his pack.”

“Roscoe was not a fan, huh?”
He gives me an understatement-of-the-decade look.
“And, she was the sister of the dude who smelled like he was gonna

steal his job,” I murmur without thinking. I notice Lowe’s surprise. “What?
I know things.”

“Roscoe was never a peaceful Alpha, but in the past few years, his
positions gradually escalated to extreme aggression. He demanded control
of certain demilitarized zones, and began enforcing zero-tolerance policies.
We killed more Humans and Vampyres in the last decade than we did in the
previous five—and they killed more of us. That’s when several of his
seconds began to openly disagree with him. Their dissent was met with
another ramp-up of violence. This time last year, more Weres were dying at
the hands of other Weres than any other species. My mother was one of
them.” His lips press together. “I came home, challenged Roscoe, and won.
His four most loyal seconds challenged me, and I won again. There were
others, weaker and weaker, and it felt so wasteful to .  .  .” He rubs his jaw
with his palm. His thinking gesture, I’m starting to realize. “It was my
mistake. I shouldn’t have let them live.”

I study him, wondering if he ever wanted to be Alpha in the first place.
Wondering how I’d feel, leading thousands of people without feeling a true
calling to it. At least Father thrives on the high-stakes life of politics, and
subterfuge, and petty pissing matches against the other councilmen.

“Let me guess: the ones you defeated but left alive rebranded themselves
as the Loyals and have been radicalizing young Maxes like it’s their
birthday.”

He nods. “It’s a small group, but they’re willing to stoop much lower
than I can afford to. And they have the blessing and leadership of Emery,
Roscoe’s mate. She denies it, of course, and she’s a smart-enough player to
avoid having the recent attacks traced back to her, but we have intel.”



“If it were me, I’d borrow a page from their beloved Roscoe and deal
with dissent his way.”

His mouth curves infinitesimally, like he’s tempted to do just that, and I
smile, too. Our eyes hold for a beat before he continues: “Ana doesn’t know
who her real father is.”

“Who does she think . . . ?”
“Vincent. He was another of Roscoe’s seconds, and he and my mother

were in an on-and-off relationship for years. He was attacked in Vampyre
territory, when Ana was about one year old. The rest of the pack are also
under the impression, heavily encouraged by my mother, that Ana is
Vincent’s kid.”

“How are you explaining away the not shifting bit?”
“It’s not widely known, and there are other conditions that could cause

it, including a psychological block. They are rare, but . . .”
“Not as rare as a half-Human Were. Who else knows?”
“Juno and Cal, because we grew up together and they’re family. Mick,

too. He was one of Roscoe’s seconds, the only person my mother could rely
on when I was gone. Aside from that, my mother told no one. But I’m
starting to question that. I can only imagine Serena being interested in
Ana . . .”

“. . . because she’s half Human. And if Serena knows . . .”
“. . . there’s no telling who else does,” he finishes.
I drum my fingers on the table, thinking this through. “Max didn’t say

anything useful about the Loyals?”
“He doesn’t know much, aside from the names of a few low-level

members. The Loyals recruited him because he has ties to some of my
seconds and easy access to Ana, but they didn’t trust him enough to reveal
anything. He didn’t know who he was going to hand Ana to.”

“Do you think the Loyals know about Ana?”
A thoughtful pause. “It’s a possibility. But it’s more likely that they’re

using my only living relative to force me to listen to their demands. They
know I’m the rightful Alpha, and that no one could take me in the
challenge.” He sounds more resigned than proud. “It’s not a well-thought-



out plan on their part, but they are desperate. And damn annoying.” He
massages the bridge of his nose.

“Can’t they just secede and form their own pack?”
“They’re very welcome to do so, and they’d make my fucking life much

easier. But they don’t have the resources or the necessary leadership to do
it. What they want is control of the financial assets of the Southwest pack.
Emery comes from a long line of powerful Weres, and she sees it as her
due. But for the past few months, the Loyals have been sabotaging
construction projects, destroying infrastructure, assaulting my seconds. No
one who’d resort to that should be in control of the largest pack in the
country.”

“Or of a chicken coop, if you ask me.” I bite my lower lip, mulling it
over. “Who is Ana’s father?”

“My mother never told me. My impression is that he already had a
family, and that when she attempted to mention Ana to him, he . . .”

“Didn’t believe her?”
“Yeah.”
“Can’t blame him. So, going back to Serena. Aside from you, only Juno,

Cal, and Mick know about Ana. Could any of them . . . ?” I give him a long,
pregnant look that will hopefully tell him what I’m not planning to voice.

He shakes his head and starts cutting the sandwich out of its crusts. I
follow the rhythm, mesmerized by his graceful hands, and recall that this is
something Serena used to prefer for her food when we were  .  .  . younger
than Lowe, for sure. I would not have thought a big bad wolf would be this
picky.

“Not to be a discord sower, and I promise this is only marginally related
to Juno’s hankering for carving my organs out, but maybe you should
investigate the possibility that one of them tattled you out.”

“I did. Despite them having risked their lives for me a dozen times
over.” He says it angrily, like it was sour and painful, something he’s
ashamed of, and a thought hits me: that maybe Lowe is the kind of leader
who measures his strength not by the battles he wins, but by the trust he is



able to accord to others. There is something about him, about the way he
commands, that manages to be at once pragmatic and idealistic.

He sets the crusts aside and leans his palms on the table once more,
leveling with me.

“Is this the smell-a-lie thing? Does it really work?”
This time he’s less impressed by my knowledge of Were secrets. Perhaps

because they aren’t secrets at all. “Not always. But scent changes with
feelings. And feelings change with behavior.”

I scowl. “I still can’t believe you knew Max was lying all along and still
put a guard on me.”

“I put a guard on you for your safety.”
“Oh.” He did? I had not considered that. It takes a long second for my

assessment of the last five days to adjust, and .  .  . Oh, indeed. “I can take
care of myself.”

“Against a young Were with no combat training, yes. Against someone
like me, doubtful.”

I could scoff and be offended, but I like to think that I know my limits.
“Does it build up?”

“What?”
“The odor. Just wondering if that’s why I smell like fish soup to you.

Have I lied too much in my life?”
It’s a genuine question, but Lowe sighs deeply and leaves me hanging.

He puts the food back in the fridge, with one glaring exception: the peanut
butter. My gluttonous brain must be strained by the biological possibility of
Were-Humans, because it dispatches my hand to scoop up a little glob from
the rim, right to my lips, and it’s been so long, it’s so fucking good—

“What the hell?”
I open my eyes. Lowe stares curiously at the way I’m suckling on my

index finger.



“Did you just eat?”
“No.” I flush, mortified. “No,” I repeat, but the peanut butter sticks to

the roof of my mouth, garbling the syllable.
“I was told Vampyres don’t eat food.”
I can’t remember the last time I felt this degree of embarrassment.

“Serena made me,” I blurt out.
Lowe glances around, to the zero number of Serenas in sight.
“Not now. But she made me try it for the first time.” I wipe my finger

off on my shirt. Humiliating. “The ensuing addiction was all mine,” I
concede with a mumble.

“Interesting.” His gaze is sharp, and he seems more than interested. He
seems intrigued.

“Please kill me now.”
“So you can digest food.”
“Some of it. Our molars are mostly vestigial, so no chewing, but peanut

butter is smooth and creamy and I know it’s wrong, but .  .  .” I shiver with
how amazing it tastes. And with how shameful and self-indulgent food
eating is considered among Vampyres. Not even living among the Humans
has beaten the belief out of me. Not even watching Serena scarf down three
cups of instant udon noodles at two a.m. because she felt “a bit peckish.”
“This is so undignified. Can you please not tell anyone and throw my
corpse in the lake after I run myself through the garbage disposal, which
I’m going to do right now?”

His lips twitch into the ghost of a smile. “You’re embarrassed.”
“Of course.”
“Because you’re eating something you don’t need to survive?”
“Yes.”
“I eat for pleasure all the time.” He shrugs, as though his broad

shoulders want to agree with him. We have a healthy appetite. We require
nourishment. “Just pretend it’s blood.”

“It’s not the same. Vampyres don’t drink blood for pleasure. We scarf it
down when we need to and then don’t think about it. It’s a bodily function.
Like, I don’t know, peeing.”



He takes a seat across from me and—fuck him. I hate him so much for
the way he pushes the jar in my direction, holding my eyes the entire time.

He is daring me.
And it says something about how far gone I am for this stupid, addictive

nut paste that I’m considering having a little more.
And then I just do.
“What do Vampyres do for pleasure?” he asks, voice a little hoarse. I

don’t want to flash my fangs at him, but it’s hard when I’m licking peanut
butter off my fingers.

“Not sure.” My time among them was exclusively as a child, when rules
abounded, and indulgences were in short supply. Owen, the only adult
Vampyre with whom I have regular exchanges, enjoys gossiping and
making caustic remarks. Father has his strategic maneuvers and soft-core
coups d’état. How the others amuse themselves in their spare time, I have
no idea. “Fucking, probably? Please, take this away from me.”

He doesn’t. Instead he stares too long and too intensely, rejoicing in my
lack of control. When he lowers his eyes, it seems to require some effort.

“What could Serena be investigating?” His voice is gravelly. And
sobering.

“She never mentioned the Weres to me, not even in passing. But she
didn’t love her colleagues in the financial division. Maybe she was angling
for a better job and exploring nonfinancial stories. Though she would have
told me.” Would she? She was clearly hiding stuff from you, a nagging
voice offers. I shush it. “I do know that she wouldn’t have gone public with
a story that had the potential to endanger a child.”

I’m not sure Lowe believes me, but he strokes his jaw, carefully
gathering his thoughts. “Either way, our priorities match.”

“We both want to find out who told Serena about Ana.” For the first time
since this sham marriage—no, for the first time since that hag Serena didn’t
show up to help me change my sheets, I feel a real, genuine burst of hope.
L. E. Moreland is not just a stray breadcrumb, but a thread to hold on to and
tug at.



“I’m going to give you access to whatever technology you need—not
that you ever asked for my permission,” he adds with a drawl. “You should
look into Serena’s communications in the weeks before her disappearance. I
know you already tried, but you should cross-reference it with our data. I’ll
give you information about Ana’s whereabouts that might help bring more
insight. And Alex will help and monitor you.” I make a face, which has him
adding sternly, “You are still a Vampyre living in our territory.”

“And here I was, thinking we were firmly in the reluctant alliance stage
of our marriage.” I don’t mind the supervision. It’s more that Alex appears
to be as good a hacker as I am—the one area in which I allow myself to be
competitive. “Okay. Thanks,” I add, a bit sullen.

He nods once. The conversation comes to a bit of a lull, which then
stretches into something of an awkward silence, which means that Lowe is
done with me.

I’m being dismissed.
I give one last half-loathing, half-longing glance at the peanut butter jar

and stand, pushing my hands down into the pockets in my shorts. “I’ll start
tonight.”

“I’ll have Mick bring you something to put on them.”
I’m confused. Then notice that his eyes are slowly traveling down my

bare legs. “Ah. My feet?” I shiver, but it’s not cold. Now that I think about
it, this place hasn’t been cold in days.

“And your shoulders. And your side.”
I frown. “How do you know my side hurts?”
“Professional hazard.” I tilt my head. Doesn’t he have an architecture

degree? Do I look like the Leaning Tower of Pisa? “We teach young Weres
to study potential enemies for weaknesses. You’ve been rubbing your rib
cage.”

“Ah.” That profession.
“Do you need medical attention?”
“Nah, it’s just more burns.” I lift my shirt and let it pool right under my

bra, angling slightly to show him. “My tank top was askew, and the sun
managed to get . . .”



All of a sudden, his pupils are as large as the irises. Lowe abruptly turns
his head in the opposite direction. The tendons of his neck stretch, and his
Adam’s apple bobs. “You should leave,” he says. Gruff. Cutting.

“Oh.”
His shoulders relax. “Go take another one of your baths, Misery.” His

voice is husky, but kinder.
“Right. The smell. Sorry about that.”
I’m at the bottom of the stairs when Ana comes racing down the steps,

almost crashing into me. Her eyes are full of tears, and my heart clenches.
“Are you okay?” I ask, but she runs past me, straight toward her brother.
She’s babbling something about bad dreams and waking up scared.

“Come here, love,” he tells her, and I turn to study them. Watch him lift
her into his lap, push her hair back to kiss her forehead. “It was just a
nightmare, okay? Like the others.”

Ana hiccups. “Okay.”
“You still don’t remember what it was about?”
A few sniffles. “Just that Mama was there.”
Their voices lower to soft whispers, and I turn to climb the stairs. The

last thing I hear is a phlegmy, “Okay, but did you cut the crusts off?” and a
deep, hushed response that sounds a lot like, “Of course, love.”
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Some nights, when he’s walking past her door, he has to
whisper to himself: “Keep going.”

wo things can be true at once.
For instance: I like Alex, because he’s an intelligent, pleasant

young man.
And: spending time together and watching him be terrified of me sparks

joy.
Just for fun, I’m tempted to contact a therapist and ask them to quantify

how bad a person I am. But by the time Alex and I have been working side
by side for five nights, I’ve accepted that reassuring him that I don’t plan to
feast on his plasma is futile. Nothing will convince him that I’m not going
to exsanguinate him. And I really shouldn’t enjoy it, but there’s something
genuinely fun about watching him move around the room like a
contortionist to avoid giving me his back, or about running my tongue over
my fangs and feeling the clatter of the keyboard stammer to a halt. It’s
usually followed by eyes scrunched shut, and low whimpers he thinks I
cannot hear, and  .  .  . The Were children who bike all the way to my
bedroom window just to point at it are right. I am a monster.

And yet, I carry on. Even after overhearing Alex say, “Please, please,
don’t let me die until I turn twenty-five or I get to visit the the Spy
Museum, whatever comes first.” Yeah. He prays a lot.

He has no idea why his Alpha tasked him with helping me in a Where in
the World Is Carmen Sandiego? errand, and to his credit, doesn’t question



it. Most of our work consists of reexamining Serena’s correspondence,
cross-referencing the people she had contact with in the last few months for
Were connections. We gather info I couldn’t have found on my own, like
that one of the CEOs she interviewed last year for a story on speculative
construction owns property near the Were-Human border through a shell
company. Even if most stuff leads to dead ends, I still feel closer to Serena
than I have since she disappeared.

Lowe checks in for updates once a day, briefly. Father’s response to our
lack of progress would be a mix of opaque threats and jabs at our
intelligence, but Lowe manages to never sound pushy or disappointed, even
as worry lines bracket his mouth and his shoulders strain under his shirt.
Impressive, really, how civil he keeps it. Maybe it’s part of that innate pull
to leadership he has. Maybe they taught him patience at Alpha school.

When I wake up on the sixth evening, Mick informs me that the Alpha
has been called away on urgent pack business and brought Alex along.
Without unsupervised access to technology, I once again have nothing to
do. I feed. Wander around the house until the sun fully sets. Then move to
the porch.

The sky is prettier here, more expansive than in either Human or
Vampyre land, but I can’t put my finger on why. I’ve been chin up, studying
it, for a quarter hour or so, when I hear a noise coming from the thicket.

A wolf, I think, instantly ready to retreat inside the house. But no. It’s a
woman—Juno. She emerges from the trees, looking beautiful, and
powerful, and naked.

Newborn-just-slithered-out-of-the-birth-canal naked.
She waves, and then unhurriedly comes to sit on the chair next to mine.

“Misery.” She nods once, courteously.
“Hey.” This is fucking weird. “Just checking: You know you’re naked,

right?”
“I was on a run.” The moon will fill tomorrow, and the light gleams off

her glossy hair. “Does it bother you?”
Does it? “No. Does it bother you?”



She looks at me like I’m one of those Humans who think premarital sex
is a ticket to hell. “I’ve been meaning to talk to you.”

“You have?” Talk to might be Were-speak for severely injure.
“To apologize.”
I tilt my head.
“You helped Ana last week. With Max.”
“Sounds like you guys were on it already.”
“True. But you  .  .  . cared. And Ana has been through enough that she

could use more people who do that.” Her full lips press together. “Lowe
said you’ve been using your tech skills to help her, too.”

“Kind of.” I’d hate for her to think I’m selfless when I’m obviously not.
“I’m sorry I was so harsh with you when we first met. But Lowe is like a

brother to Cal and me, which makes Ana family, too, and I was . . .”
“Worried?” I shrug. “I wouldn’t be a fan of me, either. I assumed you

were being protective.”
She still looks apologetic. “She had a hard time. And it will likely only

get harder as she grows up. Did Lowe tell you about Maria?”
“Maria?”
“Their mother. She was attacked by Roscoe when she criticized him

over pack affairs. I don’t think he wanted to kill her, but Weres can get
carried away, especially in wolf form.”

“He didn’t say, no.” But I’d gathered as much.
“I cannot begin to imagine how traumatizing it must have been for Ana,

seeing her only parent be hurt by the single Were whose authority she’d
been raised to never question.”

My chest is heavy. “What a piece of shit.”
Juno laughs softly. “You have no idea. He had some good years, but . . .

Did Lowe tell you Roscoe felt so threatened, he sent him away?”
“Alex mentioned something like that. Where did he go?”
“To the Northwest pack, with Koen. And maybe it was for the best—

Lowe got to observe one of the best Alphas in North America, and perhaps
he wouldn’t be nearly as good a leader if it weren’t for Koen. But Lowe was
twelve. He was forced to leave his home without knowing if he’d ever be



allowed to come back, and he did it. He was angry and frustrated, I felt it,
but he never said. And when he came of age, he still wasn’t allowed to
come back, so he moved to Europe, went to school, started a career. He
built a life—and then Roscoe became deranged. Many challenged him, but
no one won. We asked Lowe to come back, and he let all of it go.
Everything he’d worked for had to come after the pack. Lowe never had a
choice on the matter.”

I think of flipping through pages.
The pretty buildings in the drawer.
My face.
“He hasn’t had anything for himself, Misery. Not one thing. And I’ve

never heard him complain about it, not once. Not that he had to leave, not
that he had to take control of the largest pack in North America, not that he
had to do it all alone. His life has been duty.” She scans my face curiously,
like I could right this injustice. I don’t know what to say.

“I promise I’m not trying to make his life more difficult. And I feel so
shitty about the mate thing.”

Juno’s eyes widen. “He told you about that?”
“No. I’m not supposed to know, but a friend of my father’s mentioned at

the wedding that she was who I swapped with. I know his mate is the Were
Collateral. Gabrielle.”

“Gabrielle?” Juno’s look shifts from confused, to blank, to
understanding. “Yes. Gabi. His mate.”

“I’m not trying to interfere with Lowe’s happiness. Our marriage is not
real, and he’s free to . . . find his happiness wherever he can.” I bite into my
lower lip. Honesty for honesty. “There is a reason I agreed to this, and I’ve
come clean to him about it.”

Her dark eyes linger on me, inquisitive. And after a long time, she says,
“It might be cruel of me. But I think that, deep down, I always hoped that
Lowe would never find his mate.”

I’m still not wholly certain what that means. “Why?”
“Because being an Alpha means always putting your pack first.” I’m

about to ask why the two things are incompatible, but she stands. I try not to



stare at her nipples as she offers her hand. “I’m sorry for the way I acted.
And I’d love for you to accept my peace offering.”

Her words make me chuckle. When I notice her scowl, I hasten to add,

“Gross?”
Juno might be too polite to agree. “Would you like to do that now?”
“Oh, no. A handshake is so much better.” I take her offered hand and

grip it firmly.
“I don’t know if you and I can ever be friends,” she says. “But I can be

better.”
I smile at her, closemouthed and fangless. “Hell, I can only be better.”

turns out, i was wrong about the full moon.
It’s further ahead than I thought, three whole nights, and the day before,

Mick orders me not to leave my room—ideally—or the house, under any
circumstances. He still looks out for me, but I haven’t had a guard camped
outside my door since my conversation with Lowe.

“How come?” I ask curiously. “I mean, I’ll do as you say. But what’s so
different about the full moon?”

“It takes a really powerful Were to shift when the moon is small—and a
really powerful Were to not shift when it’s big. All Weres will be in their
most dangerous form, including many youths who have little self-control.
Better not test them with unusual scents.” I laugh at his old-man-yells-at-a-
cloud eye roll, but later that night the persistent howling that seems to be all



over the lakeshore gets to me. When my door opens without warning, I’m
much jumpier than usual.

“Ana.” I exhale and set aside my book. It’s about a nosy elderly Were
lady who solves murder mysteries in the Northeast pack. I absolutely loathe
her, but somehow I’m already at number seven in the series. “Why aren’t
you wolfing with . . .” Oh.

Right.
Because she can’t do that.
“Can I come into the closet with you?”
She has been visiting a lot, but usually doesn’t ask for permission—just

climbs next to me and plays the little games I code for her on the fly.
Tonight seems different. “Fine, but no cover hogging.”

“Okay,” she says. Two minutes later, not only has she stolen my duvet,
but she also appropriated my pillow. Pest. “Why don’t you sleep in a bed?”

“ ’Cause I’m a Vampyre.” She accepts the explanation. Probably
because she accepts me. Like Serena used to, and no one else ever. I turn
the page, and we’re silent for three more minutes, her breath hot and humid
against my cheek.

“Usually Lowe stays human and hangs out with me when they’re all
gone,” she says eventually. Her voice is small, and I know why. Alex
returned yesterday, but Lowe is still out of town. That’s why Ana sounds
like something she rarely is: sad.

I put down the book and turn to her. “Are you saying I’m not as good
company as Lowe?”

“You’re not.” I glare, but soften when she asks, “When will I be able to
shift, too?”

Shit. “I don’t know.”
“Misha can do it already.”
“I’m sure there are things you can do that Misha can’t.”
She ponders the matter. “I’m really good at braids.”
“There you go.” Pretty trivial skill, but.
“Can I braid your hair?”
“Absolutely fucking no.”



A couple of hours later, half a dozen braids pull at my scalp, and Ana is
snoring softly with her head in my lap. Her heartbeat is sweet, delicate, a
butterfly finding a good landing flower, and fuck children for being little
assholes who manipulate people into wanting to protect them. I hate that I
curve my body around hers when I hear heavy, hurried steps through the
walls. And I hate that when my bedroom door opens, I reach for the knife I
stole from the kitchen and stashed under my pillow.

I’m ready to kill to defend her. This is Ana’s fault. Ana is forcing me to
fucking kill—

Lowe crouches at the entrance of my closet, his pale green eyes furious
in the semidarkness.

“Did you know, my dear wife, that when I came home during a full
moon and could not locate my sister, I was ready to destroy my entire pack
and torture all the Weres guarding this house for their negligence?” His
whisper is pure, ominous threat.

I shrug. “No.”
“I have been looking for her.”
“And this is my fault, why?” I make a show of blinking at him, and he

closes his eyes, clearly gathering the strength to not butcher me, and clearly
only because his sister is currently on me.

“Is she okay?” he asks.
“Yes. I am the victim here,” I hiss, pointing at the mess on my head.
His eyes travel over the braids, abruptly stopping on the visible tips of

my ears. I usually hide them, just to avoid upsetting people with my
otherness, and the way Lowe stares at them—first with hypnosis-like
intensity, then abruptly glancing away—only reinforces that resolution.

“I think Ana might want to become a hairdresser. You should encourage
that.”

“A better job than mine, for sure.”
No arguing that. Especially when I notice the wound on his forearm—

four parallel claw marks. It doesn’t seem fresh, but there’s still some green
blood encrusted on it, and it smells . . .

“Was it the Loyals? You were gone for a while.” I don’t even mind
admitting that I noticed. I’m sure he’s aware I don’t have a particularly
fulfilling routine.

“Regular internal pack business. Then a meeting with Maddie, the
Human governor-elect. And several Vampyre councilmembers—your father
included.”

“Yikes.”
His lips nearly curl into a smile, but his expression remains grim. Maybe

he went to Vampyre territory and managed to see his mate. Maybe he’s
angry that I’m what he comes home to these days. Can’t blame him.

“Do you think  .  .  .” After having been an instrument of politics for a
decade, I’ve done my best to pretend it doesn’t exist. But I find myself
wanting to know. “Will they stick? These alliances?”

He doesn’t reply, not even to say that he doesn’t, cannot know. Instead
he looks at me for many, many moments, as though the answer might be
written on my face, as though I am the key to unlock this.

“If Humans knew of Ana’s existence,” I say, thinking out loud. “That
Humans and Weres can  .  .  .” I let the thought dangle. She could be a
powerful symbol of unity after centuries of strife. Or, people could decide
she’s an abomination.

“Too unpredictable,” he says, reading my mind and bending to take his
sleeping sister from my lap. Lowe’s hands brush mine in the exchange.
When he stands, Ana instantly snuggles in his arms, recognizing him by
scent even in her slumber. Babbling something that sounds too
heartbreakingly close to Mama for comfort.

I want to ask him why I found a jar of creamy peanut butter in my
fridge. If he’s the reason the house is now three degrees warmer than when I
arrived. But I somehow can’t bring myself to, and then he’s the one to
speak.

“By the way, Misery.”
I look up at him. “Yeah?”
“We have sharper knives.” He points at mine with his chin. “That one

isn’t going to do shit to someone like me.”



“It’s not?”
“Third drawer from the fridge.” I listen to his heavy steps, and once the

door to my room clicks closed, I pick up my book and start reading again.
Thanks for the tip, I guess.
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The burden has been feeling lighter, but he lies to himself
about the reason, attributing it to habit, and the fact that he’s
growing into his role.

t reminds me of a sketch in a comedy show, so absurd that i

lean against the doorframe of Lowe’s office and observe it in silence for
a few minutes, amused by the visual.
It’s the big man. And the way he handles small gadgets, frowning down

at them like they’re poisonous spiders. The way he types at the keyboard
with one single finger. And the way he doesn’t seem to be able to follow
simple instructions, even though Alex is explaining stuff to him in the tone
of someone who’s ready to bungee jump out of his own life.

“—won’t be activated until you enter this line of code.”
“I entered it,” Lowe rumbles.
“Exactly the way I wrote it here, on this piece of paper.”
“I did.”
“It’s case-sensitive. Alpha,” he tacks on. Reminding himself that Lowe’s

his boss. His very stubborn boss.
“The problem is this fucking machine.”
Lowe lifts his hand, ready to hit what has to be an expensive piece of

technology. Which leads to Alex chanting with a Dostoyevskian level of
dread, “Oh my God, oh my God.” Which, in turn, leads to Lowe promising,
“It’s stuck. I’ll punch it once and it’ll fix itself.” Which, of course, leads to



Alex, whom Lowe does not pay enough, suddenly being on the verge of
tears.

That’s when I take pity on both of them and say, “I don’t think
percussive maintenance is the answer to a coding error.”

They both turn to me, saucer-eyed and vaguely embarrassed. As they
should be.

“Alex, are you really teaching Lowe how to code?”
“I am attempting to.” Alex gives both of us a look. He’s usually more at

ease with me when Lowe’s around, but he must know he’s momentarily on
his Alpha’s shit list.

“How many times have you guys been over this?”
“A handful,” Lowe mutters, just as Alex says, “Sixteen.”
I whistle. “Big hands.” My eyes flick to Lowe’s.
“It’s fine. I’ll figure this coding thing out when I’m there. I can

improvise.” He stands, and Alex and I exchange an incredulous look, the
words digital illiterate floating in the air between us in Papyrus. Lowe’s
incompetence might be healing the rift between us.

“I’ll call you. You’ll guide me on the phone,” he tells Alex, this time
with more gravity.

“I’m concerned for your safety. There could be traps.”
“I’ll deal with them.” Lowe puts his hand on Alex’s shoulder, reassuring.

I’m about to break my none-of-my-business rule and ask what this is about
when Mick appears.

“Dinner is ready. Ana .  .  . cooked.” He says the last word with a small
wince. “And requested everyone’s presence.” He looks at me. “Yours
included.”

I frown. “Me?”
“She asked specifically for Miresy.”
“Is she aware that I don’t eat?”
Lowe folds his arms on his chest. “You do, in fact—”
“Shhhh.” I gesture frantically at him to shut his yapping mouth and turn

to Mick. “I’m coming. We’re coming. Let’s go!” Lowe’s smirk can only be
described as evil.



Ana is delighted to see me. She runs to me, a blur of sparkly pink cotton
and unicorn ears, and wraps her little arms around my waist.

“We don’t always have to hug,” I tell her.
She squeezes harder.
I sigh. “Fine. Sure.”
It’s been nearly a week since the full moon, and the cumulative time I’ve

spent with my husband since then wouldn’t be enough to bring a kettle to
boil. But Juno came to visit one night and brought a deck of cards, and
came back two nights later and brought a movie and Gemma and Flor and
Arden, and both evenings felt similar: odd, but fun. I’m with Alex all the
time, and Cal’s daughter Misha asked to meet me to see “a real-life leech,”
and a couple other seconds stopped by because they were in the area, just to
introduce themselves, and . . .

It’s unexpected, especially after my rocky start. I should be a pariah, I
am one, but I don’t think I fit in this place anymore poorly than I did among
the Humans, or the Vampyres. In the past seven days, I’ve had more social
interactions than ever before. No: more positive social interactions than ever
before. The Weres are being surprisingly amicable, even though they know
I’m a Vampyre. And I’m being surprisingly relaxed with them, perhaps
because they know I am a Vampyre. It’s a new experience, being treated as
what I am.

And now I’m sitting at a table with Lowe, Mick, and Alex, while
Sparkles watches us from the windowsill and Ana serves goldfish crackers,
heavily implying they are seafood. I hear their heartbeats mix together like
an out of tune symphony, and the stray thought hits me that Lowe is my
husband, and Ana is my sister-in-law. Technically, I’m having the first
family dinner of my life. Like those human sitcoms, the ones with twenty
minutes of banter about snap peas that only sounds funny because of the
laugh track.

I let out a befuddled snort and everyone turns to me curiously. “Sorry.
Carry on, please.”

I’m proud of the way I cut my meatloaf and move the crackers around
the plate to mimic a half-eaten meal. But I’m not very good at using cutlery,



and the context—a meal, shared—is as foreign to me as crocodile
wrestling. Ana, of course, notices.

“Why is she acting like that?” she whispers theatrically from the head of
the table, pointing at my ramrod straight spine, the way I lift and lower my
fork like an animatronic puppet.

“She’s just not very good at this. Be kind,” Lowe murmurs back from
next to me.

Ana nods owl-eyed, and moves the conversation to the important matter
of whether she’ll get a new pair of roller skates before her birthday, what
color they might be, will they have glitter, and, more important, will Juno
take her to the rink to practice. I get to observe Lowe when he’s relaxed. He
pretends not to know what roller skates are to irk Ana just a little bit, or that
her birthday is coming up to irk her a whole lot. When he’s not leading a
pack against a group of violent dissidents, he smiles quite a bit. There is
something soothing about his teasing humor and his innate self-confidence.

“When is your birthday?” Ana asks me, after Mick reveals an
unexpected expertise in astrology and informs Ana that she’s a Virgo. Alex
is an Aquarius—a fact that, like everything else under the sun, violently
alarms him.

“I don’t have one,” I tell her, still reeling from the mental image of
middle-aged, rugged Mick perching rimmed glasses on his nose and settling
in bed with a copy of The Zodiac for Dummies. “My mate used to dabble,”
he whispers at me, picking up on my befuddlement.

Peas sputter out of Ana’s mouth. “How can you not have a birthday?”
“I don’t know what day I was born.” I could find out from council

records, since it was the day Mother died. I doubt Father would know. “It
might have been spring?”

“How do you keep track of your age?” Alex asks.
“I count one up on Vampyre New Year’s Day.”
“And you have a party?”
I shake my head at Ana. “We don’t do parties.”
“No  .  .  . gatherings? Soirees? Board game nights? Communal blood

drinking?” Alex is shocked. Maybe relieved. I wonder what stories he was



told as a child when he resisted cleaning his bedroom.
“We don’t commune. We don’t meet in large groups, unless it’s to set up

war strategies, or business strategies, or other kinds of strategies. Our social
life is all strategizing.” For the next Father’s Day, I should get him a mug
that says All I care about is machinating and like, three people. Except we
don’t celebrate Father’s Day, either. “But if we did have communal blood
drinking, we’d feast on promising young computer engineers,” I add, and
then smack my lips as though I’m thinking of a scrumptious meal, just to
watch Alex pale.

“Regarding blood,” Mick warns while Ana spills several gallons of
water on the table under the guise of pouring us “cocktails,” “Misery, the
blood bank messaged us that this week’s delivery will be delayed a couple
of days.”

“D-delayed?” Alex chokes out.
Mick’s eyebrow lifts. “You seem very invested, Alex. I didn’t know

you’ve been partaking.”
“No, but . . . what will she eat?”
“I guess I’ll have to find another source of blood. Hmm, who could it

be? Let’s see . . .” I drum my fingers against the edge of the table to create
suspense. It sure works on Ana, who’s looking at me gape-mouthed. “Who
smells good around—”

Lowe’s hand closes around mine. Our wedding bands clink together as
he lifts it from the table and sets it in my lap, his grip lingering for a second.

I feel hot.
I shiver.
Lowe clicks his tongue. “Stop playing with your food, wife,” he

murmurs, and it feels almost intimate, smiling at him and catching the
amused gleam in his eyes while Alex crumples into himself. “She has
several bags left,” he informs Alex, who’s trying to camouflage with the
wallpaper.

“Let’s make up a birthday for you,” Ana proposes, bright-eyed. “And
have a biiiig party.”

“Yikes.” I scrunch my nose. “Let’s not.”



“Let’s yes! Your birthday is this weekend, and you’re going to have a
bouncy castle!”

“I’m not a very bouncy person.”
“And this weekend your brother will be gone, Ana,” Mick says. Alex’s

fork clicks against his plate. Something shifts, and the silence in the room is
suddenly tense as Lowe chews his meatloaf.

“Feel free to have the party without me,” he says once he’s swallowed,
with the calm, effortless tone of someone who knows that every word of his
is law. Then, with a conspiratorial wink at Ana: “Take pictures of Miresy
bouncing.”

She nods enthusiastically as Mick offers, “Or you could cancel.”
Lowe sips on his water and doesn’t reply, but it’s clear that this

conversation has been ongoing for a while.
“At least take Cal with you—”
“Cal wasn’t invited. And anyway, I’m not bringing a father of two into

that.”
“But you are going.” Mick’s usually mellow tone hardens. “It’s too

dangerous for your most trusted second, but for the Alpha of the pack—”
“For the Alpha, it’s duty,” Lowe interrupts, conclusive.
“I’ve been in this pack for over fifty years, and I can promise you that

no other Alpha would have agreed to those conditions. You’re going above
and beyond and have no self-preservation.”

I have no idea what the context is, but Mick is probably right. There is
something selfless about Lowe, as though when he became Alpha he left
behind any trace of himself.

“Were those Alphas dealing with internal sedition?” Lowe responds,

calm and harsh at once. Mick looks away, more sad than chastised. Ana
picks up on it.

“Lowe?” Her voice is small. “Where are you going this weekend?”
He smiles at her warmly, his tone instantly softer. “To California.”
“What’s in California?” I’m glad she asked. Because I was about to, and

I’m not entitled to this piece of information.



“It’s pack territory. An old friend lives there. Uncle Koen will be there,
too.”

“Emery’s no friend, Lowe,” Mick interjects.
“And that’s precisely why I cannot pass up the opportunity to have

access to her house.”
“It’s not an opportunity. If you could bring Alex or someone else who’s

tech-savvy to help you with your plan, yes. But not on your own.”
“Hang on.” I’m too curious to shut up. “Isn’t Emery Roscoe’s

former . . .” I don’t need a reply, not going by the men’s faces. “Oh, shit.”
Ana chortles.
“You’re almost disappointingly easy,” I tell her, and she chortles harder,

then sneaks around Lowe’s chair to sit on my legs and steal my goldfish. I
don’t know what it is about me that says Please make yourself at home on
my lap, but I’ll have to fix that. “Lowe, are you really going to meet with
this lady?”

Mick gives me a validated smile. Alex is, as usual, terrified. Lowe’s
withering look says: Not you, too, and by the way, who the fuck gave you
the right?

Which, fair.
“You know Emery is behind everything that is happening,” Mick says.
“But I have no proof. And until I have indisputable evidence, I will not

“You could. It would be a show of strength.”
“Not the kind of strength I’m interested in showing.”
“Max already told you—”
“A mumbled confession about who he believed sent him when he was

under thrall by a Vampyre is unlikely to hold up in a tribunal.” Lowe’s
striking face is stony, but I see the fatigue around the edges. It must be
tiresome, being a decent person, and I can’t relate. I revel in my moral
flexibility. “Meeting Emery on her turf is how I get that evidence.”

“Or how you get yourself .  .  .” Mick’s eyes dart to Ana and he doesn’t
continue, but the word killed bounces between the adults at the table.



“Do you really think I cannot hold my own against her guards?” Lowe
asks, leaning back in his chair. His lips curve into a smile. He looks less like
a diplomatic leader, and more like the cocky, invincible twentysomething
young man he is. “Come on, Mick. You’ve seen me fight.”

Mick sighs. “Just because we haven’t found your limit yet doesn’t mean
there isn’t one.”

neck and nuzzling my hair. It’s the most direct physical contact I’ve
experienced, ever—to my surprise, not excessively unpleasant.

“No way.”

“Wow.” Ana starts fidgeting and reaches out for Lowe, but he’s

exchanging a long stare with Mick and doesn’t notice. I pat his arm to get
his attention and he gives me a wide-eyed, disturbed look, like I tried to
scorch him with a cattle iron. Does he think my smell is going to rub off?
He’s way more skunk adjacent than I’ll ever be.

“I think it’s a trap,” Mick decrees.
Lowe shrugs. The movement delights Ana, so he repeats it. “I’m willing

to risk it.”
“But—”
“My mind is made up.” He smiles at Ana and shifts register. “I’ll have

someone look into bouncy castles,” he adds, and the rest of the dinner
conversation is just that—Ana planning the cake she’ll buy for my
“birthday,” Alex concerned that my fangs will pierce the inflatables, Lowe
looking at us with an amused expression. We stay longer than the time it
takes to finish the meal—a common occurrence, apparently, spending time
chatting about nothing of particular importance. Weres’ social customs are
different, and they have me wondering how Lowe’s mate is faring among



my people. She left friends behind, family, a partner. Who is she having
around-the-table conversations with? I picture her trying to chat with Owen
—and Owen excusing himself to go capture a mountain lion to set after her.

I shake my head and tune back in to the conversation. Ana laughs, Lowe
grins, Alex smiles. And then there’s Mick, who stares at me with a worried
expression on his weathered face.
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He tries to avoid thinking about what he’d do to her father if
only it wouldn’t cause the worst diplomatic incident of the
current century.

na was right: it isn’t that difficult, climbing up to the roof,
even for someone with the hand-eye coordination of a platypus.

I.e., me.
It takes me less than fifteen seconds to get there, and it’s vaguely

empowering, the way I never even feel like my brains will end up splattered
in the plumbago flower bed. Once I’m sitting on the tiles, vaguely
uncomfortable but not willing to admit it, I close my eyes and breathe in,
then out, then in, letting the breeze play with my hair, welcoming the tickle
of the night sky. The waves wash gently over the shore. Every once in a
while, something splashes on the lake. I don’t even mind the bugs, I tell
myself. If I persevere, I’ll believe it. That’s what I’m failing at when Lowe
arrives.

He doesn’t notice me right away, and I get to observe him as he
gracefully lifts himself up the eave.

His lips twitch, but he makes his way to the spot I was pointing at, his

large body folding next to mine, far enough to avoid accidental touches.
“What do you even know about bouillabaisse?”

“As it’s not hemoglobin or peanut based, nothing. So.” I clap my hands.
The cicadas quiet, then resume their singing after a disoriented pause. “Tell
me if I got it right: You’ll use your meeting with Emery as an excuse to
plant some spyware or interceptor that will allow you to monitor her
communications and gain proof that she’s leading the Loyals. But you are
going into enemy territory alone, and have the computer skills of an
octogenarian Luddite, which puts you at great risk. Actually, no need to tell
me if I’m right, I already know. When are you plunging to your imminent
death? Tomorrow or Friday?”

He studies me like he’s not sure whether I’m a bench or a postmodern
sculpture. A muscle twitches in his jaw. “I truly don’t get it,” he muses.

“Get what?”
“How you managed to stay alive despite your reckless outbursts.”
“I must be very smart.”
“Or incredibly stupid.”
Our eyes clash for a few seconds, full of something that feels more

confusing than antagonism. I glance away first.
And just say it, without thinking it through. “Take me with you. Let me

help with the tech part.”
He huffs out a tired, noiseless snort. “Just go to bed, Misery, before you

get yourself killed.”



“I’m nocturnal,” I mutter. “Little offensive, that my husband doesn’t
think I can take care of myself.”

“A lot offensive, that my wife thinks that I’d take her with me into a
highly volatile situation where I might not be able to protect her.”

“Okay. Fine.” I glance back at him—his earnest, stubborn,
uncompromising face. In the fading moonlight, the lines of his cheekbones
are ready to slice me. “You can’t do it on your own, though.”

He gives me an incredulous look. “Are you telling me what I can and
cannot do?”

“Oh, I would never, Alpha,” I say with a mocking tone that I only half
regret when he glares back. “But you can’t even start a computer.”

“I can start a fucking computer.”
“Lowe. My friend. My spouse. You’re clearly a competent Were with

many talents, but I’ve seen your phone. I’ve seen you use your phone. Half
of your gallery is blurry pictures of Ana with your finger blocking the
camera. You type ‘Google’ in the Google bar to start a new search.”

He opens this mouth. Then snaps it closed.
“You were about to ask me why that’s the wrong way.”
“You’re not coming.” His tone is definitive. And when he makes to

stand, driven away by my insistence, I feel a stab of guilt and reach out for
the leg of his jeans, pulling him back down. His eyes fix on the place where
I’m gripping him, but he relents.

“Sorry, I’ll let the matter go.” For now. “Please, don’t leave. I’m sure
you came here to .  .  . What do you do here, anyway? Scratch your claws?
Howl at the moon?”

“Deflea myself.”
“See? I wouldn’t want to be in your way. Do go on.” I wait for him to

pick critters out of his hair. “Shouldn’t you be sleeping, anyway? You are
not nocturnal.” It’s past midnight. Prime awake time for me, the cicadas,
and no one else for miles.

“I don’t sleep much.”
Right. Ana said that. When she mentioned that he had . . . “Insomnia!”



His eyebrow quirks. “You seem overjoyed by my inability to get decent
rest.”

“Yes. No. But Ana mentioned you had pneumonia, and . . .”
He smiles. “She mixes up words often.”
“Yup.”

side look is blistering—“it’s normal for her age.” He looks pensive for a
long moment as his smile sobers.

buy a car seat for you, or gives you Skittles before bed because you’re
hungry, or lets you watch The Exorcist because he’s never seen it, but the
protagonist is a young girl, and he figures that you’ll identify with her.”

“Wow. Serena and I watched that at fifteen and slept with the lights on
for months.”

“Ana watched it at six and will need expensive therapy well into her
forties.”

I wince. “I’m sorry. For Ana, mostly, but also for you. People usually
ease into parenthood. We’re not born knowing how to change diapers.”

“Ana’s potty-trained. Not by me, obviously—I’d have somehow
managed to teach her to piss out of her nose.” He runs a hand over his short
hair and then rubs his neck. “I was unprepared for her. Still am. And she’s
so fucking forgiving.”

I rest my temple on my knees, studying the way he stares into the
distance, wondering how many nights he’s comes up here in the witching
hour. To make decisions for thousands. To beat himself up for not being
perfect. Despite how competent, self-denying, and assured he appears to be,
Lowe might not like himself very much.

“You used to live in Europe? Where?”
He seems surprised by my question. “Zurich.”
“Studying?”



His shoulders heave with a sigh. “At first. Then working.”
“Architecture, right? I don’t fully get it. Buildings are kind of boring.

I’m grateful they don’t fall on top of my head, though.”
“I don’t get how one can type stuff into a machine all day and not be

terrified of a robot uprising. I’m grateful for Mario Kart, though.”
“Fair enough.” I smile at his tone, because it’s the poutiest I’ve ever

heard. I must have found his touchy spot. “I do like the style of this home,”
I volunteer magnanimously.

“It’s called biomorphic.”
“How do you know? You learned it in school?”
“That, and I designed it as a present for my mother.”
“Oh.” Wow. I guess he’s not just an architect—he’s a good architect.

“When you studied, did you do the Human thing?” Their school system is
often the only option, simply because there’s more of them, and they invest
in education infrastructure. In Vampyre society, and I assume among Weres,
too, formal degrees are not worth the paper they’re printed on. The skills
that come with them, however, are priceless. If we want to acquire them, we
create fake IDs and use them to enroll at Human universities. Vampyres
tend to take online classes (because of the fangs, and the whole third-degree
burns in the sunlight thing). Weres are undetectable to Humans’ naked eye,
and could come and go from their society more easily, but Humans have
installed technology that singles out faster-than-normal heartbeats and
higher body temperatures in plenty of places. Honestly, I’m just lucky they
never expected Vampyres would go to the trouble of filing their own fangs
and never developed the same degree of paranoia about us.

“Zurich was different, actually.”
“Different?”
“Weres and Humans were attending openly. A few Vampyres, too. All

living in the city.”
“Wow.” I know there are places like that around the world, where the

local history between the species is not so fraught, and living side by side, if
not together, is considered normal. It’s still hard to imagine, though. “Did



you have a Vampyre girlfriend?” I point at my ring finger. “Once you go
Vamp, you can never go back, huh?”

He gives me a long-suffering look. “You’ll be astonished to hear the
Vampyres didn’t hang out with us.”

“How snobby.” I fold my hand back in my lap, but start playing with my
wedding band. “Why all the way to Zurich? Were you on the run from
Roscoe?”

“On the run?” His cheeks stretch into an amused grin. “Roscoe was
never a threat. Not to me.”

“That’s brave of you. Or narcissistic.”
“Both, maybe,” he acknowledges. Then quickly turns serious. “It’s hard

to explain dominance to someone who doesn’t have the hardware to
understand it.”

“Lowe, was that a computer metaphor?” I get another of those don’t-
sass-me looks, and laugh. “Come on. At least try to explain it.”

He shakes his head. “If you met someone without a nose and had to
explain to them what a smell feels like, what would you tell them?” He
looks at me expectantly. And I open my mouth half a dozen times—only to
close it just as many, frustrated. “Yup.” He doesn’t even sound too told-you-
so-y. “It was like that with Roscoe. He was a grown adult, I was barely past
puberty, but I always knew that he was never going to win a fight against
me, and he always knew it, and everyone in the pack knew it, too. As much
as I despise him now, I’m thankful that he gave me long enough without a
reason to challenge him.”

Without becoming a despotic leader, he means. “What changed him?”
“Hard to say. His views escalated very suddenly.” He licks his full lips,

looking faraway, in the grip of a memory. “I got the phone call and didn’t
even have the time to stop by my apartment on the way to the airport. My
mother had vocally opposed a raid. She was wounded, and Ana was
defenseless.”

“Shit.”
“It was eleven hours and forty minutes from the moment I got the phone

call until I pulled up Cal’s driveway and found Ana sobbing in Misha’s



room.” His tone is emotionless, almost disturbingly so. “I was terrified.”
I can’t imagine. Or can I? Those first few days after Serena was gone,

and I was so frantically preoccupied with looking for her that it didn’t occur
to me to bathe or feed until my head pounded and my body was feverish.

“Did you ever get to go back to Zurich? To pick up your stuff? To . . .”
Get closure. Say goodbye to the life you’d built. Maybe you had friends, a
girlfriend, a favorite takeout place. Maybe you used to sleep in in the
morning, or take long weekend trips to travel around Europe and check
out . . . buildings, or something. Maybe you had dreams. Did you go back to
retrieve those?

He shakes his head. “My landlord mailed a couple of things. Threw out
the rest.” He scratches his jaw. “Feel kinda bad for leaving my dirty
breakfast dishes in the sink.”

I chuckle. “It’s kind of your thing, isn’t it?”
“What?” He turns to me.
“Blaming yourself for being anything less than perfect.”
“If you want to wash my dishes, by all means.”
“Shush.” I lightly bump my shoulder into his, like I do with Serena

when she’s being obtuse. He stiffens, stills in a breathless sort of tension for
a moment, then slowly relaxes as I pull away. “So, this dominance thing. Is
Cal the second most dominant Were in the pack?” This sounds foreign, like
picking words at random. Magnetic fridge poetry.

“We’re not a military organization. There’s no strict hierarchy within the
pack. Cal just happens to be someone I trust.”

And Humans elect leaders like
Governor Davenport. Clearly, there’s no perfect solution here. “Did he also
have to challenge someone to become a second? Maybe Ken Doll?”

“It’s fucked up that I know who you’re referring to.”
I chuckle. “Hey, he has never introduced himself.”
“Ludwig. His name is Ludwig. And our pack has over a dozen seconds,

who are chosen within their huddle through a caucus system.”
“Huddle?”



“It’s a web of interconnected families. Usually geographically close.
Each second reports to the Alpha. After Roscoe, new seconds were elected,
which means that most of them are as new to this as I am. Mick is the only
one who kept his position.”

“You mean, the only one who didn’t try to kill you?”
“Yup.” His laugh could be bitter, but it isn’t. “He and his mate were

close friends of my mother’s. Shannon used to be a second, too.”
“Did you kill her?” I ask, conversationally, and he’s so gonna push me

off the roof.
“Misery.”
“It’s a fair question, given your precedents.”
“No, I did not kill the mate of the man who used to change my diapers.”

He massages his temple. “Hell, they both did. They taught me how to ride
bikes and track prey.”

“What happened to her?”
“She died two years ago, during a confrontation at the eastern border.

With Humans, we think.” He swallows. “So did Mick’s son. He was
sixteen.”

Not something my people would be above, but I still flinch. “That
explains why he always seems so melancholic.”

“He smells like grief. All the time.”
“Well, he’s my favorite Were.” I hug my knees. “He’s always so nice to

me.”
“That’s because he has a weakness for beautiful women.”
“What does that have to do with me?”
“You know what you look like.”
I laugh softly, surprised by the backhanded compliment.
“Why do you always do that?” he asks.
“Do what?”
“When you laugh, you cover your lips with your hand. Or you do it with

your mouth closed.”
I shrug. I wasn’t aware, but I’m not surprised. “Isn’t it obvious?” It’s

not, judging by his puzzled look. “Okay. I’m going to be super vulnerable



with you.” I take a deep, theatrical breath. Steeple my hands. “You may not
know this about me, but I’m not like you. I’m actually another species,
called—”

“Misery.” His hand comes up to snatch my wrist. My breath catches in
my throat. “Why do you hide your fangs?”

“You’re the one who told me to.”
“I asked you not to respond to an act of aggression with another act of

aggression, to avoid coming home and finding my wife torn to pieces—and
someone torn in even smaller pieces next to her.” His hand is still around
my wrist. Warm. A bit tighter. His touch flusters me. “This is different.”

Is it? Would you not tear me into pieces?
“Come on, Lowe.” I free my arm and cradle it to my chest. “You know

what my teeth are like.”
“Come on, Misery,” he mocks. “I do know, and that’s why I don’t get

why you hide them.”
We stare at each other like we’re playing a game and trying to make the

other lose. “Want me to show you?” I’m trying to provoke him, but he just
nods solemnly.

“I’d like to know what we’re dealing with, yeah.”
“Now?”
“Unless you need specific tools, or have a previous engagement. Is it

bath time?”
“You want to see my fangs. Now.”
His look is vaguely pitying.
“It’s just  .  .  .” I’m not sure what’s so concerning about the idea of him

seeing them. Maybe I’m just remembering being nine, and the way my
Human caregivers always stopped smiling the second I began. A driver,
making the sign of the cross. A million other incidents through the years.
Only Serena never minded. “Is this a trap? Are you looking for an excuse to
watch my entrails fertilize the plumbago?”

“Would be highly inefficient, since I could just push you and no one in
my pack would question me.”

“What a beautiful flex.”



He makes a show of hiding his hands behind his back. “I’m harmless.”
He’s as harmless as a land mine. He could destroy entire galaxies with a

stern look and a growl. “Fine, but if your wolfy sensibilities are repulsed by
my vampyric tusks, remember you asked for it.”

I’m unsure how to initiate it. Snarling, pulling my upper lip back with
my fingers like Human dentists do in toothbrush commercials, biting into
his hand for an applied demonstration—all seem impractical. So I simply
smile. When the cold air hits my canines, my lizard brain screams at me that
I’m caught. I’m found out. I’m . . .

Fine, actually.
Lowe’s pupils splay out. He studies my canines with his usual unalloyed

attention, without recoiling or trying to eat me. Little by little, my smile
shifts into something sincere. Meanwhile, he looks.

And looks.
And: looks.
“Are you okay?” My voice snaps him back into his body. His grunt is

vague, not quite affirmative.
“And you don’t . . .” He clears his throat. “Use them?”
“What? Oh, my fangs.” I run my tongue over my right one, and Lowe

closes his eyes and then turns away. Either too gross, or he’s scared. Poor
little Alpha. “We all feed from blood bags, with very few exceptions.”

“What exceptions?”
I shrug. “Feeding from a living source is kind of outdated, mostly

because it’s a huge hassle. I do think that mutual blood drinking is
sometimes incorporated into sex, but remember how I was cast out as a
child and am universally known for being a terrible Vampyre?” I should
force Owen to explain the nuances of it to me, but  .  .  . ugh. It’s not like I
plan to get that close to another Vampyre, ever. “I’m not going to bite you,
Lowe. Don’t worry.”

“I’m not worried.” He sounds hoarse.
“Good. So now that I’ve shown you my fearsome weapons, you’ll take

me to Emery’s with you? It is, after all, the honeymoon you owe your bride.



Pleasure doing business with you. I’ll go pack, and—” I make to stand, but
his hand snatches me back down.

“Nice try.”
I sigh and lean backward, wincing when the tiles press into my spine.

The stars crowd the sky, drift us into a moment of silence. “Want to know a
secret?” I ask, weary. “Something I thought I’d never admit to anyone.”

One arm brushes against my thigh as he twists to look at me. “I’m
surprised you’d want to tell me.”

I am, too. But I’ve carried it so tirelessly, and the night feels so soft.
“Serena and I had a huge fight a few days before she disappeared. The
biggest ever.” Lowe remains quiet. Which is exactly what I need from him.
“We fought plenty, mostly about trivial shit, sometimes over stuff that took
us a bit to cool down.

And then she never showed up to help me put on the duvet cover, despite
knowing that it’s the single hardest thing in the universe. And now the
things she said keep circling in my head. Like sharks that haven’t been fed
in months.”

I can’t see Lowe’s expression from down here. Which is ideal. “And
what do the sharks say?”

“She got a recruiter from this really cool company interested in me. It
was a good job—something challenging. Something only a dozen people in
the country could do. And she kept telling me how perfect I’d be for it, what
an opportunity it was, and I just couldn’t see the point, you know? Yes, it
was a more interesting job, with more money, but I kept wondering, why?
Why would I bother? What’s the end goal? And I asked her, and she . . .” I
take a deep breath. “Said that I was aimless. That I didn’t care about
anything or anyone, including myself. That I was static, headed nowhere,



wasting my life. And I told her that it wasn’t true, that I did care about stuff.
But I just . . . I couldn’t name anything. Except for her.”

 . . . this apathetic spiral of yours, Misery. I mean, I get it, you spent the
first two decades of your life expecting to die, but you didn’t. You’re here
now. You can start living!

Dude, you’re not my mother or my therapist, so I’m not sure what gives
you the right to—

I am out there, trying. I had a fucked-up life, too, but I’m dating, trying
to get a better job, having interests—you’re just waiting for time to pass.
You are a husk. And I need you to care about one single fucking thing,
Misery, one thing that’s not me.

The sharks gnaw at the inner walls of my skull, and I won’t be able to
make them stop until I find Serena, but in the meantime, I can distract them.
“Anyway.” I sit up with a smile. “Since I so selflessly opened my heart to
you, will you tell me something?”

“That’s not how—”
“What the hell is a mate, precisely?”
Lowe’s face doesn’t move a millimeter, but I know that I could fill a

Babel tower of notebooks with how little he wants to have this
conversation. “No way.”

“Why?”
“No.”
“Come on.”
His jaw works. “It’s a Were thing.”
“Hence, me asking you to explain.” Because I suspect that it’s not just

the Were equivalent of marriage, or a civil union, or the steady commitment
that comes with sharing monthly payments to multiple overpriced streaming
services one forgot to discontinue.

“No.”
“Lowe. Come on. You’ve trusted me with far bigger secrets.”
“Ah, fuck.” He grimaces and rubs his eyes, and I think I won.
“Is it another thing I don’t have the hardware for?”
He nods, and almost seems sad about it.



“I understood the whole dominance thing.” We really made some strides
in the past fifteen minutes. “Give me a chance.”

He turns to me. Suddenly he feels a little too close. “Give you a chance,”
he repeats, unreadable.

“Yeah. The whole rival-species-bound-by-centuries-of-hostility-until-
the-bloody-demise-of-the-weakest-will-put-an-end-to-the-senseless-
suffering thing might seem discouraging, but.”

“But?”
“No buts. Just tell me.”
His lips quirk into a smile. “A mate is  .  .  .” The cicadas quiet. We can

only hear the waves, gently lapping into the night. “Who you are meant for.
Who is meant for you.”

“And this is a uniquely Were experience that differs from Human high
schoolers writing lyrics on each other’s yearbooks before heading to
separate colleges . . . how?”

“No.” He stares at the moonlit water. “When we were young, I was there
when Koen’s sister met her mate. We were on a run. She smelled her,
suddenly went real still in the middle of the field. I thought she was having
a stroke.” He smiles. “She said that it felt like discovering new colors. Like
the rainbow had gained a few stripes.”

I scratch my temple. “It sounds like a good thing.”
“It’s  .  .  . really good. Not always the same, though,” he murmurs, as if

he’s talking to himself. Processing things through his explanations.
“Sometimes it’s just a gut feeling. Something that grabs you by the stomach
and doesn’t let go, not ever. World-shaking, yes, but also just  .  .  . there.
New, but timeless.”

“You’ll be able to be with your mate,
and you’ll live bitingly ever after. There’s biting involved, right?”

“Yeah. The bite is . .” His gaze flickers down to my neck. Lingers.
“Important.”

“It looks painful. Mick’s, I mean.”
“No,” he husks, eyes on me. My pulse flickers. “Not if it’s done right.”
He must have one on his body. A secret buried into his skin, under the

soft cotton of his T-shirt. And he must have left one on his mate, a raised
scar to guide him home, to be traced in the middle of the night.

And then something occurs to me. A petrifying possibility.
“It’s always reciprocal, right?”
“The bite?”
“The mate thing. If you meet someone, and you feel that they are your

mate, and your biology changes . . . theirs will change, too, right?” I don’t
need a verbal answer, because I see in his stoic, forbearing expression that
no. Nope.

He nods thoughtfully. “Does it?”

“Maybe.” Lowe’s shoulders tense and relax. “Maybe there is something

devastating about the incompleteness of it. But maybe, just knowing that
the other person is there . . .” His throat bobs. “There might be pleasure in
that, too. The satisfaction of knowing that something beautiful exists.” His
lips open and close a few times, as though he can only find the right words
by shaping them first to himself. “Maybe some things transcend reciprocity.
Maybe not everything is about having.”



I let out a disbelieving laugh. “Such wisdom, from someone whose
mating is clearly reciprocated.”

“Yeah?” He’s amused—and something else.
“No one who has ever dealt with unrequited love would say that.”
His smile is secretive. “Is that how your love has been? Unrequited?”
“There has been no love at all.” I rest my chin over my knees. It’s my

turn now to stare at the shimmery lake. “I am a Vampyre.”
“Vampyres don’t love?”
“Not like that. We definitely don’t talk about this stuff.”

“Feelings. We’re not raised to put a whole lot of value in that. We’re

taught that what matters is the good of the many. The continuation of the
species. The rest comes after. At least, that’s how I understood it—I grasp
my people’s customs very little. Serena would ask me what’s normal in
Vampyre society, and I couldn’t tell her. When I tried to go back after being
the Collateral, it was . . .” I flinch. “I didn’t know how to behave. The way I
spoke the Tongue was choppy. I didn’t get what was going on, you know?”
Yes, he does. I can tell.

“Is that why you went back to the Humans?”
“It hurt less,” I say instead of yes. “Feeling alone among people who

were never supposed to be my own.”
He sighs and draws up his knees, hands clasped between them. A

thought vibrates through me: right here, right now, I don’t feel particularly
alone.

“You’re right, Lowe. I don’t have the hardware to understand what a
mate is, and I can’t imagine meeting someone and feeling the sense of
kinship you’re talking about. But  .  .  .” I close my eyes and think back
fifteen years. A caregiver knocked on my door and introduced me to a dark-
haired girl with dimples and black eyes. The breath I draw is stymied. “I
was able to install the software. Because Serena gave it to me. And maybe I
disappointed her at times, maybe she was angry at me, but that means
nothing in the big picture. I understand that you’re willing to face Emery on
your own, or to sacrifice everything for your pack. I understand because I



feel the same about Serena. And for reasons I cannot fully articulate,
because feelings are fucking hard for me, I’d like to come with you. To help
you find whoever is trying to hurt Ana. And I think that Serena would be
proud of me, because I’ve finally managed to care about something. Even
just a little bit.”

He studies me in the moonlit air for far too long. “That was a badass
speech, Misery.”

“Badass is my middle name.”
“Your middle name is Lyn.”
Shit. “Stop reading my file.”
“Never.” He inhales. Tips back his head. Stares at the same stars I’ve

been mapping all night. “If we do it—if I take you with me, it will have to
be my way. To make sure that you’re safe.”

My heart flutters with hope. “What’s your way? Architecturally? With a
Corinthian pilaster?”

I’m not funny. But neither is he.
“If you come with me, Misery, you’ll have to be marked.”
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She tastes the way she smells.

expected a twenty-hour road trip in the hybrid parked in lowe’s
garage, or maybe a shorter plane ride in economy class with cotton
discreetly stuffed in my nose to avoid being bombarded with the smell

of Human blood.
I did not expect a Cessna.
“Honey,” I ask, lowering my sunglasses to the tip of my nose, “are we

rich?”
His glance is only mildly blistering. “We’re just banned from most

Human-owned airlines, darling.”
“Oh, right. That’s why I’ve never flown before. It’s all coming back to

me.”
It’s hard to overstate how little Mick, Cal, and Ken Doll Ludwig like

Lowe’s decision to take his Vampyre bride to Emery’s home. In the waning
light of dusk, they practically throb with tense concern and unspoken
objections.

Or spoken, maybe. I slept most of the day, and it’s entirely possible that
while I was stuffed in the closet for my midday coma, they went through
several rounds of screaming matches. I’m glad to have missed them, and
just as glad that my time awake has been spent organizing tech stuff with
Alex.

“I’m not full-body diving between him and a silver bullet.” I held the
GSM interceptor against the light to study it.

mery messner is petrifying. mostly because she looks really

nice.
I expected unhinged, rabid-looking, bloodthirsty greetings.

Unpredictability. Threats of violence. What I find is a sweet woman in her
fifties, wearing a Hope Love Courage pin on her cardigan. I’m no great
judge of character, but she seems kind, and friendly, and sincerely
personable. Her heartbeat is faint, almost reticent. I could picture her baking
peanut-free treats to pass around after her children’s soccer practice, but not
abducting and murdering people.

“Lowe.” She stops a few feet away from us, hanging her head in salute.
When she looks up, her nostrils twitch, undoubtedly smelling what
happened between me and Lowe on the plane.

I want to disappear into the ether.
“Welcome to you and your Vampyre bride.” She faces my husband. Who

killed her mate. This is so messed up. “Congratulations on your alliance.”
“Emery.” He does not smile. “Thank you for welcoming us to your

home.”



“Nonsense. This is your territory, Alpha.” She waves a hand like a gal at
brunch. Her eyes flicker back to me, and for a fraction of a second the polite
facade crumbles, and I see myself reflected in her eyes.

dinner is a weird affair, not in the least because i’m served a plate

of cavatelli and a glass of red wine that looks enticingly like blood.
It’s standard for the mate and children of the former Alpha to maintain

formal relationships with the current leadership, and several Weres have
been invited for the weekend. Tonight, though, it’s just the three of us at the
table, and I’m too clueless regarding Were affairs to participate in the
conversation. I try to follow as they talk about borders, alliances, other
packs, but it’s like starting a triple-timeline TV show from season four. Too
many plot points, characters, world-building details. What I can do is
appreciate the complex dynamics at play during the meal, and the expert
way Lowe navigates them. No one mentions that he killed Roscoe, and I’m
grateful for that.

I’m glad Lowe is pinning me to the fireplace, because I’ve lost control
of my limbs. My breath is stymied, and I pant into his still-open vein. I’m—

His vein. His precious, beautiful vein.
I’m not capable of rational thought at the moment, but I lean forward

and suck at the wounds I opened, then lick at them like a kitten, rescuing
every last green drop. It’s an automatism, something written in my genes,
and Lowe seems to enjoy it, too.

“Not in the wild, love.”

“Noted.”
“Lowe?”
“Yes.”
“I miss Mama.”

know, love.”

“No.” He gently smooths down her hair, and I feel it deep inside my

bones that he’d burn the entire world for her.

His knuckles are dusted with
green blood as he hands me the meds, and I’m relieved to find no traces of
red.

I’m in luck, because I find him in Lowe’s
office. I walk up behind him, curious about what has him so engrossed that
he didn’t hear me coming.

The sheer gall of today’s workforce.”

“Shit a brick!” He almost falls off his chair. “Where are you—You’re so
close all of a sudden. I had garlic for lunch and my blood is probably
poisonous to you!”

I give him my best disappointed pout. “I missed you, too. We’re
intercepting, right?”

He nods, still clutching his chest. “Yes. I’m getting great signal. Emery
can’t book a chiropractor appointment without us knowing.”

“Lovely. Anything yet?”
He shakes his head. His nostrils twitch. “You smell different. That’s why

doubles. “Her fever broke, and she’s been able to keep liquids down. She
said your ‘gross stuff,’ direct quote, made her feel much better.”

I smile. “Really?”

ocular muscles I didn’t know I had. Normally I wouldn’t bother with
civility, but I need my brother to get me some answers.

On the plus side, Ludwig is not paying attention to my call. Earlier
today, when I found him in the sunroom trimming a rose plant and asked
whether I could chat with my brother, he looked at me like I was asking for
permission to get a liger tattoo. “I don’t care. Lowe said your movements
are not to be restricted. Call whoever you like.” A pause. “Maybe avoid
phone sex, but really, it’s up to you.”

“Is phone sex even a thing anymore?”
“Pretty sure all kinds of sex are a thing, and will be till the sun swallows

“Who have you fed from?”
I straighten my face. Even more. “I didn’t say I fed from someone.”



“No. You asked whether there can be any negative consequences if a live
source is fed upon, and I brilliantly deduced it. Because you’ve never
exhibited any curiosity on the topic before, and—I’m not a damn idiot.
Who?”

I let out a deep breath. “Who do you think?”
He face-palms. “Your husband. Your Were husband. Your Alpha Were

“That’s for me to know.”

cool lips press a soft kiss into my feverish palm.
“Misery, I . . .”

i come out of the healing trance all at once, like a salmon

bursting from a stream.
I sit up in bed, clammy and breathless and utterly disoriented, and wait

for the pain to make itself known. I expect it to follow its usual roads: start



from my stomach, irradiate out to my limbs, rake through my nerves like an
army of knives. When nothing happens, I look down at my body in
bafflement, wondering where it’s gone. But there it is: colder than usual,
perhaps; paler, definitely; intact, ultimately.

The rain ticked
and ticked, incessant against the windowpanes. We packed our bags and
tried to decide what pieces of the past decade to bring into our new lives,
sifting through memories, splitting apart the ones we hated from the ones
we still hated but could not bear to let go.

That’s when he arrived: a child of eight, the new Collateral, sent from
the Vampyres for his official vesting ceremony. He was escorted by Dr.
Averill and several other councilors I recalled meeting at various diplomatic
relations.

“I don’t know,” I lie. I doubt Lowe cares about what others think of him.
“You can do what you want with me,” he says, and it feels like he means

more than just his blood.



My fangs graze his wrist. I’m teasing myself as much as him. “Are you
sure?”

the hem of my oversize shirt like it’s a life raft. What we need here is some
humor. To defuse. “I swear I don’t have teeth down there.”

He doesn’t smile. “You are not the problem.”
“Ah.” I wait for him to continue. He doesn’t. “What’s the problem?”
“I don’t want to hurt you.”
I glance at his groin. He pulled his underwear back up. It’s tented, and

the room is dark, and my view is not exhaustive by any means, but he looks
normal. Good. Big, sure. But normal.

He nixes my choice of a vintage bicycle pump (“That’s a hookah, Misery.”).
I veto his ceramic vase (“Someone’s grandpa’s in there, Lowe.”). We insult
each other’s taste, first covertly, then passive-aggressively, then with
unabashed contempt. When I’m about to suggest that we fight it out in the
parking lot and see how well his claws hold up against my fangs, he has a
momentous realization and asks, “Do you even like the governor?”

“Nope.”
“Is it possible that we’re putting too much thought into this?”
My eyes widen. “Yes.”
We slip back inside the last store and buy a mysterious ashtray shaped

like a polar bear. It’s simultaneously the ugliest thing we can find and well
over three hundred dollars.

“Where does the money come from, anyway?” I ask.
“What money?”
“Your money. Your seconds’ money. Your pack’s money.” I glare at him

on our way back to the car, making sure no one is around. I’m wearing
brown contacts, but haven’t shaved my canines in a while. Opening my



mouth in public would probably get animal control called on me. “Do you
work in insurance while I’m passed out during the day?”

“Wrong side,” I whisper.

“Still wrong.”
“Gallbladder?”
“Nope.”
“Fucking Human anatomy,” he mutters. He laces his fingers with mine,

pulling me in his direction.
“You’re not serious, right? About robbing?”
“No.” He opens the door for me. “A lot of Weres have jobs. Most Weres.

I had a job, before . . . Before.”
Before his life became something his pack owned. “Right.”
“Most Were packs have highly organized investment portfolios. That’s

where the expenses for infrastructure and the leadership roles who don’t
have the time to hold other jobs come from.” He watches me slip into the
passenger seat and then leans forward, one hand on the door and the other
on the roof of the car. “It’s different from the financial framework of
Vampyres.”

“Because our leadership positions are hereditary.”
“I’m sure that families like yours rely on estates passed on over

generations, but generally, Vampyres are not as centralized. There’s fewer
of you, less community culture.”

he’s nonetheless crafty at guiding the conversation where it needs to go
without giving too much away. The governor’s wife is mostly silent. So am
I: I stare at my risotto with mushrooms, which according to Serena are
different from the fungus she once got under her foot, though I can’t really
recall in what way. I lazily wonder why Humans and Weres keep throwing
food at me, and listen as the governor informs us that he and my father are
“great friends” who’ve been meeting in Human territory about once a
month to discuss business for the past decade—despite the fact that Father
visited me once per year when I was the Collateral; I’d love to be shocked,
but I’d rather save the energy. The governor has never been in Were
territory, but has heard beautiful things and would love an invitation (which
Lowe doesn’t extend). He’s also going to transition to a lobbying position
once Maddie Garcia fully takes over.

Then Lowe moves the conversation to his mother. “She used to be one
of Roscoe’s seconds,” he says, switching our plates once he is done with his
dinner and starting the meal over. “Worked closely with the Human-Were
Bureau, as a matter of fact.”



“Ah, yes. I met her once or twice.”
“Did you?”
The governor reaches for a piece of bread. “A lovely woman. Jenna,

right?”
“Maria.” I hear the displeasure in Lowe’s tone, but I doubt anyone else

can. “I was under the impression that most of her dealings were with
someone in charge of border affairs?

“That sounds right.” Lowe chews my risotto in silence. “I wonder if he

remembers her.”
I tense. Until the governor says, “Sadly, he passed a while ago.”

Paradoxically, it makes his

reaction more believable. “How old was he?”
“Young, still.” The governor sips on his wine. Next to him, his wife

plays with her napkin. “It was a terrible accident.”
“An accident? I hope my people were not involved.”
“Oh, no. No, it was a car accident, I believe.” The governor shrugs.

“Unfortunately, these things happen.”
Lowe’s stare is so intense, I suspect he’s going to confront him. But after

a moment, it relaxes, and the entire room breathes out in relief. “Too bad.
My mother talked of him fondly.”

“Ha.” The governor downs the rest of his wine. “I just bet she did. I
heard he got around.” Of all the things he could have said, this one is the
most wrong.

Lowe calmly dabs his mouth with his napkin and rises to his feet. He
unhurriedly walks around the table, toward the governor, who must realize
the error of his ways. His chair screeches against the floor as he stands and
begins retreating.

“I didn’t, I swear I didn’t—”
He leans in. “You know I can kill you faster than they can kill me,

right?”
The governor whimpers. A drop of sweat trickles down his red face. “He

— I didn’t want to, but he was talking to journalists about some embezzling
my administration was involved in. We had to! We had to.”

Lowe straightens. He dusts himself off, takes a step back, and turns to
me as though we are the only two people in the room and four firearms are
not still trained on him. His hand leisurely finds my elbow, and he smiles—
first at me, then to the guards.

“Thank you, governor,” he says, leading me away. “We will see
ourselves out.”

“i have several people tailing him,” lowe informs me once we’re in

the car. “And Alex is working on monitoring his communications. He
knows we’re onto him, and we’ll be alerted as soon as he makes the next
move.”

“I hope ten wolves are currently shitting in his backyard,” I mutter, and
Lowe half smiles and puts his hand on my thigh in an easy, absentminded
way that would only make sense if we’d been driving places together for
years.

“It just doesn’t add up,” I vent. “Say Serena really did just interview him
for a financial crime story. Maybe she was the journalist he was talking to.
Where does Ana’s name on her planner come from?” I guess it could be

“Please,” I beg. “Please, put it in.”
He nods against my temple, breath shallow and quick. He hooks my

underwear to the side and pushes his cock inside me, the burning stretch
deepening until it cannot go any farther, and whatever it was that I expected
from having a man—having Lowe—inside me, this is different.

I inhale abruptly.

He sounds calm, even when
his control is about to snap.

I nod, trying to stave off the surge of pleasure.
“Okay.” He presses another gentle, chaste kiss against my nape, and

He’s smearing his come into my skin with his thumb, and why am I

okay with this? “Before?”

His eyes darken. “Misery—”
“I’m just starting to put things together, you know?” We’re still buzzing

from the pleasure, and it’s unfair of me to press him right now, when our
defenses are lowered and we’re full of the wrong kind of hormones, but . . .
Just but. “I think it was there for me to see all along. But you threw me off
on purpose, didn’t you? There was your reaction to my scent when we first
met, and it was so extreme, I assumed that you didn’t like it. How adamant
you were about not having me around.” I swallow. “I would have realized it
sooner, if I hadn’t taken for granted that it had to be another Were.

My throat falls into my stomach. “Lowe.”

detached, like he’s reading from a script and sucking every emotion out of
his performance. “It’s not something any non-Were can fully comprehend,
let alone a Vampyre. But I understand how appealing it might be, for
someone who struggles with belonging.”

Tell me,” I order, stubborn all of a
sudden. I feel like a bumbling mess. Not myself. Every instinct screams at
me to retreat, but this is an unacceptable, obvious lie.

For the first time in my life, though, I wish I’d done the Human thing

and bought something soft to fall on.
As it is, I settle for sliding to the floor and spending way too long with

my forehead on my knees, trying to regain my bearings.
Baby’s first heartbreak, I guess.
Whatever this pitiful, soul-rending feeling inside me is, it seems too

dense to be borne. Because Lowe is right: I’ve spent years being at home
nowhere, and my best friend disappeared after the worst argument of our
lives—yes, probably voluntarily, and probably because she doesn’t give a
fuck about me, not nearly as much as I do about her. I’m no stranger to
pain, to loneliness, to disappointment, but this. This pressure inside me, it’s
not solvable. The weight of it, how does one bear it?

I find no answer by pressing my fingers to my eyes until I see stars.
My shower takes five minutes. I valiantly try to scrape the rejection and

humiliation off my skin, but fail. I barely have time to find a change of
clothes before the buzzer rings, and Mick’s voice informs me that Lowe
asked him to come get me.

I groan. “Don’t—yelling.”
“Then don’t—going back to sleep, Bleetch.”



The word tears my eyes open. I’m once again on a damn bed, where I
once again don’t remember lying down. My internal clock is shot, and I
have no clue whether it’s day or night. I instinctively move my neck—ouch
—checking for sunlight pouring in, and find . . .

louder. “Misery’s not feeling well,” she yells. Which is true—I feel like
total shit.

I can’t do anything for a leech,

anyway—”

pleased with you if she dies under your watch?”
There are a couple of muttered curses I can barely make out. Then the

slot opens. “What’s going on?”
I look at Serena, stumped. All she does is gesture vaguely at me,

probably trying to telepathically transmit her plan. I scrunch my face into a
raisin, hoping to cringe myself out of this world. When that doesn’t work, I
reluctantly make my way to the door.

The opening is at head height, but because of the way the attic is built,
Bob’s view of the inside is limited.

The most
useless enabler in the world. “You see?”

We’re both winded and a little bruised, but once he’s
bolted inside, I turn to Serena to make sure that she’s okay, and find her
slapping her hand to her mouth and jumping in place.

Fear creeps up the back of my neck. I spin on my heels to find Vania

smiling at me.
“I’m going to need you to come with me. One last time, Misery.”
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He didn’t think he could love her more, but she is a constant
surprise.

erena and i are fairly well-trained in self-defense, but vania

is my father’s most skilled enforcer. She’s holding not one, but two
knives, and is flanked by two guards—the same who escorted me into

Vampyre territory all those weeks ago. Attempting to take them would be
severely idiotic, and Serena and I are not quite that bad. So we march in
front of her, hands raised over our heads, and follow her directions. Aware
that should one of us decide to run, the other would end up with a knife in
her back.

Let’s be real: Serena would end up with a knife in her back. I would
probably just get dragged by the ear in front of my father.

Because we’re at the Nest. And Vania answers to him and no one else.
“If they murder me, avenge me,” Serena whispers.
It’s nice, all this faith she seems to have in me. “Any preferences on

how?”
“Be creative.”
Father is waiting in his office, once again sitting in the high-back leather

chair behind his massive wooden desk, surrounded by four more guards.
His smile doesn’t reach his eyes, and he doesn’t stand, nor does he offer us
a seat. Instead he leans his elbows on the dark mahogany and joins his
fingertips in front of his face, waiting for me to say something.

So I don’t.



I’m hurt, betrayed, shocked at my father’s involvement in something
this egregious, but I’m also  .  .  . not. No point in being surprised by a
notoriously ruthless, selfish assassin when they stick a knife in your back—
even if they are a relative. It’s a totally different story when the stabbing is
done by someone you consider to be a kind, decent person. Someone you
consider a friend.

My gaze lands on Mick, who stands by Father’s desk like one of his
enforcers would. It lingers for as long as it takes for Mick to lower his own
eyes. He looks ashamed, and I’m okay with that.

“Why?” I ask him flatly. When he says nothing, I add, “It was you,
wasn’t it?”

already so fucking low.”
His eyes harden. “This is what you miss, Misery. Why you could never

become a leader.”
I snort. “Because I don’t go around kidnapping people.”
“Because you have always been selfish and close-minded. Stubbornly

unable to understand that the ends justify the means, and that things like
fairness and peace and happiness are bigger than one specific person—or
than a handful of them. The good of the most, Misery.” His shoulders rise
and fall. “When you and your brother were little and the need for a
Collateral arose, I had to decide which one of you would have the grit to
take my place on the council. And I’m glad I chose Owen over you.”

I roll my eyes. There’s a good chance I won’t be alive when Owen’s
coup goes down, but boy, do I wish I could witness Father shitting himself.

“Why do you think Vampyres still hold power, Misery? All over the
world, our communities have been splintering. Many of them don’t hold
their own territories, and are forced to live among the Humans. And yet,
despite our dwindling numbers, here in North America we still have our
home.

It was my idea to use his son once we realized that the boy we had taken
during a raid had ties to a prominent Were. It was easy enough for me to
thrall him. He even helped with guarding Miss Paris.”

“What a thing to brag about, Father.”
“Indeed. But it was quite a while ago that the governor told me about the

half-Were, half-Human child. Over two decades, in fact.”
I stiffen. A wave of dread sweeps over me.
“There had been stories before. Rumors of reproductive compatibility. If

there’s something Humans are good for, it’s breeding.” Father stands, lips
curled in mild disgust, and leisurely steps around his desk. “But the stories
came from other countries, and there was never any proof. Here, Weres are
insular, and Humans are cowards.

Lowe exhales a silent laugh. “You know my mate very little, if you

really think she would request anything like that.”
Lowe doesn’t get a verbal response. Instead Father reaches forward. He

moves so fast, the air shifts with momentum, and the next instant something
cold, shiny, and very sharp appears next to my neck.

He’s holding one of Vania’s knives. To my throat.
Lowe, Owen, Serena—even Mick, they all attempt to reach for me, but

are restrained by Father’s enforcers, and when the tip of the blade grazes
my skin they stop at once, with equally terrified expressions on their faces.
The silence that follows is overstrung, filled by loud heartbeats and heavy
breathing.

skin. The single purple drop of blood sliding down my neck has Lowe
thrashing to free himself, but the restraints Owen put on him hold.

“You love to purchase the good of the Vampyres by paying with the
lives of others, don’t you?” I taunt Father. “Only a coward would put others
in front of himself.”

“Well, I won’t. I’m not going to ask Lowe to choose me over his sister.”
“But there is no need, is there?” Father turns to Lowe. “What do you

think, Alpha? Should I murder her in front of your eyes? I hear that Weres
who lose their mates can sometimes go insane. That there is no greater
pain,” he adds with relish.

Don’t be in pain, I think, staring him in the eyes over the glint of the
blade. Whatever happens, don’t be in pain over me. Just be with Ana, and
draw, and go on your runs, and maybe think of me sometimes when you eat
peanut butter, but don’t be in—

“Misery,” Serena’s voice interrupts my thoughts. And then she says
something else, something garbled and nonsensical that my brain takes a



second to untangle. The enforcers look at each other, equally confused.
Father frowns. Owen tilts his head, curious.

Because two large, majestic white wolves fill the room. The noise of

tearing flesh rises above the screams, and I watch the two people I love the
most hold absolutely nothing back.
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There are many matters to settle, and his pack needs him
more than ever, but he cannot concentrate on anything but
her. He understands why some Alphas take vows of celibacy
and renounce love.

She distracts him. His feelings for her, they distract him.

here is something i’ll never, ever let myself live down, not

until the day I kick the bucket, not until the moment I vanish into the
nothingness of matter: in my weeks of living with the Weres, it never

occurred to me to wonder where their clothes went when they shifted to
wolf form.

It’s so, so stupid of me.
And in the aftermath of the scariest night of my life, sitting in the Nest’s

stairwell, with Gabi treating the puncture wound Father’s knife cut into the
flesh of my collarbone, I simply cannot let go of it.

“Did you think they’d transform with us? Sartorially?” Alex leans
against the handrail. He’s sticking around for no reason other than to mock
me. Or maybe he’s genuinely interested—I cannot tell. All I know is, I miss
when he was terrified of me. “You thought that the end result would be a
wolf in a little sweater vest and a bow tie? Just to be clear, is that what you
expected?”

“I don’t know what I expected. But Serena’s top was all tattered and
stuck around her neck, and I’m just saying that it was disturbing to watch a
pink shirt dangle from her while her teeth sank into Vania’s throat.” I rub



my face with my palms, hoping to unsee the past two hours. When I look up
again, Ludwig and Cal and another handful of seconds are walking down
the hallway to Father’s office. They stop in front of us, and . . .

We all know they were interrogating Mick. I wonder if it still looks like
the Aster in there: purple and green blood splattered all over the walls. The
most gruesome of flowers, finger-painted by the world’s creepiest child.

From the
way he carries himself, I suspect his entire right side is bruised, too. When
we turn into a dark hallway and are out of earshot, I ask quietly, “Are you
okay?”

“She’s with the ginger. The girl, not the guy.”
“Juno. I know.”
“Apparently, she doesn’t quite have the whole turning-into-a-beast-and-

“I saw your face
when I stepped into the office. You thought I was going to screw you over,
didn’t you?”

I called him about an hour after you guys drove
away—we were finally able to get footage of the break-in in Serena’s
apartment.”

So that’s why Lowe left after we . . . better not think about that. “Let me
guess—it was Mick.”

Once we’re back in Were territory, I plan to smear
a pancake on the inside of a toilet and ask him the same.

My eyes meet Lowe’s, briefly and for entirely too long. What passes

between us is too combustible a moment not to glance away immediately.

Truly the support
system of champions. Assholes.”

I smile. Lowe’s lips twitch up, too. Our eyes catch, and it feels even
more menacing than before, a dangerous storm coming, like a current
buzzing up my spine and water after a drought.

It’s frightening, this thing between us. I need to interrupt it. “Can I . . . I
have questions,” I hurry to say. “Where is Mick’s son?”

“Owen and I have several people looking for him,” Lowe says. He rubs
his hand across the back of his neck, looking pained.

She yawns, huge, with no consideration for her stinky breath or
my poor nose. “So.”

“So.” I reach up to clean my eyes, and can still smell the Vampyre blood
under my fingernails. I should take a shower.

“Let’s just get this over with,” she starts. “I know you’re mad, but—”
“Hang on. I’m not mad.”
She blinks at me. “Oh.”
“I’m not going to . . . I’m not mad, I promise.”
She searches my face. “But?”
“No buts.”
“But?”
“Nothing.”
“But?”
“For fuck’s sake, I told you—”
“Misery. But?”
I press my fingers into my eyes until golden spots appear. God, I hate it

when people know me. “Just . . . why?”
“Why, what?”
“Why didn’t you tell me?”
She bites the inside of her cheek. “Right. So. I kind of kept an unhinged

number of secrets from you in the past year or so, and I’m not sure which
one you’re referring to, so—”

“The big one.” My tone is flat. “That you’re actually, you know. Another
fucking species?”

“Oh.” She scrunches her nose. “Right. Well.”
“I thought you trusted me. I assumed you felt you could tell me

everything and our friendship was unconditional, but maybe—”
“I do. I do trust you. It’s . . .” She flinches. Then massages her forehead

with the palm of her hand. “I wasn’t sure, you know? At the beginning,
especially, my body was being so weird, and there were these odd
sensations, and it seemed bonkers.

matted with soil and God, this baby wolf needs a bath just as bad as I do.

Vampyre. And yet, it was her.

A roll of the dice.
The luck of the draw.

don’t see lowe for the following three days.
Or: I do see Lowe. Several times. Constantly, even. But it’s never

Lowe, the guy who hung out with me on the roof and drew me baths and
once pulled back my hair to stare at the tips of my ears and then mouthed
pretty to himself. It’s always Lowe the Alpha. Discussing urgent matters.
Shuttling between Were and Vampyre territory with Cal and another gaggle
of seconds in tow. Conferring with Owen and Maddie Garcia in closed-door
meetings I don’t care to be part of, but find myself wishing I were.

Serena and I are attached at the hip, surgically, like we’re twelve again
and figuring out trigonometry together. We go on long, comfortably silent
walks at dusk. We make jokes about the fact that she can grow fur on her
elbow at will. We hang out in my room, Serena reading up on everything
that’s happened while she was cut off from the world, me blinking sleepily
at the black dots on the ceiling, trying to figure out whether they’re tiny
bugs or specks of dirt.

Somehow, I’m always wrong.
“We have good genetic testing registries,” Juno tells us when she comes

over to chat with Serena. “We can work on figuring out who your Were
parent was.
