I look over to where Drew stands in the doorway, the flame’s fingers licking all around him and smoke billowing like a son of a bitch above us and from the windows we’ve broken out. His voice sounds like it’s in a tin can as it echoes in his helmet and then through my radio.

“We need to knock down that head over there and then get the fuck out of here.”

“I’ve got a bad feeling about this, Malone.”

I glance over to him again and wave my gloved hand his way. “We’re fine. Hitch and Collins have the other side of this. Johnson’s holding down the escape route.”

“Are we sure this place is cleared?”

I can’t see his face as I search through the smoke. “Why?”

“I swear I keep hearing someone calling for help.”

I stop what I’m doing and hold up my fist to tell him to be quiet. And I listen. There’s the crack of the fire. The snap of wood as it twists and pops under the pressure of the heat. The rush of the smoke as it pushes and pulls against the oxygen before devouring it. The roar of my own heartbeat in my ears.

“I don’t hear it, man.”

“Goddamn it, Drew!” I move after him. My boots hitting debris I can’t see. My eyes are straining from searching through the dense smoke, and I’m just clearing the doorway as I hear the crack.

“I’m here. You okay?”

“I can’t see you. I can’t . . . shit . . . I can’t find a clear line out.” The same panic I feel laces the edge of his voice.

“Drew!” I shout. “Drew!”

Sweat coats my skin as I wait for an answer.

Seconds.

Tick.

Tick.

“I’m trapped.” His voice is almost quiet. Pained. “I can’t . . . I can’t.” Fearful. “Grady.” Terrified.

“I’m here. I’m coming, Drew. I’m coming.” Every part of my body shakes. Scared. Afraid.

Seconds feel like minutes. Minutes feel like hours. And neither of them are things we have.

Get over here so we can go two out!” All I hear is his breath laboring through the intercom. “Get through a wall. Push back and swim through it. Goddamn it, Drew, answer me!”

Another crack of the ceiling. Another deluge of burning debris rains down on us.

“Grady!” His voice is packed with every kind of fear I’ve ever imagined in my life, and I can’t do anything but cover my head and ward off the flames as they fall on me.

“Hold on! They’re coming for us.”

“My mask is cracked. I can’t breathe.”

“C’mon, Drew. Hold on.” I take my axe and start hitting anything I can in a blind panic to try to get to him.

His gasps are in my ear. Each painful draw, coming more and more infrequently.

“No! I won’t. You tell him. They’re coming for us, Drew. Any minute. Hold on. Hold the fuck on.”

I try to pass through the fallen beams. I try to get to him. I try to save him.

“The whole west side is gone. We’re breaching from the north.” The chief’s voice breaks through the panic ricocheting around inside me but does nothing to abate it.

There is a roar from Drew in my ears, and in that moment, I know it’s a sound I’ll never forget as long as I live.

If I live.

Because I’m not leaving him.

I can’t leave him.

And then the siren starts. The PASS alarm that tells me he’s no longer moving.

“Drew! Drew! Get up. Fight! Fucking—”

Crack.

I hear it before I feel it.

It’s deafening.

The loudest sound I’ve ever heard.

There’s a split second of pain. Of pressure. Of sparks.

There is sweat on my lips.

Or is it tears?

The Nomex of my jacket gives under the flames.

“No!” I wake up, bolting upright in my bed. My sheets are soaked with sweat. My room smells like fear. My back feels like it’s still on fucking fire.

It takes me a moment to realize it was only a dream.

But it’ll never be a dream.

It was a nightmare.

A fucking night terror that never ends.

Especially when I have to look into Brody’s eyes and try to hide the guilt of not saving his dad that is rotting me from the inside.

That I didn’t do the job I’m tasked to do daily.

Save lives.

What kind of firefighter am I when I can’t save anyone, not even myself?

I throw on some shorts and head toward the kitchen. To the bottle of whiskey that is becoming way too comfortable in my hands, but fuck if I don’t need it to get through some of these nights.

Bracing my hands on the kitchen counter, I look out the window to the half-built playroom. How stupid was I to think building a place for Brody to come and hang out someday would be enough to teach him what it’s like to be a man? After everything my parents have done for me, taught me, how did I ever think that would be enough?

And yet, when I pick up that hammer, I feel like I’m doing something instead of doing nothing. Like I’m trying, when every fucking time I look at Brody, my goddamn heart breaks in my chest from the guilt weighing it down.

Because I couldn’t save his dad.

It’s after my second refill—the burn chasing away the cobwebs of memory—that I hear Dylan’s voice through her closed door.

It’s soft. It’s haunting. It sounds just like how I feel. When she adds her guitar to the words, I sink down into the couch to listen.

To lyrics about loss. Hers are about losing love but they’re so fitting to where my thoughts are after my dream. They make me feel less alone. Almost as if she understands.

And I fall back asleep to the sound of her voice and the comfort she oddly brings.
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I play the same set of chords over and over, making minute adjustments with each strum to see which one works best with my lyrics.

“We drive into the dark.

Crash into the wall.

How do we find our way back from this endless free fall?”

I write down notes as I go on my three pads in front of me: one for the music, one for the lyrics, and one for anything else that comes into my mind that doesn’t work for this song but might work for another.

I move my fingers on the neck of the guitar and start to sing again. Just as the first line passes my lips, it dies off when I look up to see Grady standing and watching me from the doorway.

Did I forget to shut it?

“Hey.” His voice is quiet, his smile is soft, and there is sadness in his eyes when they meet mine. Or maybe it’s exhaustion. I can’t tell.

“Hey. I’m sorry. I didn’t realize you were home or I would have shut the door. Did I wake you?”

“No, you’re fine. I got home a while ago. I had some stuff to take care of after my shift.” He takes a step into my room, and once he’s in the light, I can see how tired he is. It’s in his posture. His expression. He’s spent.

My mind whirls back to the little boy from the other day at the farmers’ market. Was that where he was? Why is he so secretive about it?

“He’s had a rough go of it lately.” I hear my brother’s words and bite my tongue to keep from outright asking him about the child and overstepping my boundaries.

“Did you have a good shift? Hopefully, it was uneventful.”

He shakes his head as if he’s mulling over the answer. “A house fire that burned itself out before we got there. Some medical assist calls. Nothing much.”

His words are simple enough, dismissive even, but there is something that has me taking note. “Everything okay?”

His expression—part confusion, part conflict, part uncertainty—tugs on every part of me that wants to fix whatever is wrong. “Yeah. Just . . . I went to the gym for a while to deal with it. Came home. Fell asleep exhausted, but now I can’t sleep at all.” He steps farther into the room, and I set the guitar down. “Don’t stop because of me.”

“What do you mean?”

“There’s something comforting about listening to you sing as you work through lyrics. I can’t really hear through the door, but I know you’re singing,” he explains, throwing me for a loop and making me suddenly self-conscious. “You have an incredible voice. Why aren’t you the one who sings?”

“I’d like to, though.” He scoots over before I consent and rests his back against the headboard. “I’ll close my eyes if that makes it easier. That way, I’m not really watching you.”

“Semantics,” I say with a laugh.

“Semantics are important.”

Our gazes hold for a moment before he makes a show of closing his eyes and leaning back on my pillows as if he’s settling in for the long haul.

“What does two-in, two-out, mean?”

I told myself I wasn’t going to ask him and yet there it is. Out in the open. Me and my big mouth.

The hand he’s bringing to put behind his head jerks momentarily, but he never opens his eyes. “Where’d you hear that?” His voice lacks all emotion.

“You yelled it last night in your sleep.”

His sigh fills the silence and weighs it down. I study him. The fan of lashes against his cheeks and the way he purses his lips.

“It’s just a saying I used to say to someone.” His eyes remain closed as I debate whether I should speak or let it go. “Technically it means that when two firefighters go into a building, two more remain outside to initiate a rescue just in case shit goes south. Two-inside, two-outside.”

“Oh. Okay.”

“But my old partner and I . . . we would say it to each other before we entered a fire. We used it to mean that the two of us were going in together, and the two of us were going to come out together, safe and sound. It was our way of saying we had each other’s back no matter the cost.” He pauses and his Adam’s apple bobs as he swallows. “The rest of the crew used to razz us over it and say we sounded like an old married couple when we said it. That’s all. There’s nothing else to it.”

But the emotion swelling in his voice and the fact that he hasn’t opened his eyes at all says there’s so much more to the story.

“Grady . . .” Thanks for sharing. Who was your old partner? Is he the one your nightmares are about?

He clears his throat but doesn’t speak. As the silence stretches I battle my need to ask more, but figure I’ll leave it be. So I turn my focus to my work. To my notes and my guitar. And the moment I strum my fingers over its strings, the tension in Grady’s shoulders eases some.

Music is my therapy, so I offer the same to him.

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The nightmares were relentless last night. Even with Dylan beside me, and the scent of her shampoo in my nose, they never let up.

It happened because of what I’m doing against my will. But I gave my word, and my word seems to be all I have these days.

But the panic attack still tries to take hold when I walk into the studio. I hate knowing I’ll be standing in front of a camera, documenting the body I can’t look at in the mirror most days. Mine. Physically strong. Horrifically imperfect.

I’m ready to walk out of the studio not two seconds after I walk in. Two fucking seconds, but what I see when I throw open the curtain in the studio breaks my fucking heart.

And solidifies why I’m here.

Brody, standing in front of a black backdrop. His little legs are drowning in Drew’s turnout pants, his dad’s helmet is huge on his head, and his eyes are looking straight at the camera with the same mixture of grief and pride that I feel every time I look at him.

My feet are rooted in place. My eyes lock on the little boy who has so much courage that there is no way I can walk out of here. There’s no way I can run from showing my scars when he has invisible scars he lives with every single goddamn day. And he’s five.

I watch with tears burning in my eyes and an ache in my gut that makes me feel physically ill.

You promised, Malone.

You promised Drew you’d take care of them. The calendar helps with that.

You promised the guys you’d do the shoot. That proves they can depend on me.

You promised Dylan you’d follow through. That proves that she means more to me than I’m willing to admit.
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I wish he’d told me.

Our phone conversation replays in my mind as I turn into the parking lot, going a little faster than I should.

“I didn’t want to bug you because I know you’re busy trying to get the songs finished, but . . . would you mind coming here for a little bit,” he asked.

“What’s wrong? Are you okay? Always interrupt me.”

“I’m at the calendar shoot.”

“I’m on my way.”

The sound of his voice, the uncertainty, rings in my ears as I all but jog across the parking lot to the address Grady texted me.

Why didn’t he tell me ahead of time so I could be here for him?

Because I’m not his girlfriend.

I’m not anything to him.

I’m his enjoyment for the time being—that’s why.

I don’t say it, though. I don’t trust my own voice not to betray the emotion rioting through me from realizing that I love him. To betray the hope this picture brings—that he feels the same. But then comes the devastation in knowing that it doesn’t matter whether I love him or not, because the calendar’s prelude—the opening picture of Brody and the sadness it exudes—is exactly why Grady will never acknowledge or act on the feelings his eyes reflect.

“I’m not sure.”
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“Special delivery,” Dixon says as he walks into the common room and tosses a pile of calendars on the table we’re all sitting around.

“For fuck’s sake. Do you have to ruin my appetite?” Bowie laughs. “I see these assholes shirtless all the time, and believe me, it’s enough to make me gag if I have to eat and look at their hairy chests at the same time.”

“Says the king of bear rugs on his back,” Dixon fires back as everyone but me laughs.

I can’t laugh. I’m too busy staring at the calendar. My palms coat with sweat and my pulse rages in my ears. For a man who used to stare at himself in the mirror every day to see which muscles were popping better, the fear of seeing what I look like through the eyes of someone else is terrifying.

Grabbing a calendar off the table, I head to the bay, needing a moment to come to grips with what I’m going to see and, at the same time, feeling like the biggest pussy on the face of the earth. And then I get to August.

I close my eyes and flip up the page.

Then I open them.

It’s my scars I see first. The black-and-white film mutes their harshness, and as much as I try to stare at them, find the disgust I feel daily, it’s the expression on my face that draws my attention. My eyes. My smile.

This isn’t the photo Marcy took for the calendar. This isn’t the expression I gave her.

This is how I looked at Dylan.

This was the face of relief. The photo session was over, Marcy hadn’t asked a thing about my scars, and most importantly, Dylan had been there patiently waiting in silent support. I hadn’t been alone.

A part of me feels betrayed. Like Marcy took this photo—this side of me that I don’t show anyone—and put it on display. The other part of me is a little shocked. Shocked that when I look at the picture, I don’t feel revolted by the scarring on my back. In fact, they are the last things my eyes focus on when they should be the first. There is also this final part of me that is freaked out by what I see in my expression. Or rather, how I’m looking at Dylan. I know that look.

I’ve seen that look before. It’s how Grant looks at Emerson. How my dad looks at my mom. And how Drew looked at Shelby.

I don’t know how to feel. Everything inside me is a mess of contradictions because when this calendar goes out, everyone who buys it will see the one part of me I’ve kept hidden since the accident. Yet at the same time, they’ll see the other side of me I’ve tried to keep hidden from even myself—my feelings for Dylan.

Well . . . fuck

“Dude, you are so fucking screwed.”

I look up to see the guys all standing there with the calendar in their hands and huge grins on their faces. “What are you talking about?”

“You know we’re doing an event to sell these, right?” Bowie says.

“An event where we all sit down and sign our month,” Mack interjects.

“Yeah. So?” I’m not getting it.

“Your line is going to be so goddamn long with women with hearts in their eyes and cleavage on display. It’s going to be sickening,” Veego says while the rest of the guys make kissing noises. “Pretty-boy Malone kicking ass and taking names, er, phone numbers, without even having to try.”

“Whatever.” I laugh, the tension slowly easing from my shoulders.

“You’re the only fucker who doesn’t have a body shot in this whole calendar, and yet you’re the one who looks the hottest,” Dixon says with a roll of his eyes.

“You checking me out now, Dix?” I ask and climb down from my spot on the rig where I went for privacy.

“No, but lucky for you, that roommate of yours will be heading out soon, because I have a feeling this calendar is going to be getting you some serious revolving-between-the-sheets action.”

“You’re a sick fuck,” I say as Bowie catches my eye and nods to me.

And I can’t help but wonder what for.

Because I did the calendar and I didn’t fuck it up, or because he knows that Dylan leaving might be a little harder on me than I’m letting on.

My money is on both.

I look at the calendar in my hands again as my feet falter and the guys move on, still razzing the shit out of me as if I was beside them.

And for the first time since I woke up from the accident, I look at a picture of me and realize the scars may not matter as much as I thought.
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I stand at the back door and watch her. She’s working through lyrics, that much I know from how she constantly repeats the same set of lines over and over. The only difference in how she normally works is this time she’s doing it giving Petunia a bath. Both are covered in suds as Dylan works her hands up and down Petunia’s back. Her laughter floats into the window and catches my attention just as much as the way she swings her hips.

I watch the two of them and wonder when it happened. When did Dylan seamlessly work her way into my everyday life so that something like this—her washing my pig—feels so goddamn natural that I don’t question it?

Then why is it so hard for me to let go of the doorknob and leave her be without saying a word?

If we’re simply enjoying each other and our time left, why does this feel so complicated?

Because it is.
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“Can’t say all of Sunnyville didn’t show up in support of the calendar sales,” Betsy Malone says and shakes her head as we both stare at the same person. Her son.

“Let’s just hope Grady walks away without his ego so big he can’t fit through the front door.” He’s all smiles as he sits and patiently talks to the ladies who have waited in line to get their calendars signed.

They run the gamut when they get to Grady—from giggly to flirty, from shy to rambling—but I love that he’s patient with every one of them. Taking a picture if they ask. Talking to their kids if they’re with them. The perfect ambassador for the station.

And that isn’t saying all of the other guys aren’t doing the same, but my eyes are fixed on Grady and Grady alone.

They seem to be there a lot these days.

“I’m sure you’ll bring him down to earth if it is,” she says with a wink. “And if not, he has two brothers chomping at the bit to razz the hell out of him.”

I laugh and think of the shit they’ve given him since the calendars went on sale. Bumper stickers about hose sizes slapped on the back of his truck. A blow-up doll delivered that was some kind of retaliation for something he did to Grant. A box of blow-pop suckers delivered to the station. And the list goes on.

“Absolutely. How about I take you to Grady and let you sign next to him while your mommy and Miss Dylan chat for a bit?”

We watch as Betsy walks an animated Brody across the parking lot to where the tables are set up beneath E-Z Ups. There’s an awkward silence between us, because I’m really not sure what to say but feel like I need to say everything. I’m sorry about the loss of your husband really doesn’t feel like enough, though.

“Yep.” He hands me a glass of wine and pulls a chair out for me. “I thought it was about time I tell you.”

“Tell me what?” A lump forms in my throat.

A few seconds pass as nerves rattle around inside me, that sense that I’ve done something wrong all too present. Especially since Jett isn’t here.

“And I know you can do it, too.” I wipe the tear away that slips down my cheek. “This is what you love more than anything, Grady. Your job. Your calling. This is the last step you need to take to get back to the new and improved Grady Malone.”

“I wasn’t aware I needed improving.” His chuckle this time is warmer.

“I’m a fan of you however you are.”

“Malone. Gear up. We’re heading out in five,” a voice calls in the background, and I want to beg for just one more minute.

“You gotta go.”

“I’ve gotta go.” He sighs.

“Be safe, Malone.”

“Always.” I’m not sure who he’s trying to convince more, himself or me.

“Grady.” I’m not sure why I say his name, but I can’t let him go just yet.

I miss you.

Come back to me.

I love you.

“Two-in. Two-out. Promise me that.”

“Two-in. Two-out,” he murmurs. “When this is over, McCoy, you and I need to have a talk.”

And then, before I can say another word, before I can tell him I agree, the call drops.
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“If this shit was easy, Malone, everyone would do it.”

I look at Veego as the rig we’re on bumps and jostles while it heads up the mountain. The fire rages on the ridge in front of us. She’s a mean, nasty bitch, consuming every piece of brush she can find. The wind serving to add gasoline to her fury.

I don’t respond other than a nod because I don’t have the words. How can I when I’ve spent every call, every minute, scared of the one thing that makes me feel alive. Putting out fires.

My fear and my salvation are one in the same.

The rig stops at a makeshift basecamp that is ready to go on the fly should the wind switch and the fire swing, and we unload in one big mass of equipment and anxious energy.

The next hour or so is spent double-checking our gear and stocking up on any supplies we’re going to need in order to keep a line up on the ridge above us.

When we get the go-ahead, we begin the climb into the belly of the beast to be tried by her flames.

My fears are eaten by the adrenaline.

My doubts are eroded by each cut we make into Mother Nature to stop her progress.

My hesitations are nonexistent as I slowly lose myself to the concentration it takes to stay alive.

As I do what I love.
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I’m restless as I wait for Emerson to answer my question: How is Grady?

I pace the confines of my condo, phone pressed to my ear as the news drones on about the fires in the background, doing nothing to calm my irrational fears about his well-being.

It’s been four days since I talked to him. Four days of listening to the newscasters talk about the worst fire in California’s history and seeing the haunting images of burned-down houses, fire engines, and acres of scorched earth. It’s been four days of putting all the craziness in my life—contract negotiations, studio time for Jett, and then studio time for me—on the backburner because my thoughts are first and foremost with Grady. If he’s safe. If he’s alive.

Radio silence does this to you. It eats at your resolve when you think you’re strong. It dredges up doubts when you know you have nothing to worry about.

“Grant is using back channels to get information, Dylan. You know I’ll call you the minute I have more.”

She makes the statement, but there’s hesitation in her voice that causes alarm bells to sound off.

“What are you not telling me?”

“Nothing.”

“Emerson, ask yourself this. If it were Grant, would you want me to tell you?”

“That isn’t to say it’s Grady’s team,” she hurries to say. “Grant says crews lose communications all the time in rough terrain, lack of service. Hell, lack of being able to charge anything since there’s nothing to plug into.”

But I know.

Somewhere deep down, I know.

I told Grady a white lie to give him the courage to face his fear. In turn, regardless of how irrational it may sound, did my encouragement push him when he wasn’t ready?

And if he’s hurt . . . oh, God, if he’s hurt . . .

“Sure. I’m sure he’s fine.” My voice is hollow.

“I’ll let you know as soon as I know more.”

“I feel like I need to be there.” Mentally, I’ve already packed and am in the car driving to Sunnyville.

He’s going to be fine.

“I know you do . . . but if you drive here, you’re going to be passing where he is. He’s somewhere between Sunnyville and Los Angeles.” And yet, I walk into my bedroom and open my closet door to look at my suitcase. “You’re welcome to come here and sit and wait with us, but by the time you get here, we’re going to get the news that he’s fine.”

He has to be fine.

“Who’s taking care of Petunia?”

“Brody and Shelby.”

God, please let him be fine.

“Oh.” I try to think of another excuse for me to be there but can’t find one other than I didn’t tell him I loved him.

Because I do.
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Five minutes.

This blanket will only protect me for that long.

Drew’s screams echo in my ears. The fear. The pain. The desperation.

It’s not real, Grady.

The fire snaps around us. I concentrate on its crackle. On the sound of it marching through the grove surrounding us. I use its roar as my anchor to reality. To remind me that this isn’t the warehouse. This isn’t a repeat of before.

Three hundred seconds.

The heat.

It’s so fucking intense.

PASS alarms go off. One after another. They sound off around me. Sirens of immobility. I squeeze my eyes shut as I battle the memories. As I will the nightmare away.

It’s not real, Grady.

But it is. This is real. Seven of us are trapped in the fire’s vortex. Taking cover in this clearing as the world around us burns.

But it’s not just Drew this time.

It’s all of us.

Two hundred forty seconds. That’s all the time we have left.

It’s like the inside of hell, like the nightmare has been brought back into reality.

All the air I’ll have.

“Grady?” It’s Bowie’s muffled voice. I can barely hear him above the roar of the fucking fire. Not Drew screaming for help. Just Bowie asking me to check in. To let him know I’m hanging in there.

“Good,” I shout when in reality I feel as if I’m suffocating.

“Dixon?”

“Good,” he sounds off.

I wait for one of them not to answer. I wait to hear silence.

For the weight of the beam as it pins me down.

I strain to hear Drew’s screams. I brace for the words he’s going to say next.

But there’s nothing. Just the whoops of the guys around me as anxious adrenaline takes hold. Just the roar of the fire as it eats the vegetation and sucks the oxygen.

One hundred twenty seconds left.

I’m not going to die.

Drew, I’m not going to die.

I tense when the explosion hits. The water truck’s gas tank just went. And then I scramble through the shock to hold the fire blanket around me. Pin it to the ground with me between it and the ground that’s heating underneath me.

The wind howls. It’s the eeriest sound I’ve ever heard.

My fingers burn in my gloves as I pin the blanket down.

Eighty seconds left. I’m not going to die.

Someone shouts out a curse to combat the feeling of suffocation.

But it has nothing on my pulse pounding in my ears.

My adrenaline coursing through my blood.

My breath labored and desperate.

Forty seconds. I’m not going to die.

Dylan.

I repeat her name over and over and over. I use it like a second hand on a clock as I wait out the terror. As I pray for the fire to blow through. As I put my faith in these blankets protecting us. As I tell myself, that when I see her again, I’m going to put it all on the line.

I’m not going to die.

There’s a whoop of excitement. Someone yells, “Fuck you, bitch,” to the fire. Another shouts, “Go back to hell, you cunt!”

I laugh. We’re sick fucks.

And then the words, “All clear.”

Motherfucking music to my ears.

I shove the blanket off me and gulp in air. It’s hot and thick, because everything on the edges of the clearing is still on fire. Bright oranges and deep yellows and hues of blue on the burning metal of our vehicle . . . but I’m alive.

I’m alive.

So is the rest of my crew.

We did it, Drew.

And so I lie on my back in the middle of the High Sierras and try to stop my body from trembling. The ground beneath me is hot and the ashes suffocate what’s left of the vegetation, but I don’t move. The adrenaline takes over, owning every part of me as I stare at the small glimpses of stars in the night sky above trying to break through the smoke. As the eerie orange glow lights up everything around us.

I know I need to get up. I understand the fire is still raging around us and we have a job to do. I realize that our tanker—our only transportation—is now gone, and so we have a shit-ton of work and trekking to do before we’re in the clear.

But I don’t move.

I can’t.

A fucking tear I fight back finally escapes. Too much emotion. Too much everything.

I close my eyes to process it. To accept it.

Just one more minute.

I’m alive.

“You good, man?” I open my eyes to see Bowie. He’s standing over me, looking down, hand extended to help me stand.

Our eyes meet and he nods ever so slightly to let me know he knows the hell that just went on in my head. And that he’s proud of me for holding on.

I don’t trust myself to speak, so I nod in return and let him help pull me up.

“Seven-in. Seven-out,” he says as he lifts his chin over his shoulder to where the guys are gathering the supplies we have left that the fire didn’t incinerate so we can work our way out of this gorge.

And we do. We work hour after hour. Our bones hurt and muscles ache and chests burn, but we do what we love. We cut prevention lines should the wind switch and bring the fire back this way.

No matter how hard we work, hot spots flare around us.

“Keep that line,” I shout to Veego and his crew as I turn to look over my shoulder.

We’re in the depths of hell. At least that’s what it looks like all around us. The smoke is so thick that the ash falls like a downpour. The orange flames lick the perimeter around us. With our tanker, food, and communication devices taken by the fire, it’s up to us to get the fuck out of here.

Out of habit, I look at my cell again, knowing there is no battery left but hoping anyway.

“Where are the goddamn Hotshots?” Dixon asks, referring to the elite team of wild-land firefighters as he stops and takes a conservative sip from what little is left in his canteen.

Me, taking a step into facing my fears and realizing that singing my own song in a studio isn’t terribly different from when I’m directing Jett on how to sing a new one.

I pull my guitar onto my lap, tuck my pencil behind my ear, and begin again.

The knock startles me, and my first thought is that Jett’s drunk and coming over as he’s done in the past. But when I look through the peephole, I can’t get the door open fast enough.

Because it’s Grady standing on my doorstep.

It’s Grady looking completely exhausted and more handsome than any man I’ve ever set eyes on. He has an unshaven scruff.
